wouM have deprived Mexico of her
eiandlng aa an Independent nation.
aaya Alaberg. who raiaea the quea-
don. Wh; t ia the k^y to the mva
tery of withholding recognition
from Mexico?"

"I wu told In all eameatneaa
that our State Department hgd de
manded aa Ita price of recognition
that Mexico aign a treaty which
would have reduced her to the
atatua of a protectorate.
