Hoover Says Crops Held Now
Can Be Marketed Better
Some Months Hence.

The present shortage Of railroad

transportation may prove a blessing
In disguise to the American farmers.
In the opinion of Secretary of
Commerce Hoover.
Car shortage at this time is pre¬

venting farmers from shipping their
crops, particularly grain, to market.
The grain market at the same time
is more or less stagnant, because

there is practically no export trade.
If the grain moved to market now

In Its normal volume It would net

the farmer a low price return. The
car shortage is forcing the farmers
to hold their crops on the farms

and In elevators.
The lack of export trad* !¦ due

to European countries drawing on

(heir own crops until their reserve®

are reduced to ihe danger point
Vfore coming into the American
market for additional supplies. They
are putting off their American buy
Ing to the last minute.
But eventually Europe must come

to this market for 180.000,000
bushels of wheat*-In the opinion of
Secretary Hoover. Her own crops
are short that amount, and her
people must have bread. By the
time the transportation situation
improves the European grain trade
should reopen, offering an outlet
for the crops that are now tied
up and for which there la no home
market.

Bodies of Hall end Mrs. Mills
To Be Exhumed for

Autopsy.

NIW YORK, 8ept. 29..Action
by Governor Edwards' offer ofj$1,000 reward and quizzing ofi
Willie Stevens concerning the
stains on his suit featured the
investigation today into the mys¬
terious murder of the Rev fcd-
wajd Hall and his choir leader.
Mr* Eleanor Mills.

To Exhume Bodies.
Coincident with these develop¬

ment* was the announcement that
the bodies of Mrs. Mill* and Mr
flail would probably be exhumed In
a few days and an autopsy per¬
formed to determine how many bul¬
lets entered each body and fr»>m
what direction.

Mr. Stevens, brother of the slain
rector's wife. *as summoned to the
office of the county 'prosecutor and
questioned ooncernlng some stains
on the vest of s suit he sent to the
cleaner's on the day the bodies w*re
found. "

It ha« become known that the
prosecutor intends to inake a thor^ouch Investigation of this phase of
the case. The cloth will be analysed
to determine whether the stains are
human blood.
With the medical history, of tn>

case practically a blank page. th<
new (really the first) autopsies in
the hands of Dr. 8chultie may bo
far toward aolvlng a crime that han
thus far baffled the ingenuity of
scores of Investigators.
An order for the exhumation of

Mrs. Mills' body has already been
granted, and a similar order Is be^lng sought for the exhumation of
Mr. Hall's body.

Widow Is Questioned.
Although the news did not come

from official sources. It was learned
that Mrs. Frances Hall, the rector »

widow, has again been questioned
by the authorities Concerning It,
ahe said:

"I seem to be the only one who
tells the same story and sticks to
It."

It Is time for
the people of the city to srlve more
careful thought to the general safety
than to their own convenience, pro-1
tection will be accorded all those
who come forward. There Is no rea¬
son for hesitancy and every reaaon
for action."
