Business Men, Senators, Con-

Who initiated the investigation
of Sergeant J. Willard Greene
of the Metropolitan Police Depart-
ment; had him shadowed for on2
week and finally haled him hefore
the police trial board on charges.

In a five-hour session yesterday
the trial board presided over by
Assistant  Corporation  Counsol |
William A. Wahly, a dozen promi- |
nent Washington business men and
five high officers of the Police|
Department testified as to the high |
character of the sergeant, while'
affidavits made by ten members
of Congress were filed by connsell
to show the hizh esteem in which |
the officer is held at the Cavitol.

Sergeant Greene is confident]|
that the trial board will find a
verdict of not guilty and as soon
as a final disposition of the case
has been had he declared he
would “go to the bottom” of rhei
matter and find out who has heen
“after him.” l

The Specific Charges. l

The three specific charges against |
Greene were: |

That he neglected his duty by leav-
ing his precinct while on duty: |

That he violated a recent order of
the department forbidding privates |
and sergeants from using their own |
automobiles in going to and (rom
work and in partoling their beats:

That he made an untruthful state- |
ment to a superior officer.

In brilef, Sergeant Greene
charged with leaving his beat
HSeptember 6 and entering an alley |
in the rear of 1416 M street north
west. It was established to the sut-
fafaction of the Trial Board that
Sergeant Greene went into the aliey
to see witnesses In connection with
a colliding case which was called in
court for the following day.

Allegations Whittled Down.

The board, on motion of counsel,
struck out of the charges the specl-
fication that Sergeant Greene walked
across Fifteenth street, dividing line
of his precinct, kissed his daughter
and talked eight minutes with his
wife.

The board also struck out the speci-
fication that Sergeant Greene, with-
in his own precinct, spent sixteen
minutes in conversation with his
wife and little daughter,

That specification setting up that
he left his baton In hls car when he
entered the American Security and
Trust Company to inquire about a
valuable pin lost by his wife, was
al=o struck out,

In combating the charge that he
rode In his own automobile while on |
duty, witnesses testified that Ser-
geant Greene rode three blocks on
the running board of his car when |
his wife chanced to drive through |
the precinct,

The charge that Sergeant f‘-rw-nnl
spoke an untruth when he told!
Lieuts. W. ;. Scott, W. Emerson |
and W. E, Holmes that he went into |
the bank to inquire about his wife's
lost diamond pin was refuted with
veveral witnesses, ]

Charles E. Howe, treasurer of the
American Security and Trust Com-
pany, and John L. Fuggitt, assistant
treasurer, both confirmed the
sergeant’s statement.

A. B. Dickinson, bond salesman
for Redmond & Co., testified
that he picked up a diamond pin on
the sidewalk at the foot of the steps
of the trust company and eacried it
home, not thinking it had any great
value,

Bome days later, Dickinson sald,
he saw a story In the newspapers ta

Through its Public Utilities Commit-
tee it has already presented a peti
tion to the Puhlic Utllities Commis-
sion and a public hearing is to be |
held October 16.

“The Public Utilities Committee is
to have a showdown from the Capi-|
tal Traction Company In order that
it may be determined just what re-|
duction of fare s justified,” said
Charles S. Baker, president of the
federation yesterday., *It is impos.|
sible to state what the reduction|
should be until it is determined what |
revenue that traction company |
makes,"

The Public Utilities Committee, It |
Is declared, believes that a rn-durttrm'
of fare will be a step toward gecur- |
ing & merger of the two lines,

“The federation has been in favor
of a merger for a long time, and
a merger should be brought about

if possible,'" sald Mr. Baker. “How-
ever, a great many considerations
must be taken into account, such

as property rights of the stockhnld-
ers, and rights of the public that
have granted the franchises, 'There
is no desire on the part of any
membher of the federation to do an
injustice to anybody.”

Want Justice Done,

Both the Connecticut Avenue
Citizens Association and the Chevy
Chase Citizens Assoclation want n
reduction in fares. provided the
traction company is earning a suf.
ficient sum to warrant it. "“"We Jdo
not want to be unjust or unrearnn-
able, we want to play the game
fair,” said Fred 8. Lincoln, presi.

If it is justified.”.

The Federation of Citizens Assocha.-
tion objecta to the action of the
Budget Bureau in reducing the

‘“The federation feels that the
District has certain needs and re-
quirements that cannot be placed in
the same category as national re-
quirements,” Mr. Baker explained.
