In I'lster, therefore I want to
emphasize the one factor that is

Divergences of opinion among s'tp-
porters of the treaty are almost as

great as the gulf that separates
the Free State party as a whole
land the Republican party. Th»re
is an unbridgeable chasm between
the uncompromising extremism of
the radical wing of the Republican
party and its moderate adherents.
"De Valera is a moderate at

heart. An idealist, he is at the
same time less radical than many
of- his followers. 1'rnof of this
can be adduced. To do so I shall
lift a corner of the veil of secrecy
that Covered .the three-hour confer¬
ence thai took place jtisi before
the opening of the Aid Kheis be¬
tween the leaders of the two

parties.
"At that conference De Valera

and Stack met CSriffitli and me in
an attempt to find a lommon
'ground on which to appeal to the
3.000 Sinn Kein delegates for unity,
As I thtfik I have already made
plain, there is no follower of D"
Valera.not even excepting fathal
Brugha.more bitterly hostile to the
treaty than Austin Stack.

"Yet an agreement was reached
and reached in the face o? Stack's
violent opposition. To prove 11.
Valera's moderation it is necessary
to reproduce a portion of our dis¬
cussion in the conference.

" 'I have a dear majority (1f tx.o
in this Aid Kheis.' said De Valera.

" 'You have not.' 1 told him.
"Stack insisted that their ma¬

jority was unite fiOO.and a blind
man could have seen the chip on
his shoulder.

" 'You're wrong,' 1 told them. And
before they could say anything
further I showed them how wrong
they were. I told them thfy had
a majority of more than a thou¬
sand!
"In spite of t(iis admission of

mine we reached an agreement not

j to take the vote which I acknowl¬
edged would see us beaten by two
to one. The reason De Valera con¬
sented to forego this victory v. as

simple.he knew that that Aid
I Kheis was as typical of the Irish
nation as Tammany Hall is typi.-al
of New York State. As well expect
Tammany to indorse the Republican
candidate for President as to ex¬

pect the Ard Kheis to vote to dis¬
establish the Irish republic.
"A vote in the Ard Kheis would

leave the situation In the country
unchanged. No good could come
from taking a vote then. I droye
the point home with a paraphrase
of the alleged threat of Mr. Lloyd
Mleorge (which he never voiced) about
'immediate and terrible war.'

" "If you force the issue here.' I
told De Valera. 'it will mean that we
shall go to the country and have an
immediate and terrfblc.election!'
"Kven Stack smiled. Rut his op¬

position to any kind of agreement
was not in the least abated. He was
still dissatistied even after De Valera
had managed to persuade us to post-

Pittsburgh Man Write# Scorch-
ing Letter to Justice Garrett,

of Gaithersburg.
\\

ROCKVILLE, Md.. Sopt. 30.A
resident of Pittsburgh. Pa.. who
signs himself H. I. Aronson, doesn't
think much of Maryland's motor
vehicle regulations, and a good deal
less of certain Montgomery county
officials who enforce them, as is
shown by a letter received by Jus¬
tice of the Peace James R. Oarr'itt.
of Oalthersburg.

Several months ago a man by
the name of Aronson was arrested I

by Motorcycle Officer Karl Burdine
on a charge of running his auto-
mobile forty-five miles an hour, and
Justice Garrett fined him $2".50.
The letter received by Justice Uar-
rett follows:

"1 am referriug to certain day
in July, of this year, thev l«th to
be exact, when you were honored
by the presence of myself, wife and
two sons, aged sixteen and two
years, respectively, at which time,
iieing In a country tailed the State
of Maryland, where justice and lair
play do not exist. I was obliged^ to
hand over to you the sum of $2?.;>0
on the statement of a Jesse James
operating a motorcycle.
"Wo are still praying to God Ui it

f your miserable body has not yet
ieen removed from the face of th<
earth it will be at an early date
by the all-powerful Lord, and that
