A meeting was held at Blootningville, Erie

county. Ohio, of which Wii.mam Pakrish was

chosen President, for the purpose of forming a

League of all w ho are opposed to the abolition
of Freedom in New Mexico. The uniting resolved.that no fact is more clearly established
than the abolition of Slavery in New Mexico.
Utah, and California, before the acquisition of
those territories by the United States; they are

consequently free territories. They appeal to
the following testimony:

1 Before the annexation of Texas, Robert J.
Walker, of Mississippi, in his celebrated pamphletadvocating that measure, asserted the freedomof the Mexican provinces west of the Rio

THE CUBAN EXPEDITION.
Philip S. Van Vechtek, late a lieutenant

in the Cuban Expedition under Lopez, has
published a statement of facts and circumstancesconnected with it On the 30th July,
he was appointed first lieutenant of company
B. in Colonel W. L. Crittenden's regiment, and
left New Orleans on the 3d of August, in the
steamer Pampero. They remained in the river
until the fith. and left through the northeast
pass for Key West, They reached Key West
on the 10th. On sailing for the coast of Cuba,
the steamer run aground on a coral reef near

Bahia Honda. On landing at Cutanea, then1
being no means of transporting baggage. Lopez
left X rittciKien to protect trie stores ami ftrfiiia:- '

nition, whilst he proceeded with Colonel Downman'sregiment of infantry to Los Posas. intendingto send transportation from thence, and
would remain there until joined by Crittenden
At 11 o'clock at night, Crittenden started with
twro carts to join Lopez, hut was attacked on

the route the next morning, and compelled to
mnrni.

reaching Lopez at Los Posas.
" At the same hour that Crittenden was attackedat the hacienda, a body of the enemy

alxtut 800 strong. under General Enua. attackedLopez at Los Posas. After a hard tight of
over two hours, the enemy retreated, leaving
the Americana masters of the field, and over
two hundred of their number (among whom
were several of their highest officers) dead and
wounded.the American loss lining. in killed,
wounded, and missing, only about thirty men,
among whom Colonel Downinun and LieutenantLabi/an were killed, and General Prugayand Captains Brigham and Goutt were

mortally wounded."
Several other battles were fought, but finally

the invaders were disjiersed, and l.ojsw. was

coiu|sdled to fly. Lieutenant V. says:
"On the evening of the 21st, having Iteen

forty-eight hours without eating, we killed a

horse, which was divided among one hundred
and twenty-five men. who were all that now

remained with Lopez.
" We remained in the mountains until the

morning of Tuesday, the 2flth, when, having
but one meal in six days, and feeling that we

could bear it no longer, we deternnmsl to go
into the plains, considering that it would be
letter to f»e killed outright than die a lingerj
iug death from starvation, which we certainly
would in the mountains. W« accordingly advannedto a house where we were treated with
a great deal of kindness, and received a most
excellent break test .

''An arrangement was made to procure a

guide to the south shore, with provisions. \r.,
and we were alsmt to leave und eoneeal ourselvesuntil night. when, in the twinkling of an

eye. we were surrounded hy two hundred armed
countrymen, who immediately hound us securely,and inverted our jackets, considering the
property law ful plunder That day we reachedSan .('hristobal. I'ntil we reached San
('hristobal. we were under the impression that
we were to l>e immediately shot, our rousola|tiou being that we were to die with fidl
stomachs.
"On our arrival there, we were informed

that a proclamation had heen issued ten hours
before our arrest, s|iariug the lives of all filli,hushnts who were made prisoners or gave
themselves up. in four days, except the traitor
Lopez, after which, an order, dated, I think, the
Jlth of April, INoO, (by which all foreigners
found in the island were ordered to lie put to
death) w as to continue in full force."
*******

<l At the time of niy release from prison, whieh
was at ten o'clock on the night of the -Ith inst,
there were Hit) of our force prisoners They
were all chained, and routined in one large room,
hardlv large enough, however, for ull to lie
down at onee. They were treated very kindly,
and allowed all the privileges that oould ho expectedAs a matter of couree, where so many
men are confined in a limited space, and not
allowed to leave under any circumstances, it
naturally follows that it must Is- very unpleasantTheir sentence is ten years' hard labor in
Spain, probably in the construction of a canal.
They all appeared to Ik? in good spirits at the
time I left. wing under the impression that they
would soon lie released on their arrival in
Spain.

* Lope/, was brought from the Pixarro, and publielyparroted in the square adjoining the prison,
at seven o'clock in the morning of Monday, the
1st of September. With him ended not onlythis expedition, hut I sincerely trust all expeditionsfor Cuba.

' I'p to the tune I left, the Spaniarils could
account for two hundred and seventy-one
Americans.including Crittenden'scommand.
whom they had killed, that is. in aetion;
wounded men who were left on the field, and
siek and fatigued men who gave out on the
march, and were left liehind and men whom
they hunted down in the mountains with dogs.
Those, with the one hundred and sixty taken
prisoners, make a total of four hundred and
thirty-one men accounted for.leaving a balance
of twenty-two melt whose fate is vet unknown ;

to the extension of slavery over Territories now
free, or the enactment of any laws imposing involuntaryservitude, except for crime.

' Rt voiced. That the Whig party, while it is
a liberty-loving is also a law-abiding party; and
that, while we deoin it the unquestionable right
of every citizen to canvass the merits of all legal
enactments, and to advocate, upon all proper
occasions, and by all constitutional means, the
amendment or rejieul of any law, we yet hold
it to Ixi our iui|ierutive duty to abide by and
supjiort all the provisions of the Constitution of
the United States, and all laws declared constitutionalby the judicial tribunal of the country.1'

Resolutions were also adopted in favor of the

elude the free colored citizens of New York
from her ls>rders. Some such idea seems to
have haunted the minds of the Indiana Convention,and therefore, instead of impoKingpenaltieson the negro, they make all contracts
which the whites may enter into with him void,
mid tine those who employ or encourage them
to remain in the State. But this is hardly allowingto 'the citizens of each State all the
privileges and immunities of citizens in the severalStates,' as required by the Constitution
of the Union. If we are correct in this, then
tb« I 'iinxtitiitiftn of Imliimn is obnoxious to the
same objections as the laws of South Carolina,
which exclude free blacks, or the laws of Vermont,which attempts to annul the jurisdiction
of the United States courts and authorities, and
transfer the same to State tribunals

Indiana..The Christian Heraldry** tlie proceedingsof the Convention of Colored Freemen,
organized at Pendleton, Indiana.
