can he done for them, we should endeavor,
with those whom fortune has thrown on our

hands, to feed and clothe them well, protect
fhem from ill UMige, require such reasonable
labor only as is performed by free men, and be
led by no repugnances to ubdicato them, and
our duties to them. The laws do not |> rmit
us to turn them loo«o. if that were lor their
go<>d: and to commute them for other property
is to commit them to those whose usage to
them we cannot control. I hope, then, my dear
sir. you will reconcile yourself to your country

of writmg and conversation, associate others in
your labors, and, when tho phalanx is formed,
bring on and press the proposition perseveringlyuntil its accomplishment. It is an encouragingobservation, that no good measure was
ever proposed, which, if duly pursued, failed to
prevail in the end. We have proof of this, in
the history of the endeavors of the British Parliamentto suppress that very trade which
brought this evil on us. And you will be supportedby the religious precept, " Be not weary
in well-doing. ' I hut your success may he
rifieedy and c implete, as it will he of honorable
and immortal consolation, 1 shall fervently and
sincerely pray, as I assure you of my great

He woe, therefore, probablyfortunately, obliged to support and educate
himself. This he did, and had for many yearsboon doing an extensive law business when he
was elected Up to that time he had no experienceas a lcgt-lator never having previom-lyheen a member of any legislative body, hut his
habits, the natural constitution of his mind,
and his acquirements, all contributed to ptecminentlyqualify him tor the discharge of the
duties appertaining to his new field of labor.
He has always been in the hnhitof doing his

own thinking disciplined to thoroughly investigateevery subject on wbioh he is called to
act or express an opinion, he avails hiuisel| of
every source of light within his roach, and then
views it in all its aspects, and forms his own

opinion and confidently acts upon it. He never
was tuade blindly to follow the lead of uny, or
he a slave to the dictates of any party. ' It is
enough for me," uajd he, it) a debate in the
Senate, " that the opinious which I maintain
are commended to the approval of my t;n
judgment bv the force of reason.enough that
I am inysrlf satisfied that those opinions are
sound, just, and constitutional."
Ou no occasion Joes he tear to avow and dofendthe opinions which ho adopts. In defendingthem he is always courteous and carvj'd,

hut firm and decided He quails before no
earthly |*>wor. Soon'after he entered the henate,Mr. Kutlur, of South Caroline, made an
attack upon htm, charging hiui with holding
the doctrmo that a |*r*on might take an oath
to support tho Constitution of I he United Stale*,
and at the same time make a mental reserve
tion of those clauses which refer directly or indirectlyto slavery. He could not have touched
Mr. Chase in a iuor» tender point. He has no
inrntal rr\erta/ions. Ha despise* deception in
evory form His firm, dignified, and impgoaut
reply, gave him au immediate standing in the
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Semite, elevated him in the eye* of hia brother
Senator*, and made such an impremion on Mr.
Kntler and other slaveholding Senator*, that
they have cautiously refrained from any more
a i.-h> attack*.

\h a debater or public speaker be makes no

prvftnaioos to eloquence; but hia deliberate and
candid manner, the clearness of hia thought*
and the ability with which he makes others
see them, never fail to make an impremion uponthe intelligent. Sometime* when aroused,
he is exceedingly forcible We once heard him
startle an audience by exclaiming: "Think,
friends, what a horrible thing it is to be born
i slave.to come into this world a helpless in-
laut, without a father, without a mother, with-
nut a God; tnth tucking Out a master/ never
to have a thought of your own. a will of your
iwn, a choice of your own ; but to think, and
will, and choose, as your earthly master die-
tales; never to reek your own happiness, but
his pleasure: never to seek God's glory, but his
glory; never to have the light of knowledge
shine in upon your intellect, or the light of
Heaven upon your soul, out to walk in darknessall your days, anil finally go down to the
grave forbidden by law, from the cradle to the
toiuh, to H^tell out the nauie of God. 1 Noue
hut a master hand and humane heart can
drajv such a picture of slavery.

Mr. Chose never fails of success for want of
perseverance or attention to busiues*. In the
Senate, he has often succeeded in carrying
through measures in which hit) constituent*
and others were deeply interested, by present-
ing them again and again, after they had been
rejecti tl. To learn his attention to business,
let any one search the records of the Senate.
especially the jea- and nays.since he has
been a member. It is a remarkable fact, but
nevertheless truo, t'-ftt every bill which passed
the House, in which Ohio was particularly in-
terested, or any of its citizens, while he has been
a member, has not only received the action but
the favorable action of the Sena
There arc some who suppose thai if a memberof the Senate or tho House ol Representativesfrom a free >*fato maintain-, on the lloor

of Congress, firmly and unflinchingly, the principlesof freedom, he will lose all influence with
members from the slave States, and will be unableto obtain such legislation as the interests
of his constituents demand. This is a great
mistuke. So far from this, slaveholders sincerelyrespect and esteem the representative
from the free States who delends the institutionsof these States as zealously as they defend
that of slavery. Slaveholders rarely oppose a
measure beneficial to a free State constituency
because the representative of that constituency
is true to liberty. They do not do it, because
it might react upon themselves and their own
constituency. Nor do they feel any disposition
to do it; lor in their hearts they respect such
representatives, while they loathe the dough- 1
face. It is true in this as in all other cases, i

that while " they love the treason they despise j
the traitor."
