nations of tho earth stand pledged to the puri\floation of our raco from a traffic so abhorrent
to every focling cf our nature.
While those four great Bowers, which I have

nueotioned, were thus solemnly committed to
this policy, while the Christian world held

_ the most solemn obligations to abolish this

slave trade. This obligation was contained in
her treaty with Great Britain of that year.In perfect good faith, the Crown of Spain,by its decretal order, it-sued soon after, declaredthe slave trade aboTshcd throughout her dominions,iccludirtg her Colonial possessions;and asserted the freedom of all Africans who
should be thereafter imported into any of her
National or Colonial porta. Our own Governmentbad. from its commencement, expressedits abhorrence of that traffic. Soon after the
adoption of our Constitution, Congress passedlaws so far as authorized to modify its char&cIter, and, us e « n as jxrmittcd by the Constitn[tioD. they prohibited it under severe penalties.Indeei wo lu.vo do<»l»r«d It 1 *-
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them, and denying that they were or ever had c
been slaves to Mouk-z and Ruiz, or to any other s*
person; but that they were and ever had been a
hoe. tl

Here I will remark that the Africans were
strangers in a strange land, ignorant of any tl
language save their native dialect, without j<friends, without influence, and without money, c
One would Lave reasonably supposed that the ti

persecuted exiles, who had boen thus torn from o
their homes, their country, their kindred and S
friends.

Why, sir, as heretofore stated the olaim o
Montez and Ruiz was filed in the Distric
Court of Connecticut on the 29th August, 1839
being only two months and seventeen days fron
the time the negroes were first landed in Cuba
while the report asserts that they wore four
teen months in Cuba.

Sir, 1 call the attention of the Chairman o
the Committee on Foreign Affairs to this mis
representation of his predecessor. I ask hin
to e-piain this flagrant falsehood, and show u
how it occurred.

I, sir, entertain no unkind feelings toward
the author of that report, but surely it is m;
duty to place these matters accurately upoi
tho record of our debate-i, that those who comi
after us shall be able to understand this sub
ject.

And, sir, this is the report tc which the Pres
ident refers us for a guide.a report bearing
upon its f&co such obvious misrepresentationsand I will romark hero, that, for this purposeit is totally immaterial whether the falsehoo<
was designed, or occurred through theignoranci
or inattention of the author; for put whicl
construction upon it you please, and it will b<
acknowledged on all hands that the report ii
unworthy of confidence.

ft were probably useless to follow this repor
further, for the purpose of satisfying this bodjof its real character; but I see that this claim
is to live so long as the Slave Power lias influenceia this Governmont; and I desire to show
our successors the statesmanship, the views en'
tertained by the author of this report, and now

quoted by the President as an authority tc
guide intelligent members of this body in the
discharge of their official duties.
The report urges that the "permits," tc

which I referred in the opening of my remarks
were conclusive evidence, showing these Afri.
cans to have been.' ladinos," that i». legaslaves. This Committee will bear in mind thai
these certificates ware given by the proper offi
cer, and showed that Montez and Ruiz had
paid the duties requisite to authorize them tc
carry fifty-two legal slaves from Havana tc
Principe. But the idea that such permits were
evidence, to any extent, as between them anc
the negr<>es, or was oven admissible testimonyto sho that these negroes were slaves, is t
proposition too absurd to require argument be
fore any tribunal. Yet, when the author o
this report goos further, and argues that thes<
permits were conclusive evidence, and that nt
proof of fraud could bo permitted to 6how tha
Montez and Ruiz attempted to transport free
men under those permits, instead of legal slaves
the position besomes ridiculous, and sots all ar
gument at defiance. The mere statement ol
the proposition is probably the mopt perfectrefutation that can be given to it, and such wai
the opinion of the Supreme Court. Yet thii
report gravely attempts to show that the court
erred in permitting evidence to be given thai
Montez and Ruiz fraudulently attempted tc
transport recently-imported African-, under t
permit to transport legal slaves. Now. sir, it
the decisions of the Suprenl£ are to m
questioned and examined in i h'8 body, I insist
it shall be done in a style mor ' lawyer-like anc
more scientific than has been dono in thut re
purt. But o -bavo hoc:, apprehen-ivo that this House and nation mightrecognise that well-known principle of interna
tional law, which has for ages existed and beer
acknowledged by all civilized Governments
that no slave can be held, at suck, within the jurisdiction of free laws. Under this rule, whet
the Amistad arrived within our waters.whor
she came within the jurisdiction of our laws.
these people were free, and would have beer
free, even if hold as slaves in Cuba, agreeahljto her laws.

I wiil hero add, that it is an admittoc
pnneirle, that the laws of every Government
not only extend over all tho harbors, bays, and
rivers, of such nation, but the jurisdiction ol
those laws extend a marine league into the sea
Thus, when a foreign ship ooraes within a ma
rine league of our shores, our revenue officer*
enter on board, examine her bills of ladingand take all necossary measures to prcvenlfraud upon our revenue ; our health officers gc
on board, and examine her bills of health ; oui
pilots enter on board, conduct the vessel int<
port, and demand their legal fees. In short
onr laws take jurisdiction of the Bhip and crew

Now, Bir, when the Amistad came within oui
jurisdiction, when our laws spread their segii
over the people on board, it was a matter o
course that those people were as free to gcwhere they pleased, as were Montcz and Ruiz
ludood, those Spaniards were themselves re
stored to liberty by the force of our laws ; anc
the negroes, had they been held as legal slave:
in Cuba, under Spanish laws, would have beci
as free, the moment they came within our jurisdiotion, as were Montez and Ruiz. Thii
rulo was recognised in England during the
reign of Queen Elizabeth; and on the canti
nent it was acknowledged and enforced, a
even an earlier day, and, I think, w** novel
doubted nor denied until the yezr 1840, whei
the Senato of the United States adopted resolu
tions declaring that a ship driven into tho porof a friendly Power by stress of weather, 01
other unavoidable accident, carries with hei
the laws of the Government from whence sh<
eailcd. ar.d all the relations cf tho people 01
board. which existed under tho laws of eucl
Government. In other words, the substance o
the resolutions was, that a slave ship, whoi
driven into a friendly port by stress of weather
may hold her slaves in xtbo same manner a
she would in the port from which she sailed.

Tho case was entirely different from that of th<
Amistad. for the reason that tho slaves on boai i
the Enterprise were held under the laws o
South Carolina, as legal sLxt; but when thei
came wAhin the jurisdiction of British laws
they were of course free, and went in nursui'
of their ovrn happiness. When the Executive
of the United States, ever alive to tho interest
of the slave trade, called on the British Minis
ter for indemnity, this rule of international lav
was referred to, and the payment promptly re
jected.

This left the slave merchants remediless
But a distinguished Senator from tho Soutl
endeavored to avoid the difficulty, by intro
during resolutions to change, to modify, an<
repeal the law of nations, so far as to make i
conform to the interests of the slave trade. I
