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A DAT II THE MOUNTAINS OF CALIFORNIA

The sun shone upon some of their
sides, giving a golden tinge to tho deep green
tree-tops, while shadows fell upon other plaoee,
darkening and making solemn the color of the
trees, without giving the smallest touch of sadnessto their Leauty. Tho oye would follow
this great rango of mountains, rising and fallingwith their "massivo waves of beauty," till
tho deep groon grew blue at last, and melted
slowly into the all-oovcring heaven.
Toward tho east, however, was a scene beyondall this, too grand for deeoription, too

wonderful for painting. The high peak from
which we ga«ed went rapidly down, down,
faster and farther than we could follow it with
our eyes.

us. Their lofty tops filled the narrow spaoe,
and kept us from seeing the river, which must

Beyond this chasm the mountains rose high
and higher, but with gentle slopes, so that we

oould see, between tho treos. the reddish yellow
clay, which at this season of the year is freo
from all grass, but contrasts not unpleasantly
with the green trees.

Higher and higher rose the mountains, until
at last we saw beyond tho sources of the riverstho great majestic masses of the Sierra
Nevada. Here rose giant oones, far above the
mighty hills about them, but still green with
their fitting crowns of pines. Between them,
far in the faint distanoe. rose others yet higher,
whose proud summits boro no tree, but were

decked with white shining snow.pureet of
earthly thirgs.and fitted to reet against the
bine heaven. Below.that is, south of these conicalmountain tope.stood a bare, grand, rooky,
broken mountain, which seemed to have ro;t.>>t-rilr*n and srnlintered crest all
tho shocks which a defied Heaven had hurled
upon it for six thousand years; and yet it stood,
all battered and broken into a thousand crags,
as boldly and defyingly as ever, trusting in its
granite strength to outlast the wrath of storms,
and weary the omnipotence of Heaven.
Many things have been omitted in this attempteddescription. I have not spoken of two

eagles, which soared far above theso mountains,
and stooped not for hours toward their loftiest
summits, as if even that glorious world had
been unworthy of them. And I have not told
how we sat upon gray rooks, and lay upon the
fern leaves, and thought of the past, and rememberedthose we love, and threw off, there
ip that holy placo, much of the stuff which
gathers upon men's souls in life's tiresome
travel, as barnacles gather upon the keels of
vessels in long voyages through briny seas.
and bow we turned from each other then, and
walked apart among the grand trees, to feel
such emotions as men are unwilling to own,
exoflpt to the great God. Beyond'all that I
have tried to sketch, there was much in the
scene well fitted to touch and soften our hearts,
had they been harder and colder than they
are. Over all the wide world we saw.betweenit and the dear blue heaven, enwreathing,yet not obeooring, every hill and valley
and tree.was an almost imperceptible base.
It was delicate as the subtlest dream. It was
more beautiful than tho sunshine. It was
softer than the sky. It added a thought to the
depth of the mountain shadow. It veiled the

knew it, yet saw it not. It was us the constant
flight of angels. It was as an atmosphere 0f
orowded love. Could it have been the kind
thoughts of unforgetting friends which had
gathered to us there upon that mountain top ?
Could it have been loving 'words of prayer,
breathed afar off for us, by loved ones who rememberus before the good God we are prooe
to forget, which gathered to us there, and made
tho air so loving and the heaven so kind ?
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Coold it have been the love of the blessed dead
which mot us there, in that spot so near heaven,
and wooed ns to good thoughts, and made u«

long to bo pure, as the sky over us, and the air
about us, and the spotless snow we saw 7 I
know not that it was either of these.but 1 do
know there was fomethiog about that mountaintop which found its way to our hearts.
and mingled with our memories of home, and
blended with our love for the dear absent ones,
and made sweet and pure our thoughts of the
dead.
