LITTER XVI.

SLAVERY ILLEGAL BV THE STATE CONSTITI'TIONSFORMED FROM 1776 TO 1789. AND
AFTERWARDS

To Ike Friends of Amtrican Liberty :

1 have shown that Slavery cannot be legalisedin any cf the States that are founded upon
the Declaration cf Independence, unless or untilthey have formally repealed and repudiated
that Declaration, which none of them have
yet done.

I shall now show that, in addition to all this,
the State Constitutions of the several States,
inftlnAin cr tho ntrrKf>nt elftVA StftG-o n*> nmnv nf

them, are incompatible with Slavery, insomuch
that they would have abolished any previously
established legal Slavery, if it had existed
among them.

I will begin with Massachusetts, where a

judicial decision has determined that the State
Constitution prohibits Slavery, and then ooraparewith the Constitution of Massachusetts

I 0 those of some of the slave States.
" In Massachusetts, it was judicially decided.

«oon after the Revolution, that Slavery was

virtually abolished by the ConstittUion, and
that the issue of a female slave, though born
prior to the Constitution, was born free."'.

j-, Kent'i Commentary, p. 252.
In giving the opinion of the Court in the

case of the Common wealth vs. Thomas Aves,
in 1833, Chief Justice Shaw t&id:

" How, or by what act particularly, Slavery
was abolished in Massachusetts, whether by
the adoption of the opinion in Somcrsetl's case,
as a declaration or modification of the CommonLaw, or by the Declaration of Independence,or by the Constitution of 1780, is not
now very easy to determine; and it is rather a

matter of curiosity than utility, it being agreed
«*i all bands that, if not abolished before, it' was
by the Declaration of Rights.'" * * * *
' Without pursuing this inquiry further, it is
sufficient for the purposes of the care b?foro us.

L that by the Con litution adopted in 1780, SlaveryW3s ab.liehcd in Massachusetts, on tha
ground that it is contrary to natural right and
the plain principles of justioe. The terms of

{tie first article of the Declaration cf Rights
are plain and explicit. 'All men are horn free
and equal, and have certain natural, essential,
: od unalienable rights, which are tho right of

rf tujuying ikLU uuieuu:ii£ tucir iivcb iiuu iiucrueH,
taut of acquiring and possessing and proteeticgproperty.' It would be difficult to select
wuids more precisely adapted to the abolition
<»1 slavery."'.Pickering's Reports, pp. 20S)-lo.

It will be observed here, that while Judge
Shaw agrees with Chancellor Kent, that the
Cotuttlu'ion of Massachusetts abolished Slavery
in that State, "if not abolished before,"' (declaringthat this is " agreed on all hands,") he
adds, that either one of three olkcr things
which he mentions, viz: 1st, the decision of
Lord Mansfield in Somercett's case: 2J, the
authority of common laws; or, 3d, the Declarationof Independence, would have been sufficientfor the Bame purpose This sustains fullyIke rourte of argument I have already purjjlstwrt. And it will be noticed, further, that

? each of these three grounds of deciding the
illegality of Slavery (either of which, by itself.
would bo amply sufficient; are as valid in all

« of the States as they arc in Massachusetts.
All the States were equally affected by the

m\ decision of Somersett's case, equally under the
authority of common law, and equally under

j' the operation of the Declaration of Iudcpend||enee. If either one or all of these rendered
Slavery illegal in Mareacbu5ett*, they rendered
it illegal in Virginia, in the Carolinas, and in

w Georgia.

So much for tho Constitutions of four cf the
original States, ltill retaining Slavery. In three
of them, the tcrn:9 employed are quite as full
and emphatic aga'ntt Slavery as in the Constitutionof Maesr.chuEotrs. In tho other, they
are scarcely Icsb eo. Let us now look at theI Constitution of ono of the ncwr r slave States.
Tennessee.. "Declaration cf Right*"." That all power is inhcr-nt IN THE PEOiPLE, and ail free Governments are foundedInn their authority, and instituted for their

peace, safety, and happiness; for the advancementof these ends they have, AT ALL TIMES,
un inalienable and indefeasible right to alter,
reform, or ABOLISH, tho Government they
live under, in such manner as they may think
proper."

This right of «THE PEOPLE " of Kentuckyincludes, of course, the rights of tho " people j
of color, bond and free! Rather "incendiary."Bat read further:
"Am. mls hero a natural and indefeasible

right to worehip Almighty God according to
the dictates of their own consciences.'' "That
the PEOPLE shall be secure in their PERSONS,houses, papers, and possessions, from
unreasonable searches and seizurxs." "That
perpetuities and monopolies are contrary to the
genius of a free S'ate, and ought not to be allowed,"&c., &c.

If Slavery can be legalized under Constitutionslike these, the utility of Constitutions, as
a means of restricting the' despotism of legislationand securing freedom, might as well be
* This Constitution of Delaware was adopted in

I79J, aftrr the adoption of the Federal Constitution,
and after the judicial decision in Massachusetts, declaringSlavery inconsistent with a Constitution of
).rorisciy the same character

abandoned first as last. Constitutional Governments,in such a case, become a fierce.
I do not say that all the Constitutions of

slave States compare with these. But I do saythat Slavery cannot legally exist under such
State Constitutions. Some of the States have
changed their Constitutions since 1789. But I
challenge the proof that, at that period, there
was a single State whose Constitution authorizedthe Legislature to establish Slavery.

Mr. Hamlin reported a bill making Fronteraa,in Texas, a port of delivery j and the same

was considered and paseed.
A bill creating an additional collection districtin California was considered and passed.
Oa motion by Mr. Pearce, the Senate proceededto the consideration of the bill direct

iDg a reexamination and adjustment of the accountsbetween the State of Maryland and the
United States, respecting interest on advances
made by the said State.

After some explanation, the bill was pas»cd.yeas36, nays 7.
On motion by Mr. Adams, the Senate proceededto the consideration of the bill changingthe day for the annual meeting of Congress,from the first day of December to the

first day of November.
Mr. Walker moved to amend the bill by

striking out November, and inserting October.
The hill was opposed by Messrs. Fitzpatrick,

Benjamin, Stuart, and Pratt, and supported
by Messrs. Badger and Douglas.
No question was taken when this report

closed.

House of Representatives, June 27, 1854.
The Speaker laid before the Hons# a communicationfrom the Treasury Department,

giving estimates of certain extra appropriations
required for light-bouses in process of erection
on the coast of the Pacific, amounting to
$59,434 ; which was referred to the Committee
on Commerce, and ordered to be printed.

Mr. Harris, of Mississippi, proposed a resolution,asking the President of the United Statos,
if not incompatible with the public interest, for
any information in his possession on the date of
his proclamation, May 31, 1854, respecting the
designs cf pcr6Dn3 in this country to invade
Cuba.
Mr. Clingman objected.
Mr. Houston moved a resolution, closing debateon the Treaty Appropriation bill at noon

to-morrow. He wished to get through with the
business, and would on Monday next move to
close the se.-sion on the 3let of July.

Mr. Haven said, that if gentlemen were not
willing to call for the Executive's instructions

no neccs-ity for continuing the debate a moment.No one doubted the power of the House
to vote the appropriations:ked; and no one
:n the House had anywftcquate data upon
which to discuss the question of expediency.
Mr. Houston demanded the previous question.
Mr. Campbell demanded the yeas and nays;

which wero ordered, and resulted, 94 to 58.
Mr. Jonc. of Pennsylvania, supported the

bill in an elaborate argument, chieily in responseto the argument cf Mr. Benton yesterday.
Mr. Haven said Mr. Jones had fully assumed

the constitutional power of tho House to give
or to withhold tho appropriation, and based
the question of expediency chiefly upon our
getting rid of the 11th article of the treaty of
Guadalupe Hidalgo. He affirmed that we were
under no obligation to indemnify Mexico for
anything done by the Indians to tho poople of
Mexico.

Gentlemen had pressed the present Treaty
because cf our assumed responsibility for indemnity; but he disputed its fairness.

Mr. Hivcn contended that the correspondencein the case ought to be before the House.
Mr. Homtua said, that if Mr. Haven or othersbad dee'.rcd the correspondence, they could

have got it.
Mr. Haven was glad to know that Mr.

Houston was disposed to put himself right on
this subjoct; bat no such opportunity had
been afforded. Ho admonished gentlemen that
it would be well for them to hush up mischievousrumors, by making a full exhibit of the
caco as it really wa?, Indemnities for Sloo
and Garay were rumored to have been bargainedfor in the negotiation.
Mr. Boccck asked how tho documents in the

case could reveal informal instructions given?
Mr. Haven said the rumors wero to tho effectthat the ostensible negotiation on our sido

had required outside advices to be put on record.
[ Mr. Bayly, of Virginia, frequently interruptedMr. Haven, and an interesting colloquy

Mr. Haven concluded by making a powerful

appeal to the mends of the Administration to
make public all the documents in the caso, beforeextorting a vote from the House.
Mr. Phillips followed, and spoke at length

in support of the bill and its immediate passage.
Senate. Wednesday, June 28, 1854.

A few petitions were presented.
Mr. Pettit spoke for over half an hour, in

pennnal explanation. He said that on Mondayhe had made some remarks on the extraordinaryavowal made by the Senator from Massachusetts,that he recognised no obligation to
obey the Constitution which he had sworn to
support. In the report of those remarks, as
1 ubliehcd in the Globe of Tuesday morning,there appeared in his remarks a statement
that Mr. Sumner had said :

I said, I recognise no obligation in the Constitutionto bind me to help to reduce a man to
b!avery.7

These remark?, which the report as publishedin the Globe attributed to Mr. Sumner, he
(Mr. P ) declared were never made in the Senate.and, if they had been made, were false,
and would have been so branded at the time.
Mr. Sumner. I call tho Senator to order.

The remarks in the report, attributed to me,
were uttered by me, as reported.
Mr. Pettit. I will prove, in the very teeth of

his statement, that it is false.
[Cries of Order, order.7-"]
Mr. Pettit then proceeded to show that the

remarks could not have been made, because
iMr. Suuirer had not the floor to make them ;that if uttered in his scat, they ought not to
have been reported, for ho had not heard
tacm, and could not have replied to them. He
contended that Mr. S, after the adjournmentof the Senate, visited the reporter for the Globe,and interpolated these remarks, which he had
never uttered. He had seen the remarks in
the proof sheets of hi9 own speech, and had
6trieken thorn tut, because they appeared there
in falsidcation of the record. Yet the publisherof the Globe had insisted upon putting them
in. Ho read a letter from Mr. Sutton, of the
Globe, to the effect that the remarks complainedof were not originally reported as published: but Mr. Sumner had revised them, and putthem in their present shape. He further consideredthe remarks of Mr. Sumner, and condemnedthem in strong and denunciatory language.
Mr. Sumner said that he would repeat, that

the remarks as published were uttered substantiallyas reported. He had made the remarks
in his seat, and did not expect it would have
reached tho reporters ear. Upon revising his
own remarks, ho was informed that there were
some sentences of his which appeared in the
report of the speech of the Senator from Indiana.They were shown to him. He told the
repmter that they had not been heard exactly
aa 1 ik OV WArA cnnlrftn Ika
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reporter as he had actually uttered them, and
the reporter wrote them down. He knew
nothing further of the matter. As to all else
said by the Senator from Indiana, he had
nothing whatever to eay. The matter then
dropped.
On motion by Mr. Stuart, the Senate took

up the bill granting land to the Territory of
Minnesota to aid in the construction of a railroadin that Territory.
And the Bame was read a third time, and

passed.
The Senate resumed the consideration of the

motion to refer to the Committee on the Judiciarythe memorial from Boston, praying the
repeal of the Fugitive Slave Law.
Mr. Dixon addressed the Senate at length,

against the repeal of the Fugitive Slave Law,
in defence of that law, and in declaring hi*
total disconnection with the Whig party of

THE NAr
the North, which was becoming abolitionized.

Mr. Mallory and Mr. Clay followed, denouncing,in 6troog terms, the language imputedto Mr. Sumner, of denying any obligation
upon him to execute the Constitution in returninga fugitive to slavery.
Mr. Sumner commenced at a little alter two,

in a most fervent and eloquent manner, a powerfulreply to the abuse thrown upon him, and
in defence of his position in opposition to the
Fugitive Slave Law. He placed himself on the
broad ground taken by General Jaokson, that
each public officer who takes an oath to supportthe Constitution of the United States,
swears to support it as he understands it, and
not as others understand it.
No Senator dissented from this doctrine. He

oould not be expected to understand the Constitutionas the Senator from South Carolina,
who understood it as including a whole host of
bloodhounds, pawing to get loose their hinder
parts.
He is still speaking.
House of Representatives, June 28, 1854.

The Speaker laid before the House a com-
munication from the War Department, transmitting,in response to a resolution of the
Houso of 20th June, a copy of Fuller 's Report
of the Survey of the Ohio River. Laid on the
table, and ordered to be printed.
The Speaker announced the business before

tho House to be the bill to provide a weekly
mail service between the Atlantic ports and
San Francisco.
Mr. Skelton, by consent, introduced a bill

for the better protection of life and property
on the ooast of the United States ; which was

referred to the Committee on Commerce, and
ordered to be printed.

Messrs. Cobb, Haven, MoDougal, McMullen,Olds, Chamberlain, and Mace, debaled the
motion to reconsider the vote ordering the
California mail bill to be read a third time.
[This motion was made for the purpose of
amending the bill, and the debato took in its
scope, to some extent, the amendments proposed,which, however, were not important]
The vote was reconsidered, and the amendmentsadopted.
Upon the question, Shall the bill be read

a third time?"
The yeas and nays being called for,
Mr. Bridges moved to lay the bill on the

table; upon which motion the yeas and nays
were ordered, and the result was.yeas 84,
najs 70.
Mr. McDougal moved to reconsider the vote.
Mr. Letcher moved to lay that motion on

the table.
Mr. McDougal moved that the House go

into Committee of the Whole.
Mr. Letcher^ motion was decided in the affirmative.yeas79, nays 48. So the bill may

be regarded as defeated.
| This bill would authorize the Postmaster

General to contract with the lowost and best
bidder, after the usual advertisement, for the
transportation of the mails to and from NewYork,Philadelphia, or Baltimore, and from
New Orleans to San Francisco, by the most
expeditious practicable route; the service to be
performed eemi-monthly, and at such times, as,
in connexion with other mail service, as at

On motion of Mr. Phelps, the House resolveditself into Committee of the Whole on the
state of the Union, (Mr. Olds in the chair.)
The consideration of the ten million appropriationbill was then resumed.
Mr. Jones withdrew his motion to strike out

the enacting clause.
Mr. Houston addressed the House, first causingto be read by the Clerk, a resolution adoptedby Congress in 1796, as expressive of his

views on the duty of the House.
He responded to the remarks of Messrs.

Hentcn, Haven and Peckham, relative to the
absence of documents, and alleged that they
had not made a call for such information when
they could have done so.

Mr. Haven replied, that when the bill was
brought up, Mr. Houston, by his own motion,
made a call for correspondence impossible.

Mr. Houston proceeded at length, refusing
to yield the floor to the opponents of the pendingmeasure.

The House bill to change the annual meetingof Congrees-to the first Monday in Novemberwas rejected in the Senate.yeas 15,
nays 33.

in the House, yesterday, Mr. Richardson denouncedin severe terms tho author and publishersof a despatch from this city, accusing
him of fraudulently retaining the "Clayton
amendment" in the Kansas-Nebraska bill.
The debate on the Ten Million Appropriationcontinued until eight o'clock in the evening,when the Comjnittee rose, and the House

adjourned.
Senate, Thursday, June 29, 1854.

Mr. Fessenden presented a petition from
New Hampshire, praying for the repeal of the
Fugitive Slave Act. He said this memorial
was not open to the objections, on the score of
locality, which had been urged against the
Boston memorial. This was signed by all
the legal voters of the town of Milford, New
Hampshire, the birthplace of the President.
Referred.
Mr. Sumner presented the memorial of the

men of the town of Pepperel, Massachusetts,
praying the repeal of the same unrighteous,
inhuman, and barbarous, act. This memorial
came from the home of Prescott, who commandedat Bunker Hill. The gentleman who
sent it to him signed himself a Hunker Democratof the olden time. Referred.
On motion of Mr. Gwin, the Senate proceededto the consideration of the bill to establisha line of steamers between San Francisco

and Shanghai, via the Sandwich Islands and
Japan.

Mr. Seward addressed the Senate in support
of the bill; after which, it was postponed.
The bill appropriating $10,000 000, to carry

out the treaty with Mexico, was received from
the House.

Mr. Hunter moved to proceed to the considerationof the said bill.
Mr. Shields demanded an Executive session

on that motion; which was conceded, and the
doors were closed.

House of Representatives, June 29, 1854.
Mr. Faulkner, after a brief explanation conAnwninrra AArt/)U«Am ..-. V X"
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tbe Military Affairs Committee, asked leave to
move to make the bills for the improvement of
the condition of the army the special order for
the 8th of July, proximo.

But objection being made, leave was not
granted.

Mr. Mace asked leave to make a personalexplanation, which, he remarked, was due to
himself and Mr. Richardson, of Illinois; and
leave being granted, Mr. M. p roceeded to explainthat he was in no way responsible for a
dispatch to the New York Times, aoousing Mr.
Richardson of perpetrating frauds in incorporatingprovisions in the Nebraska bill, &e.
The bilkto change the postage rates was then

taken up.
Mr. Old?, withdrawing the pending motion

to refer it, offered an sftnendment designed to
prevent speculation in post office stamps and
franked envelopes, addressed the House in favorof the bill.
Mr. Jones, of Tennessee, addressed tho

House against the clause in the bill forbiddingthe payment of postage in the current (join of
the country.
The bill was further debated by Mr. Jonesof Louisiana, Sage, and Washburneof Illinois.
Mr. Ready moved to lay the bill on the

Letters have reached us from various States,
inquiring concerning the action of members on
the Nebraska Bill. We must be excused from
answering these letters privately. What we
have to say, we prefer to say openly.
One of those letters concerned Mr. Trout.

We find the following card from this gentleman,
in the Pittsburg Gazette :

House of Representatives,
Washington, May 22, 1854.

Sir: In your paper of the 17th inst. I find
the following, vis: "The Representatives from
the Free States named below voted, on Moodav
week, to take up the Kansas-Nebraska Bill,
with a view to urge its immediate passage,"and among the number I find my name recorded.

Believing that you would not willingly mis-
represent me, and that you hare consigned me
to " infamy " more through inadvertence than
a knowledge ot the facte, I have thought properto put you right on that subject.

Tt is true that I voted to go into Committee
of the Whole on the day referred to, but it is
not true that 1 " voted to take up the bill." Oa
the contrary, I voted to lay Mr. Richardson's
motion " to take u(J" on the table, I voted uniformlyagainst "laying aside" the several bills
on the calendar to reach the Nebraeka bill;
and when the Nebraska bill was reached, I
voted to lay it aside, and against " taking it
up," and 1 voted to restore the calendar to its
original order. In short, during the thirty-sixhoursession 1 voted and acted witj} the opponentsof the bill on all important issues.
The mere vote of going into Committee of

the Whole cannot, by any fair rule of construction,be said to favor the passage of the bill,
for the House goes into Committee of the Whole
almost every day, and it would have been in
order at any time, when so in Committee, for
the friends of the bill to move to take it up and
consider it.

1 have always been and still am opposed to
the bill, and neither the promises of friends or
the menaces of enemies can ever induce me
to vote for it in its present shape, and none
know this fact better than -your own Representatives.

These things being so, it is difficult to imaginewhy you labor so hard to put me in the
wrong.

All I claim is to be fairly quoted and placed
right on the record, and my constituents can
then judge for themselves. This 1 have a right
to; 1 ask nothing more, and since you have
given your version of the case, I hope you will
give mine ako. M. C. Trout.

To the Editor of the Pittsburgh Gazette.
Well.the Nebraska Bill is passed. Mr.

Trout, according to his own showing, opposed
it, and we have no reason £o question his record,as quoted by himself.
The question now, is not, what he did, but

what he intends to do? Is he one of the AntiNebraskamembers who, the Star assorts, disapproveof the true, calm, cogent address by the
real opponents of the bill? Will he vote two
hundred and fifty millions of dollars for the
purchase of Cuba, with its half million
slaves'; Is he, like some others who voted
against the Nebraska Bill, determined now
to become acquiescent? Does he, like the
Anti-Nebraska editor of the Maine Age, stand
by the legislation of 1850, and the Baltimore
platform, which announced it as a finality ?

Washington, June 27, 1854.
To my Constituents :

My nomination to Congress alarmed me

strong habits formed in my deeply secluded
life ; seemed to bo well-nigh impossible.
My election having taken place, I concluded,

that I must serve you, during the first session
of my term. Not to speak of other reasons for
such service, there was, at least, so much due
to you, in requital for your generous forgetfulnessof party obligations, in electing me. I
could not do less, and, yet, make a deoent returnfor the respect and partiality you had
shown me.

i aia not, until witnm a lew week*,juiiy decidenot to return to Congress, at the next session.. I could not know, but that something
unforeseen might demand such return. I, now,feel at liberty to announce my purpose to resignmy seat in Congress, at the close of the
present session. Why 1 make the annunciationeo early is, that you may havo ample time
to look around you for my successor.

I resign my Beat the more freely, because I
do not thereby impose any tax upon your time.
You will till the vacancy, at the General Election.Indeed, I should have been entirely unwillingto put you to the pains of holding a
special election.

Minnesota, June 10, 1854.
To the Editor of the National Era :

Having come to Minnesota for tho purposeof making a olaim and a home, and being poor,
as a majority arc who go to a new country,and Laving had several years' experience in
Western life, allow me to tell our servants in
Congress our wants:

1st. We want three or five years' pre-emption,to pay for our lands. With one year's preemptionwe are obliged to pay for our lands
before we can produce anything to spare, as it
is well known that for the first year and a half
we must be on expense. I think most of the
settlers would be satisfied with a bill to that
effect, instead of one granting lands free of cost.
Certainly the land business should pay its own
expenses.

Under the present system, we are obliged to
go to speculators, and get them to enter our
lands for us, and allow them from 25 to 90 peroent. on their money. This enormous interest
accnmnlates so rapidly, that one half the settlersare obliged to sell their lands to pay for
them. Government should give us this time,which we have to purohase so dearly of speculators; and it would lose nothing in the end
by the operation. Let us have Mason's Land
Bill, granting fivo years' time or pre-emption,
or something like it, before the cloee of the
present Congress.

2d. We want one hundred post offices es4A1\!iblA/1
unuuouuu UUUlVUIUWiy.
The mail route from Dubuque to St. Paul,via Elcador, Decorah, Chatfield, and Oronoco,should be established now, so that the close of

navigation will not close the mails. The countryis fast settling on this route, and alreadylarge settlements are thirty miles from this
post office.

3d. We want the public land sales abolished.
Government gains little or nothing by puttingthe lands up at auction, while it is a great inconvenienceand nuisance to actual settlers.
We are obliged to attend for days and weeks
at the place of sale, and if by chance we have
found a choice spot, we are liable to loee it bythe overbidding of some speculator who has a
larger purse than we.

Please tell our servants in Congress these' things, and see if they cannot do something for
us.
