SPEECH OF MR. CHASE, IN THE SENATE.
Wednesday, July 12, 1854.

On motion by Mr. Walker, the Senate, as
in Committee of the Whole, resumed the con*

public lands to aotual settlers ".the pending
question being on the amendment of Mr. Clayton,to strike out the eixth section, which is in
the following words:

it At this time, because, if the motion to strike
out aboil not prevail, and the section is retained,no moitou will afterwards be in order to
amend it until the bill is reported to the Senate.

1 cannot agree with the Senator from Iowa,
i[Mr. Dodqi ] that all amendments are inexpedient1 am, on the contrary, in favor of reasonableand proper amendments. Such amendmentswill not endanger the final passage of
the bill, i have no doubt that the Honse will
cheerfully agree to such amendments as commendthemselves, by their obvioos propriety, to
its approbation. But sir, if it should be otherwise,and beneficial amendments made hero
shall be rejected in the House, would be
quite in tbo power cf this body to recede, and

-- thuc save the bill.
it may not ba the pleasure cf the Senate to

amend the bill at all. in that case 1 shall still
vote for it, not as a perfect measure, but as one
commended by considerations of humanity
and policy, of sound expediency and liberal
justice. I shall propose no amendment, therefore,with any unfriendly purpose towards the
bill.

Sir, the principle for which I contend now,of non-discrimination between difiercnt classes
of immigrants intending to become citiz?ns,
was sanctioned in the recoct Kansas and Nebraskaact. 1 congratulated tbe country at
the time upon the recognition of the right of

^ all such immigrants, without distinction, to the
elective franchise. I was glad to witness that
breaking down of old prejadice-s against imsnir->7 ants coming into this country, which led to
a nearly unanimous vote in this Chamber in
iavor of retaining tho clause which allowed
them to vcte in the Territories. That vote
recognised no such narrow and illiberal discriminationas this bill now makes. It went
unnn a nound rev. n It .11-..-J »- .

after deoiaraUon of intention, and taking the
oath prescribed by the act. It excluded none,whether arrived before or after the passage of
tho act It made no distinction between those
who might, and thoee who might not, exercise
the right of suffrage, except the distinction betweenthose who should manifest a disposition
to beoome citizens, and a readiness to qualifythemselves for the exercise of tho .elective franchise,under the provisions of the act. and thoee
who might not be ready to become citizens, or
so to qualify themselves. 1 do not say that I
approved the qualification required. The oath
to support the provisions of an act of Congress,
though not unprecedented, ought not, in my
judgment, to be required. I speak only now
of tho principle of discrimination. I approve
tba principle of that bill, so far as it refused
to discriminate between immigrants on the
ground of difference as to date of arrival in
the oountry.* 1 desire to have no such discriminationmade in this bill. I want no discriminationupon any princ-ipls which will not approveitself to a sound, just, and logical mind,
i have, therefore, prepared an amendment,
which, if adopted, will remove from the bill
thoee words whioh deny its benefice to aftereoznera,and will secure its equal operation in
favor of all immigrants who intend to become

our country from foreign immigration. That

some immigrants, and, possibly, some classes of
immigrants, haw rendered thsu obnox-
ions to a public sentiment, justly jealous of the
introduction of ecclesiastical influence into our
politics, may be true. But the general mameeof the immigration are liable to no eneh imputation.They are represented in every departmentcf your industry. They are engaged in
your commerce, in your manufactures, and in
your agriculture. Some of them represent the
national sovereignty abroad; others of them
worthily and honorably represent the sovereigntyof States upon this floor. The immigrants,whose cause I plead, are as intelligent,
as worthy, as useful, and as respectable, as any
other portion of our population. Far from
greeting them upon their arrival on oar shores
with tbo bareh and odious discrimination of
this bill, I would bid them all welcome, and receivethem as brothers. By the manitestation
of a generous confidence, by a fair, manly, honorabletreatment of them, I would endeavor to
oonvinoe them of the expediency and necessity
cf divesting themselves, as speedily as possible,
of their foreign character, and of putting on,
with the rights and privileges, the sentiments
also, of American cibxens. Thus, sir, I would
Amerioanixs them by generosity and justioe.
Once Americanized in mind and heart, the
most jealons mind need entertain no apprehensionsof evil frcm their coming among us, and
sharing in all oar privileges.

I will new submit the amendment whioh I
have indicated.

herein required; and the said Corporations of
Washington and Georgetown, and the inhabitantsof said citiee, respectively, or the Corporationmaking the appropriation, and the inhabitantsof such city, shall be authorised to use

the surplus water which may be brought by
the Washington aqueduct, after supplying the
Government establishments in Washington,
under such general rules and regulations cjl

may hereafter be prescribed by Congress; ai d
eaoh of said Corporations shall have the right
to oharge, and colleot of the inhabitants of
suoh city, such reasonable tax or rent for the
use of the water as will provide for the regular
payment of the interest, and the gradual paymentof the principal, of any money wbioh
may be raised, under the authority hereby
given.

The combined efforts of all the
political and theological tools of slave-breeder8
can no loager suppress the indignation of the
people at the insolent aggreeriens of tbe latter,
and the abject servility of the former to their
interests. Thank Heaven, our Churches arc
becoming more aroused than ever on the sub1ject, and, when they do their du*y, Slavery will
be a doomed institution, notwithstanding the
modern " Prieete and Levitas,'' (who formerly
controlled them almost as much as the Pope
and bishops of the Roman Catholic Church
have it) in regard to the down-trodden slave,! havo faithfully followed the example of their
illustrious predecessors, in the caeo of the man
" who fell among thieves."
Never was the progress cf Anti-Slavery sentimentso rapid and 6trong in Ohio as now,

although there is not so much noisy excitement
on the subject; just as streams, when small,
near their soorees frequently make more noise
than when they become much deeper, and
wider, and stronger. For example, take my
own county, (Cuyahoga.) now represented in
Congress by the Hon. Edward Wade. Ten

thoroughly Anti-Slavery ae noed be. Perhapa
nothing short of the viilanous attempt to extendor permit Slavery in Kansas and Nebraskawould have aroused the people of the free
States to a sense of their doty; and, if so, for

The immediate origin of the difficult]
in which Borland participated, was the homicid
of the negro captain of a buDgo, or river boai
Committed by Captain Smith, of a Bteamo
plying on the river. Notwithstanding publish
cd statements dircotly the reverse, this hom
oide was con«derGd#by the Americans, &lmo«
without exception, a deliberate, oold-bloode
murder, without a shadow of palliation. Thor
had teen seme previous difficulty befcwec
Smith and the negro.

" On the day of the homicide, Smith's steam
er ran into tho negro's bungo, when the latte
threatened to shoot Smith if he broke his boa
The bungo, however, was uninjured. Sub«
quently the steamer started down tho rivet
and afccr it had proceeded scmo distance, pu
back again, apparently for no other purpos
than to run into tho bungo; whioh it did, crush
iug it like an egg-shell. At this time the ncgr
was silting iu his beat with his gun aoross hi
knees. Tho weight of testimony is, that h
made no hostile demonstration against Smitt
having neither risen from his seat nor raise*
Lis gun, when Smith doliberately shot him
Immediately upon being shot, the poor fellov
got up, and while attempting to step from th
wreck of his bungo, into the boat alongside c

it, his strength failed him, and he fell into th
river."
