The Hon. Joseph R. Chandler
lice this topic for one of his lectures before
te Mercantile Library Society of St. Louis, vnd
ave many apt illustrations of the power of
enimerce in all ages. We quote a notice of
ic lecture from the Republican of the loth in.ant.After a brief aliusion to the terr ble
isaster which had spread a gloom over the
ity, Mr. Chandler said:
" Now a days, where was health and wealth,
as commerce. He alluded to Italy as a utriinginstance that reciprocity w&s the lift: of
ade, and that consequently between the variusItalian States no commerce could spjing
p, because they all had the same productions ;
iat our couutry was equally illustrative of this

ave to the other of its surplus, and, the » Ant
f one being compensated by the superab'-.ndnceof the other, exchange followed ; and ^hia
as commerce.

leir dcadeuce, argued nothing against his
roDositiou, that commerce ruled the w< rid.
/hen they were the marts of the great Eas'-ern
ade, they iiouriBhed; and when commerce deelopingnew arts, (because wants siiinriate
enius,) had, through these arts and sciei; ces,
arned new and more successful routes, and
le tide of wealth was turned to other po nts,
eceosarily, with the decay of their corpm irce
ommenccd the decaj of their greatness. But
lis decay, so far from arguing against the
light of commerce, proves that no power was
>o great for it; and that such was its imi'etu-
us force, that notLiug could unmake what it
ad made. To object that these inst£^ces
roved the fallacy of his proposition, wou'l be
g ridiculous as to argue that, because the * oadideinn had lost its custom on account of railedfacilities, therefore the paint of the -voaddeiun had blackened in the sun. and grown
ito disuse. He alluded to the condition of
pain, and argued that there again there was

othing to exchange, and consequently there
ould be no commerce. H4 alluded to the
ews, and their mercantile habits, and styled
lem a nation of merchants.''
Such are a few cf the thoughts, perhaps

ot the most striking of the many beautiful
nes, with which this lecture abounded. One
lore suggests itself to us as we write: "That if;
ic country did not now point to such men as
ere of the past.to her Jeffersot.3, Madisons,
lays, Websters, and Calhouns.it was not be-1
ause no such men now existed; but the po'it-;
ml arena had lost its prestige; merit no long-
r was the touchstone of office; young men had
lrned from political strife, to devote their taintsand their energies in spheres where they
ould not only be honored, but be suitably comensatedwith wealth. Hence, the mindstwhich
light distinguish themselves in the Cabinet,
ould be found in the counting-room and the
ictory or the machine-shop. They abondoned
oiitics, to embark in commercial or raechani-1
al pursuits, hi or did the country lose by this;
ir these minds were alive to the true interests
f the country, as prosperity was the founda-;
en of their success. Nor would the country
we by this, because the very basis of comnferialsuccess was honor; and it is but a truthful
ssertion, that no man ever attained distinction
1 commercial circles, whose transaction", were
ot governed bv the strictest integrit'. To
ommerce he looked for the preservation of our
lorious Union. Commerce was the only oower
liat could save it. Religion, in its intli%nces,
ras too remote, and the sentiment of patriotsmtoo weak; but commerce, through its
owers, would speak, would command, as it has
one, the Legislature; for if we would examine
he subject, we would be astonished to find how
ouch of our legislation solely referred to the
irotcction and development of our commerce."
The lecturer for more than an hour detaindhis audience, and yet their silence, only brokenby the applause provoked by his sallies of

rit and humor, attested the deep interest he exited.

AMERICANS ABROAD.
Some Paris correspondent of the Neve ToriDaily Times recently put in ciiculation a re-port to the effect that a gentleman connectedwith the American Lecatinn Jr. u..<J>< a ai uau It'llhis post suddenly, and come home, leaving behindhim unpaid tradesmen's bills, to theamount of eight or ten thousand dollars. This

was understood to refer to the Secretary of Legation,Mr. Donn Piatt, who has resigned hisotlice, and come home. We did not credit the
repor' *hor reprint it, on accouut of the vague
anu suspicious way in which it was stated, but
we publish with pleasure the following capitalletter from Mr. Piatt in reference to it:
To the Editor of the K. 1". Daily Titnt* :

^ly attention has been called to an article in
your paper of the 12th, commenting severelyupon 4' the conduct of a gentleman connectedwith one of our Legations in Europe." I amassured, greatly to my astonishment, that thishas reference to myself. If so, permit me to
say, that yon and your Paris correspondentLaud been grosbly imposed upon.£bste*u of leaving my post with " eight or tenthousand dollars indebtedness,'' one-eighth partof that sum would pay ail tha* I owe in theworld. And in place ot quitting Paris like " anabsconding debtor," for four months past myresignation has been publicly known, as well
as my proposed return to the United States, as
soon as my successor could be appointed,After close confinement to the bureau for nearlytwo years, I asked for leave of absence, proposingto travel over Europe, until my successorwould appear prepared to enter upon thedischarge of his duties. J udge Mason consentedto this arrangement, and I had made everypreparation for my journey, when the ill healthof my family decided mc to use th's leave ofabsence iu returning home. I did so, leavingno engagement, that I am aware of, unfulfilled.On the contrary, I appointed Mr. Charles J.Fleischmanu ray agent in Paris, with instructionsto forward all outstanding claims against
me, with assurances that they would receivedue attention.

It is very annoying to have one's private affairsdragged before the public in this manner;but since " these sensitive American residentsin Paris" have seen fit to do so, 1 have no objectionto make an exhibit of my accounts.sothat their delicate sensitiveness may be quietedwith the assurance thai the American honor is
yet safe, so far as I am concerned.

Permit me to call their attention to the fact,that the salary of Secretary of Legation is
quite inadequate to the support of a family inParis. That for half a year I occupied the positionof Charge d'Affaires.performing, duringthat time, the same duties, on a salary of *2.000,for which a Minister receives pay at the rateof £18,000 for the first year, and *lf»,000 the
succeeding years.and for precisely the same
labor my predecessor, Mr. Sandlbrd, had an
appropriation from Congress of £7,000. It is
also a fact, to which 1 ask the attention of these
sensitive gentlemen, that I expended not. only
my salary, but $8,000 of rny private means.
Paris contained, durirg that winder and summer,an immense throng of Americans.and
whether this could be considered extravagantor not, those best acquainted with the expensefii* livinor in pnrlfl or» ..

e ... * « *» k\s himj uuswcr.
When the facts are better known to you ami

your readers, this sudden hue and cry upon the
part of these "sensitive American residents in
l'aris" will look like a wanton assault. Take
the statements, even as they propose the world
should believe them. 1 did not seek the positionof Charge d'Affaires, and relinquished i»
on the first opportunity.and if, in the effort tosustain respectably what I had not sought, 1
incurred an indebtedness my means would not
justify, the fault is not mine. Yet further: had
I left a host of creditors to wait until Congressshould come, as is customary, to their and myrelief, 1 would have been held blameless. But
such is not the ease. I exercised all economyconsistent with my position, but in so doing
was obliged to encroach npon my private resources.I am not a man of fortune, nor such
a fool as to find in the honor a recompense for
the pecuniary loss. It is rather amusing, that
at the moment I was counting up the cost, andattempting to discover how much our Governmentwas in debt to me, this absurd chargeshould be preferred. And I am under obligationto the gentlemen for this statement of my
expense, which I very cheerfully accept.I had the fortune, during my official residence
in Paris, to offend the " sensitive gentlemen "

aforesaid. I declined, so far as my power extended,giving them a monopoly of the few
good things pertaining to tiie Legation. They
are sensitive over the national honor, yet I fear
it would not be safe, if, by its sacrifice, theycould decoy a decayed Count or a live Lord into
their saloons. I regret that the truth must
conje out, but those "sensitive gentlemen"
are dismal snobs, made in Nature's severest fits
of economy, without bowels or brain, who seek
by their wealth to purchase abroad what their
m?rit would not secure them at home. The
mire fact that they would forsake their own
free land for a permanent residence under a

despotism like that of the French Government,
makes this sudden awakquiug to a sense of our
national honor rather ludicrous. This class
did not suit my democracy ; and, whilst I exercisedtowards it a patient forbearance, I declinedbeing made use of. Hence these silly attacks,now that I am not upon the ground to
defend myself. If 1 have suffered annoyancefrom these nominal Americans, I have been
more than repaid by the kindness and supportof the many genuine citizeno it has been my
good privilege to meet, and show some little attentionto, in Paris.

NEW CONGRESS.

We clip the subjoined from the Washington
Star;
The following document is in print in the

hands of many of the Know Nothing managers
now in Washington, who are cheating themselvesinto the hope that they will be able to
induce many Democratic members to form a

coalition with them, to Becure and then to dividethe spoils.
Pla n for Organizing the House of Representations.ThirtyfouiiJi Congress.i. To call a

meeting of all members of the American Orderwho support the resolutions adopted by the
National Council at Philadelphia, 12th June,
1855.
This meeting shall prescribe obedience to

those resolutions as the test of eligibility to any
office or appointment within the power of the
House of IVspresentatives.

If a sufficient number of National Americans
cannot be assembled to effect an organization
upon the above basis, a conference snail be invited,with all members favorable to an organizationupon the basis of maintaining the existinglaws upon the subject of Slavery as a liual
and conclusive settlement of that subject.

That this conference shall refuse to support
any nominee for any office within the appointmentof the House, who will not take and subscribethe following declaration of principle
and action.

1. That he will obey and enforce, when calledon so to do, all laws enacted by the Federal
and State Governments, as paramount to any
other authority within their respective and appropriatejurisdictions.

2. That he will abide by and maintain the
existing laws upon the subject of Slavery, as a

final and conclusive settlement of that subject
in spirit and in substance.

3. That he will abstain from and discourage
the agitation of the Slavery question.

4. That he will confer no subordinate appointmentupon any one who will not make and
subscribe the foregoing declaration.

II. That the organization, thus effected, shall
be regarded as a patriotic truce for the purpose
of preventing legislative anarchy, for carrying

on the Government in accordance with the
forms of the Constitution, and the maintenance
of the public peace and dignity against sectionalagitation,

ILL. That everv member who unites in this
of organization shall be free to resume

his political relations, and maintain his politicalopinions, as heretofore; nor shall he be
bound to any alliance beyond the act of puttingthe House of Representatives into legislativemotion.

IV. That a committee be appointed to report
a ticket in conformity with the principles of
this plan of organization, presenting the names
of suitable nominees for the various othces withinthe appointment of the House of Representatives.
THE RESULT IN WISCONSIN, AND THE

CAUSES.

It is not yet exactly known whether the Administrationor Republican candidate for the
ollice of Governor has succeeded in Wisoousin,although the ohances appear to be in favor
of the latter. The Republicans, too, probably
have a small majority in the Legislature. They
ought to have won a more decided triumph.

the following article on the election and its results:
" But the greatest misfortune of our cause,

Mjiuiu Bwninie, ne wuuiu nave uesn Ltcaien out
of sight. Not that Mr. Bashlord would not act
right on the Slavery question. But he had not
been identified, in the public mind, with the
Anti-Slavery movement, and was not known to
the people as an earnest, out-rpoken, stern, and
uncompromising opponent of Slavery. He had
not, in any way, so signalized himself, by speech
or act, as to make him a prominent representativeof the Anti-Slavery cause; and hence it
was impossible to rouse up the enthusiasm of

a vital principle, on the maintenance of which
their liberties depended, was at stake, and theyacted as men inspired with devotion to Freedomonly can. And though all the Democratic
presses, two Republican presses, and half the
prominent Reput"can lawyers of the State,
came out for Crawford, yet Cole was elected by
between 4,000 and 5,000 tnnioritv. And had
the issue been made, this fall, as it should have
been, and the people been reused bv a thoroughcanvass, as thev should have been, we

might have had 10,000 majority." Then, again, t. part of the opposition to
Barstow was purely personal. It was a Democraticquarrel, in which the people took little
interest. It was a fight between two factions
of old Huiikerism, and, bad Barstow been defeatedin Convention, the Madison I'alrtof,
Waukesha Democrat, I. P. Walker, and all that
claus of Democrat*, would have opposed the Re1publqan ticket, and sustained the rascalities of
