EXECUTIVE REPORTS.
Report of the Secretary of the Interior.

Secretary Thompson's report opens with an
exhibit of the operations o( the Land Bureau.
A historical sketch is given of the methods bywhich the public domain was originally acquir-ed, and then follows a schedule of the organiza-
tion cf the surveying system. The whole stir-
face oi^jublic domain is stated at 1,450,000 000
acres, of which 57,442,870 anres have never
been offered for sale, and 80,000,000 acres
were subject to entry at private sale on the 30'h
September last. The number of acres thus far
sol5 >s 36 {,862.404 acres; leaving undisposed
of, 1,186,137,536 acres. Last year, 22,889,461
acre^ of public lands were surveyed and report-
ed; 5*300,550 acres were sold for cash ;
7,381,010 were located with military warrants;and .he railroad grants under the act of March,
were 5,116,000 acres. The sum received on
cash'.sales was $4,225,908, a falling off of
$5,3^2,145, with a corresponding falling off in
tbS location of lands with warrants of more
tb in 20 per cent.

Tl e Bureau of Pensions return a satisfactory
re )o £. Up to Jane, 1857, a total of $61,314 620
ingj) tney, and large donations of land, had been
pa d to Revolutionary soldiers or their widows.
D".r "ag the past year, 41,483 warrants for bountyIs jd have been issued, requiring to satisfy
th n 5.352,160 acres-of public land. The number>f warrants issued under all the Bounty
L m 1 acts of Congress from the Revolutionary
W it tc the present time is 547,260.requiring
6( 7 >4,942 acres of land. Frauds upon the
P< n ion Office are numerous, and an extension
of t ie statutory limit of two years is recommitled, to remedy this evil. The report states,
in d tail, the condition of the public buildings
at t) e capital, and then considers the subject
of district Attorneys' fees, concludiug this
brat ch with a recommendation of an increase
of t| e attorneys' salaries on an equitable basis.

ma le up of fees restored to applicants after the
exs initiation of their cases. The Secretary
cer jures this practice, and urges the necessity
of nalting the Bureau self sustaining. The
rig t of appeal to a District Judge is also censur*d, and a repeal of the law which authorizes
the practice is earnestly urged.' he report concludes with a strong endorsemeit of the utility of the Agricultural Division
of i »e Department.

State has provided for the interest on $300,000
of bonds, hypothecated by an agent of the
board of public works a few years since, in
New York. Since the 1st of January, 1855,
$1 085.926.18 of the principal of the public
debt has been sui.k. and of that amonut $453,097
has been sunk in the last two years. The total
amount of the public debt is now reduced to
$27,482,015 13.

From Kansas.

From Washington.

From Mexico.
The steamer Tennessee, from Vera Cruz, with

dates to the 8th, has arrived at New Orleans.
The position of the Mexican Government was
decidedly better. The revolutionists had been
vanqnishtd at Puebla and elsewhere. Comonlorthad been formally installed. The
port of Naridux had been declared open, but
the siege of Campeacby still continues. The
besiegers were suffering very severely for provisions.

Murder of a Woman in New Jersey.
The Mount Holly Mirror contains the followingaccount of the murder in that vicinity:
"The dwelling of Mrs. Cleveuger, situate on

the Old Shore road, about half way between
Mount Misery and Cedar Bridge, was destroyed
by fire one nght last week, and (sad to relate)
Mrs. C. per ah id in tbe flames. She was a very
old lady, live! entirely alone, and was known
to travellers as ' Old Mother Clevenger.' Her
residence was a one-story cabin, and was well
known to persons travelling the road. It is generallybelieved the old lady was murdered, and
her cabin then set on fire. The coalings are
near her residence, and those employed in them
frequently went there to obtain liquor. she
being in the habit of keeping some for travellers.Several times recently, upon refusing it to
persons who were intoxicated, she has been
severely beaten. She was known to be in possessionof some money, and it is thought the
desire to get hold of it, in connection with the
hatred existing against her, in refusing to supplydrunken brutes at the coalings with liquor,
was the cause of her sad and terrible death.
The ruins were examined, but only her skull
and some few of her bones were found. She was
about 80 years old. A night or two previous to
the fire, her hogs were poisoned and her horse's
throat was cut."

Fugitive Slave Case in Indiana.
Indianapolis, Dec. 4..Eight days since, the

agents of Dr. Va'landigham, of Frankfort, Ky.,
captured a fugitive slave at Naples, Illinois.
While en route for Kentucky,the negro was taken
on a writ of habeas corpus before Judge Wallace,
who ordered his release. He was. however.
again arrested, and taken before U. S. CommissionerRes, who, after hearing the case, decided
that the fugitive must go back to Slavery again.
The fugitive wa3 then rearrested on a writ
issued by Judge Wallace, before whom some
nice questions of State sovereignty are now being
discussed. It is claimed by the counsel for the
fugitive that he is free under the Fugitive Slave
law and the Dred Scott decision, as well as underthe State Constitution. In the mean time,
Dr. Vallaudingbam has been arrested on the
affidavit of the fugitive, charging him with the
erime of kidnapping. The latter case is now
in progress before Mayor Wallace.

The Vallandigham Slave Case.
Indianapolis, Dec. 6..An immense crowd

assembled at the Senate chamber this morning,
to hear the decision of Judge Wallace on the
fugitive slave case. The judge decided that he
could not traverse the decision of the commissioner,and the negro was remanded back to
slavery. The United States Marshal started
with the negro this evening for Louisville, where
he will release him to Vallandigham. The case
before the mayor against Vallandigham for kidinapping has been dismissed. The excitement
is great, and some difficulty is apprehended at
the cars. No attempt at a rescue, however,
has been made.

"A colored girl, named Rath, was taken to

f Caseyville, Illinois, six years ago, by Mr. Mai
lory, who represented that the girl was given to
his wife to raise until she was 18, and then she

t would be free. In Jalyor August las', Mal'lory removed to St. Louis, taking Ruth with his
family. Finding no house to rent, he returned
to Caeeyville, and it becoming known that the

i girl was his slave, he feared that Bhe would be
r run off, and therefore sold her. It being assu-
; med that the girl was free, Mallory was arrested
' on a charge of kidnapping, and, after an examinationbefore the Recorder, was discharged, on
; the ground that Rath was a slave, having been

born of a slave mother, and inherited by Mal>lory. Under this decision, a slave may be taken
into a free State, and retained there six years
in bondage, and then be sold and carried into a
State where Slavery is permitted. This reverses
the old law on this point, and pretty effectually."
A few days since, a Southern gentleman, an

officer of the United States navy, arrived in
New York, and put up at the St. Nicholas. A

He called upon tue superintendentof police, and his money was recovered; but the name of the Southern gentleman
and the locality of the gambling house and the
name of the proprietor are suppressed.
The Florida war, which has now been carriedon at intervals fcr twenty years or more,

at a vast expense both of money and lives, is
about to be renewed, upon almost as large a
scale as ever. The total population of the Seminoles,which never exceeded 4,000 or 6,000. at
the utmost, negroes included, is now reduced
to about as many hundreds ; but the d.fficuliyof catching them or killing them is rather sg
gravated than lessened by this diminution of
their nnmbera. Besides a large force of United
States troops employed in the service, some
two thousand Florida volunteers have been
called into the field, aud a fresh campaign is
abont to commence. In addition to the other
forces to be employed in these operations, we
learn that Gen. Carter (we suppose of the Flor
ida volunteers) has brought with him from
Tallahassee to Tampa Bay some fiue dogs, well
practiced in trailing negroes. It will bs recollected,that in a former campaign agaiust the
Seminoles, great hopes were entertained of the
services to be rendered, if not in worrying the
Indians, at least in the way of fiudiug them,
by certain packs of blood-hounds, imported for
that purpose from Cuba. Those hopes were
disappointed ; but perhaps these domestic dogs
may prove more efficient..N. Y. Tribune.

The slave trade was never more flourishing
than at present. Advices from Havana to the
1st instant state that four cargoes of negroes
had been landed on the island within ten days.
They number ten thousand four hundred uufortnnates,and three of the vessels which brought
them were built, and are it is thought owned,
in Massachusetts. The French had placed a

large steam propeller in the coolie trade, and
landed from her eight hundred and forty-two
Chinese, who were sold by first hands to others,
and by them to sub contractors, for labor, realizinga profit for each party. Each speculatormade about $180 profit per head, and the
full price for a Chinaman (with hair uncut) was
$420.75, The authorities in the different porta,
of entry openly connived at the traffic. Severalsugar-estate overseers had been murdered
by the Chinese, five of whom were executed.

The Buffalo Express of the 8ih instaut states
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Supreme Court ia that city, the question was
raised " whether paper payable below, as it is
called.that is in New York, and discounted
here.is usurious or not ? That the court held
in the alKrmative, and so instructed the jury,who rendered a verdict accordingly. In other

Bath, Me., Dec. 11..The attempted suicide

in Boston, caused much excitement. He came

in one of which, recurring yesterday when left
