EXECUTIVE REPORTS.

Report of the Secretary of tHe Interior.

Segretary Thompsou's report opens with an
exhipit of the operations of the Land Bureau.
A bigtorical sketen is given of the methods by
which the public domain was originally acquir-
ed, and then follows a schedule of the organiza-
tion of the eurveyirg system. The whole sor-
facz of public domain is stated at 1,450,000 000
acred, of which 57,442 870 acres have never
bepn offered for sale, and 80,000,000 ncres
wage subject to entry at private sale on the 301h
Sestember last. The number of acres thus far
sold is 361,862,464 acres ; leaving undisposed
of, 1,086,137,536 acres. Laet year, 22,889,461
ac -es of public lands were surveyed and report-
ed; 5300550 acres were sold for cash;
7,:,81,010 were located with military warrants;
ar i the railroad grants under the act of March,
wera 5,116,000 acres. The sum received on
cath sales was $4225908, a falling cff of
$4'322,145, with a corresponding falling off in
th: location of lands with warrants of more
th m 20 per cent.

{he Bureau of Pensions return a satisfactory
re jort. Up to June, 18567, a total of $61,314 620
in money, and large donations of land, had been
Ba d to Revolutionary eoldiers or their widows.

sing the past year, 41,483 warranta for boun-

Of the expeuditures, $27,939 were
iyade up of fees restored to applicants after the
essmination of their cases. The Secretary
earsures this practice, and urges the necessity
of making the Bureau selfsnstainicg. The

Arrival of the Europa.

New York, Dec. 11.—The mail steamer Eag-
ropa has arrived at this port, bringing Liver-
pool dates of the 28th ultimo.

Resumption of Specie Payments,

New York, Dec. 11.—The Governor is in-
formed of the intention of certain bauks here
to reeume specie payme ita, and all mast fol-
low snit, or wind up. en the islatare
meets, it will find the banks acting in strict
conformity with the law. The effect of the pro-
ceeding, it is believed, will be favorable.

The Commercial of this afternoon has private
advices from Washington, announcing a pro-
jected conferance between the President, the
Secretary of the Treasury, and others, on finan-
cial matters in coorection with the Govern-
ment. In addition to the subject of a loan,
Gen. Jackson's plan of a bank will be discuss-
ed.

Virginia.

The whole amount of
interest due on the public debt on the lat
January next has been or will be promptly

sid, haviog been provided for—the banks
El"‘ing ratably, in proportion to the amount
of their notes held by the Government, farnish-
ed the specie funds for this purpose. Besides
the interest on the public debt proper, the
State has provided for the interest on $300,000
of bonds, hypothecated by an agent of the
board of public works a few yeara since, in
New York. Bicce the lst of January, 1855,
$1085,926.18 of the principal of the public
debt has been surk,and of that amouat $453,097
has been suunk in the last two years. The total
amount of the public debt is now reduced to
$27 452,015 13.

The salaries of several officers, for gad rea-
sons, are advised by Gov. Wise to be increased
sa follows: The Becretary of the Common-

wealth and Librarian, $3.600, First Auditor
$3,500, Becoud Auditor 83,000, Register $3,000.

the Topeks and Lecompton Constitutions—the
one receiving the msjority of legal votes to be-
come the fundamental law of the State of Kan
sas,

were made by Meesrs. Robinson, Lane, Thatch-
er, and others.

From Washington.

Washington, Dec. 11.—Senator Bigler, in
order to correct a misapprehension, states in
conversation that the meeting to which he al
luded in his speech on Wednesday, aa having
taken place in Douglas’s room, last yesr, to
consult on the Toombs Kansas bill, was an
official rather than a private meeling of the
Committee on Territories, and to which other
Senators had been invited.

Judge Butler's death, according to the pres-
ent understanding among the Benators, will be
formally announced on Monday, and that of
M:. Bell, of New Hampshire, on Tuesday.

From Mexico,
The steamer Tennessee, from Vera Cruz, with

Co-
montort had been formally installed. The

port of Naridux had been declared open, but
the siege of Campeachy still continues. The
besiegers were puffering very severely for pro-
visions.

Murder of & Wo; in New Jersey.

The Mount Holly Mirror contains the follow-
ing account of the murder in that vicinity:

“The dwelling of Mra. Clevenger, situate on
the Old 8hore road, about half way between
Mount Misery and Cedar Bridge, was destroyed
by fire one nizht last week, and (sad to relate)
Mers, C. per shsd in the flames. She was a very
old lady, livel entirely alone, and was known
to travellers aa ¢ Old Mother Clevenger.’! Her
residence was & one-story cabin, and was well
known to persons travelling the road. It is gen-
erally believed the old lady was murdered, and
her cabin then set on fire. The coalings are
near her residence, and those employed in them
frequently went there te obtain liquor —she
being in the habit of keeping some for travel-
lers. Beveral times recently, upon refusing it to
persons who wete intoxicated, she has been
severely beaten. She waas known to be in pos-
secsion of some money, and it is thought the
desire to get hold of it, in connection with the
hatred existing against her, in refusing to sup-
ply drunken brutes at the coalings with liquor,
was the canse of her sad and terrible death.
The ruins were examined, but only ber skall
and some few of her bones were found. She was
about 80 years old. A night or two previous to
the fire, her hops were poisoned and her horse's
throat was cut.”

Fugitive 8lave Case in Indiana.

Indianapolis, Dec. 4. —Eight days since, the
agen's of Dr. Vallandigham, of Frankfort, Ky.,
captnred a fogilive elave at Naplee, Illinois.
While en route tor Kentucky,the negro was taken
on a writ of Aabeas corpus before Judge Wallace,
who ordered his release. He was, however,
again arrested, and taken before U. 8. Commis-
sioner Rea, who, after hearinE the case, decided
that the fugitive must go back to Slavery again.
The fugitive was then rearrested on & writ
issued by Judge Wallace, before whom some
nice questions of State sovereigntyare nowbeing
discussed. It is claimed by the counsel for the
fugitive that he is free under the Fugitive Slave
law and the Dred Scott decision, as well as un-
der the State Constitation. In the mean time,
Dr. Vallaudingham has been arrested on the
affidavit of the fugitive, charging him with the
erime of kidnapping. The latter case is now
in progress before Mayor Wallace.

_The Vallandigham Blave Case.

Indianapolis, Dec. 5.—An immense crowd
assembled at the Senate chamber this morning,
to hear the decision of Judge Wallace on the
fugitive slave case. The judge decided that he
could not traverse the decision of the commis-
sioner, and the negro was remanded back to
slavery. The United States Marshal started
with the negro thia evening for Louisville, where
be will release him to Vallandigham. The case
before the mayor against Vallandigham for kid-
napping has been dismissed. The excitement
ia great, and some difficulty is apprehended at
the cars. No attempt at a rescue, however,
has been made.

We take the following mention of a recent
slave case from the Chicago Tribune. From the
brief statement of facts, it would seem that a
slave can be held as euch for six years in a free
Siate, and then sold as euch on free soil—two
conceesions never before, to our knowledge,
accorded to Slavery by the decision of any free
State court. Where will the “tramp! tramp!
tnm: 1" of Slavery stop?

“ A colored girl, named Rath, was taken to
Caseyville, Illinois, six years »gt;f by Mr. Mal-
lory, who re ted that the girl was given to
his wife to raise until she was 18, and then she
would be free. In July or August last, Mal-
lory removed to 8t. Lonis, taking Rath with his
family. Finding uo house to rent, he returned
to Caseyville, and it becoming known that the
girl was his slave, he feared that she would be
run off, and therefore sold her. It being aseu-
med that the girl was free, Mallory was arrested
on & charge of kiduapping, and, after an exam-
ination before the Recorder, was discharged, on
the ground that Rath was a slave, having been
born of a slave motber, and inherited by Mal-
lory. Under thia decision, a slave may be taken
into & free Btate, and retained there six years
in bondage, and then be sold and carried intoa
State where Slavery is permitted. This reverses
the old law on this point, and pretty effectually.”

New York, and pat up at the 8t. Nicholas. A
decoy was not long in initiating himself into
his good and playing the agreeable, by
showing him the leading town sights, ending,
as usual in such cases, in a visit to & gambling
house, to take a “glimpse of the tiger,” as

the more knowing ores phrage it. The Sou'h-
ern gentleman was delighted and grateful. He
showed his delight by drinking freely of the
coat]{.winea set befors him, and his gratitude
by playing at faro. In an hour's time he had
lost $3,000.

The total population of the Sam-
inoles, which never exceeded 4,000 or 5,000, at
the utmost, negroes included, is now reduced
to about as many hundreds; but the d.ficuliy
of catching them or killing them is rather ag-
gravated thaa lessened by this diminution of
their numbers. Besides a large force of United
States troopa emplodyed in the service, some
two thousand Florida volunteers have been
called into the field, and a fresh campaizn is
about to commence. In addition to the other
forces to be employed in these operations, we
learn that Gen. Carter (we suppose of the Flor-
ida volnnm‘n!r bas brought with him from
Tallahassee to Tampa Bay some fine dogs, well
practiced in trailing negroes. It will be recol-
lected, that in a former campaign sgaivst the
Semincles, great hopes were entertaived of the
services to be rendered, if not in worrying the
Indiane, at least in the way of finding them,
by certain packs of blood-hounds, imported for
that purpose from Caba, Those hopes were
disappointed ; bat perhaps these domestic dogs
may prove more efficient.—N., ¥. Tribune.

The slave trade was never more flourishing
than at present. Advices from Havana to the
st inatant state that four cargoes of negroes
had been landed on the island within ten daye.
They namber ten thousand four hundred unior-
tunates, and three of the vessels which brought
them were buoilt, and are it ia thought owned,
in Masgachusetts. The French had placed a
large steam propeller in the coolie trade, ard
landed from her eight hundred and forty-two
Chinese, who were sold by first hands to others,
and by them to sub-contractors, for labor, real-
izing a profit for each party. Each specula-
tor made about $180 profit per head, and the
full price for a Chinaman (with hair uncat) was
$420.75. The authoritiea in the different ports
of entry openly conmived at the traflic,
eral sugar-estate overseera had heen murdered
by the Chinese, five of whom were executed.

The Buoffalo Ezpress of the 8ch instaut states
that in & number of cases, lately tried in the
Supreme Court in that city, the question was
raiged * whether paper payable below, as it is
called—that is in New York, and discounted
here—is usurious or not ?
