GENERAL_SUMMARY.

From California.

The overland mail, from 8an Francisco on the
11th ultimo, has asrived at St. Louis. The 4dlla
California furnishes the following summary
of news since the departure of the steamer mail
of the 5th :

The first mail from St. Louis reached Sam
Francisco unexpectedly on the morning of the
10th, twenty-four days out, and arrangements
were being made to appropriately celebrate the
event.

The India trade is reviving at Boston. A large

At Calcutta, September 8, fifteen ships
were foading for Boston ; and from August 23
to September 8, ten ships more had sailed for
this port.

The Common Council of the city of Memphis,
Tenn., have under consideration an ordinance
for the licensing of houses of prostitution.
