~The * panic™ eaused an entire withdrawal of

counsin fupds, and a gleat stringency in the
money market. At this joneture, a well-known |
wercantile firm of Duavenport issued their
“ promises to pay,” in the form of checks, until |
they had some $150,000 or 200,000 in ciren
lation,  This relief was gencrlly received with |
| joy and thankfulness, and the new money freely |
| passed from hand to band ; it bought prodoce, |
purchased farms, and was loaned on real estaie
security at 20 and 25 per cent.
[ Soon, however, it was discovered that neither
“ Florence " nor the new cheeks would pay East-
| ern indebtedness, or even purchase o dinner 100
i miles from home ; and as the merchant was
compelled, month slfter month, to pay from five
to ten per cent. for Eastern exchange, and this
was at last paid by the consumer, the desire to
be #id of the * uhillp]u&tnrﬂ " became greater
|thnla was the joy at receiving them; so that,
afver & long paper war and a series of “ cur
rency meetings,” the “ checks " were refused,
and Florence was redecmed and withdeawn.,

| npparently beneficial, it inflicted a still worse
injury by becoming valueless at the very time
when a failure of the crops and the maturing of
indebtedness created an extraordinary pressure
on the money market, thus causing an embar-
rassment which became general and extensive,
Had we in 1857 manfully struggled aloug, rely-
ing only on such guod money as could then be
obtained, no one can doubt that we should have
been saved the loss and disappointment which
a recourse 1o & doubtful eredit money has ocea-
sioned,
