_PHENOMENA OF DEATH.

To be shot dead is one of the easiest modes of
terminating life ; yet, rapid as it is, the body has
leisure to feel and reflect.  On the first attempt
by 'one"t’s\f the frantic adberenis of Spain lo assas-
sinate William, Prince of Orange, who took the
lead in the revolt of the Netherlands, the ball
passed yrough the bones of Lhe face, and bronght
iiim to the ground.

A foot soldier at Waterloo, pierced
by n musket ball in the hip, begged water from’a
trooper who chanced: to possess a canteen of
beer. '[he wounded man drank, returned his
heartiest thanks, mentioned that his regiment
was nearly exterminated, and*having proceeded
a dozen yards in his way to the rear, lell to the
earth, aud with one convulsive movement of his
limbs concluded his career. **Yet his voice,”
saya the trooper,.wlo himsell tells the story,
» grave scarcely lhie smallest sign of weaknese.”

Captiin Basil Hall, who in his early youth
was prasent at the battle of Coruuna, has singled
out, from the confusion which consigus to ubli-
vion the woes and gallantry of war, another in-
stance, ‘extremely similar, which occurred on that
occasion. An old officer, who was shot in the
head, arrived, pale und faint, at the temporary
hospital, and begyed the surgeon to look at his
wound, which was pronounced to be mortal.—
