There is no greater maik ofill-breeding and
vulgarity than the use of slang phrases..
These forms of s]K-ech have heretofore been
regarded as the distinctive characteristics of
bar-room loafers, sporting rowdies, thieves and
pickpockets.

has extended among young men.aud wo¬

men, too, of respectability and good standing
in the community, and has become a crying
evil. The Drawing Room (.'ompiimo;!, in an
article denouncing the practice, very justlyremarks that the human speech should L-e
noble aud dignified, and worthy to cxpiessthe thoughts of immortal beings. Low ideas
are always attached to cant ]>!irases, which
must inevitably exercise a degrading inilu-
euce upon the mind. Low conceptions are
as detrimental to improvement, as vvet and
heavy plumage to a bird that would take a

lofty flight.
To show the extent to which the habit of

using cant phrases is sometimes carried, the
following conversation which transpired in
the Stout family, is reported-:.

GEN. MCHABDSOITS TOUR.

We find in tho Richmond Despatch a Ion<*
letter from Gen. Ricii.vibsos,' agent ofthe State
Agricultural Society, descriptive of his lato
trip to the \ alley, <te. It comes too lato for
us to publish more than y. condensed extract:

"Sincemy return from Lexington, I atten¬
ded the courts of Fanquier and Frederick,
passing rapidly through Fairfax, Frinco Wil¬
liam, Clarke and Jefferson counties. Ofthe
truly magnificent country along the eastern
bast) of the Blue Kidge, no description of mine
could convey a just conception. Along the
railroads, however, there is plenty of poor,
out-lying land, a large portion of which is
manifestly susceptible of profitable improve¬
ment, and to a irgiuia farmer sccins almost
begging for it. Crops of oats universally scan-
tv ; ot wheat good every where ; and oast of
the mountains very fine crops of corn. In
the Valley, the corn is not bo good.
At WinchesterI visited thogrounds ofMossrs.

Allen and steel, two worthy aud intelligent
Scotchmen, each of which has his garden and
nursery, and maintains with his countryman
and neighbor the kindest intercouree. Here,
among other objects of interest, are some beau¬
tiful hedges of the Osage orange, and Mr.
Steel's grounds are well worthy a journey of
200 miles to see. There under glass are sev¬
eral varieties of foreign grapes, in ranges of
clusters beautiful to the eye, uniform iiT size
aud altogether exhibiting a perfection in this
branch of horticulture sfrldom to bo found.
Mr. Steel has also a large plantation of the
.Scotch larch, which he remarked to me might
be made to cover tho barren hills of Virginia
and supply in 30 years, silk for all the rail-
reads in the United States, whichby that time
he thinks can scarcely bo supplied fiom the
forest. I hope to obtain from him, for the
Society, some very sensible suggestions deriv¬
ed from his conversation on the subject, with
directions for propagating and disseminating
the tree. Ihere are manufactories ofsuperior
ploughs and wheat fans at Winchester, and
tho family fioyr of millers has uniformly I be-
Ileveffekenpremiums atBaltimore. Specimens
of all these may be expected at the Fair,''

By the side of this Rake stands an odd
lookingmachine, unlike anything eke in the
Palace and perhaps nnlike any thing- else on
earth. This is GibL's Rotary Space. Th«
description we liavo seen does not convey
a very clear idea of the thing, but we under¬
stand it to consist of a series of narrow'spades,
something like the teeth of the old fashioned
cultivator, which are set in a wheel;and made
to revolve and dig tip the earth one after an¬
other, tlie whole being drawn by two oxen..
Two of these wheels are worked at one®, and
contain eight spades each, which shovel up a

space about two teet wide to the depth of. nine
inches. The width, or depth, or both can

readily bo increased by enlarging the machine.
The inventor comes from Washington city.

Pratt's Ditch Diootn operates upon a simi¬
lar principle. It baa twelve blades arranged
round an iron circle. They enter the ground
as the circle revolves, each takes up a load of
earth and carries it to the top of the machine,
where it is discharged upon conductors which
carry it oft' upon each side. It requires one

pair of horses and one man to work it, and
where the ground is favorable it will cut 150
rods a da}', no less than two feet. Iu hard
and stony ground it will cut from 50 to 100
rods, by using an extra hand in a ditch, with a
pick. Such at least is the statement of the
inventor, who hails from Canandaigua, N. Y.
A Patent Pio-pex is one of the curiosities

of the Exhibition. It is a model of an improv¬
ed plan for feeding swine. Instead of a feeding
trough, there are a series of cast iron basins
set in a bench about a foot high, over each of
which is nn i«on frame to keep every pig to
his own dish. Over these basins there is a
roof, and the side of the pen in front of them
is hung upon pivots, so that it can be pushed
back at the bottom, shutting the pigs in and
the trough out. When it is lilled the bolt is
withdrawn, and the force of hunger pushes it
back iuto its original position. It is a very
ingenious affair.
A Patent Broom is represented as worthy

of notice. It is the first corn broom ever pat¬
ented, and, its we understand it is rather a ma¬
chine for making brooms than a mere broom
itself. Any one who has broom corn: can
make his or Iter own brooms, and be inde¬
pendent of the store-keeper. There is no

twine, no wire and uo stitching alxmt the thing.
There is a fiat steel spring, six inches long
with a Thread inserted in the handle;' and
over that is a hinged socket, which being
opened, the broom corn is laid upon the spring,
with the butts in the sockets, which as well as
the cross head of the spring is covered with
teeth, which hold the corn. N To keep it in its
place, now shut down the hinge of the socket,
and slip a ring down over the corn about the
point where the twine is generally stitched
through.and your broom is complete. One
of these handles, which does not cost a great
deal.will last for years, and the broom thus
made has a decided advantage over the com¬
mon one in this, that the handle does not pro¬
ject down iuto it, but the steel spring gives it
a pleasant elasticity until it is completely worn
out.

Ifil&L OF REAPEES, &C.

The "Second Annual Exhibition of Reapers
and Mowers," under the patronage of the State
of Ohio, came off at Wooster, week before last.
There was present a board of examiners ap¬
pointed by the State. Of the last day's trial,
in very heavy wheat, we give the following
brief alstract, from the full report ofthe Cleavc-
land True Democrat: m
The first acre.rolling ground.was cut in

31 minutes by Seymour & Morgan's, N. Y.,
Reaper. To work it well it requires two hor¬
ses, a driver and raker. The work was uncom¬

monly neat and clean. This machine is con¬
vertible into a mower. Price $130.

Manny's Reaper, which is also a mower, cut
the second acre, in good style, in 37 minutes.
It had previously cut an acre of tall, rank
timothy, and cut it well, in 49 minutes. Price
$125.

Palmer .& Williams' Self-Raker cut the next
well in 38 minutes, leaving the "gavels"
straight at the side of the machine. Price
$138.

llusscy's Machine is strong, durable and
simple, and did its work well, with two ex¬

ceptions.the labor of the raker is hard, and
the gavels are,laid in the rear of the machine,
so that the binders must move them before
the next round. Price $126.

Atkins' Automaton Reaper cut the last .acre
admirably in 30 minutes. The arms of its
Raker- are described as moving apparently as
if guided by asmuch intelligence as the human
arm, and the whole thing is a wonderful
piece of machinery. Price not mentioned.

After a full and fair trial, the gold medal
was awarded to Seymour & Morgan's New
York Reaper, by a unanimous vote.

It will be remembered that the Federal Gov¬
ernment is one of limited powers. The con-
ventionsiof a number of States lrnvinr at tlM»
time of their adopting die Constitution, ex¬
pressed aidesire, in order to prerent miscon¬
struction or abuse of its powers, that fhrtfier
declarntoiy and restrictive clauses should b*
added, ten additional articles were adopted*
tlie last of which declares that u the powers
not delegated to the United States l>y the
Constitution, norprohibited Ijr it to the States,
are reserved to the States respectively, qrfe
the peopK'." Then wo must look to the Con¬
stitution, where we see the powers of Con¬
gress specifically enumerated, none of wfeich,
bv any fair and reasonable' interpretation,'au¬
thorize Congress to engine in such a scheme.
On the other hand, it is a matter of historythat in the convention which fi-amed that in¬
strument, itwas proposed to confer on Congress
tho power to "establish post and military
roads;" to provide for tho appointment t>f a
.'Secretary of Domestic Affairs," and make it
his duty, with other things, " to attend to tile
opening of roads and navigation and the fa¬
cilitating communication through the United
States".to invest-Congress with the power
to " provide for the cutting of canals when
deemed necessaryall of which propositions
.wore rejected. Congress was only empowered
"to establish post-offices and post-roads."
But the friends of the road base the power

upon that clause of the Constitution whicli
reads, "Congress shall have power to lay and
collect taxes, duties,- imposts and excises;' to
pay the debts and provide for the common de¬
fence and general welfare ofthe United States
or rather on tho latter part."common de¬
fence and general welfare." And this they
construe as if it were a separate and indepen¬
dent grant, applicable to any thing that may
be imagined to contribute to the "common
defence and goueral welfare."--8© that tJi«
constitution instead of being a fixed, known
law, would be dependent upon the ever varying
opinions of Congress, as to what will prpmote
the 'common defence arid general welfare.'.
This would bo a deplorable state of "things^in¬
deed. The absurdity of such a construction
is too palpable to make it necessary to recito
instances that it may appear more glaringly.The framers of the constitution never contem¬
plated such a construction, for if they had,
why bo guilty of the folly of attempting, to
enumerate the powers of Congress,. when by
one fell swoop they had granted all power to
Congress and made it omnipotent. The au¬

thority of Congress 4isj clearly defined byspecific grants of power, and beyond theiii .it
cannot go. Congress can only provide for the
" common defence and general welfare " pur¬suant to the powers enumerated in and inci¬
dent thereto, and not by tho exercise of any
independent substantive authority. But wo
do not intend to go into an extended disserta¬
tion on the constitutional question. To our
mind, the scheme is without favor or counte¬
nance from the Constitution, and is only a
grand attempt to twist the Constitution to sub-
servo tho interests of particular localities, and
create a support fund for tho hordes of men
who live upon executive favor. We may, at
another time, examine tlib practicability and
expediency of this scheme..Staunton VituTr.
