When tho polls closed in Char!estown
Township, on the fourth Thursday of M?y,
ono of tho Commissioners stated that the
vote on the Constitutional Amendment stood
12 for ratification, 4 for rejection, and 4
not voting on the question. Finding that
there were fix men in our town who wero

ready to mak^oath that they had voted
.gainst the amendment, when the po.ll-books
wore taken before tho township supervisor,
to be codified, the vote for rejection was

just mix and no more. Eleven votes had been
cast for ratificationsix for rejection, and
three dodged the issue. The books were
then sent over to the county-seat, that the
Board of Supervisors might pass judgment
upon them, and on Saturday last the Shep-
herdstown Register published the official
proceedings of this body which gives Charles^
town Township 12 votes for ratification, and
5 for rejection! Something rotten, if not in
Denmark, in Charlestown Township. Come
toThe record, gentlemen, and lot us hate an
explanation of this discrepancy. An in¬
dignant public demands it.

Since the above was written, one of the
conductors of the election in this township,
Samuel Ridenour, stated on the street, in our
hearing, that he was "positively certain" that
the vote in this township was i2 for, and 4
against the ratification, and 4 neutral. lie
also stated that there was no "cheating" by
the conductors, but that there was "a lie out
among the voters." As Mr. Itidcnour is suf¬
ficiently radical, and o<ie of the 12, he will,
doubtless, find a fete men to believe his state¬
ment. There is one thing as certain as day
.that either there was "cheating" by the
conductors, or "lying by some of the voters,
or a little of both ; and the public will deter¬
mine for themselves who cheated or wholied.

THE TBIAXi OP MB. DAVIS.
From the proceedings of the United States

District Court, which convened in Richmond
last week, and whieh will be found elsewhere
in our paper this morning, it will be seen that
a day h«s been fixed for the trial of Mr. Jef¬
ferson Davis, who has teen for more than one
year confined as a prisoner at Fortress Mon¬
roe. Some hope has been expressed that the
postponement of Mr. Davis* trial would result
in his beiug paroled until the timo settled
upon by the government for his arraingment..
From the following extract, connected with
the proceedings of the Court, there, seems to
be little ground for the indulgence of this
hope:.

Mr. Davis's counsel were t.ken out by Mr.
J. II. Gilmer to be introduced to Judge Un¬derwood. In their absence it was ascertained
that a letter had been received from Mr. Da-
vis's counsel, in which hesaid that he had, in
company with Governor Pratt, bad an inter¬
view with President Johnson in Washington
on Monday. He'also stated that tbe Presi¬
dent was very cautious in his remarks, and
gave the impression that there was but little
hope of Mr. Davis being released upon bail
or parole in the event that he was not tried
by the United States Court.

Death of an Estimable Lady..Ou

Friday morning last, at Walnut Grove, iu
this county, departed the spirit of Mrs. JtrUA
Yates, relict of the late John Yates, who
had completed an earthly pilgrimage of more
than four score years, whieh long years
were expended in fruitful acts of benevolence
in full compliance with the commandment
that the left hand shall not know what
the right hand giveth. For the long period
of sixty years had this venerable lady been
a resideut of the county of Jefferson, and had
been a witness of all the many changes which
had transpired around her, in the lapse of so

many years. To her, life had its seasons of
enjoyment and its seasons of sorrow.so mixed
and commingled is the cup of_human exist¬
ence. Blessed with an amiable and confiding
disposition ; possessed of high moral and in-

the deceased asserted aud maintained a stronghold upon the admiration and affections of
all who formed, in her protracted life-time,
the circle of her acquaintance. With her
there was no ostentatious display; no vain
parading of benevolent deeds, but all her
good works were done in the true spirit of
christian humility, and with a childlike sim¬
plicity which attested the purity of heart
which prompted their performance. Ripewith" years, but riper in charity, has her mor¬
tal existence terminated, whilst her inde¬
structible spirit enjoys the freedom of an

ever-continuing immortality.
The Confederate Dead..We observe

with pleasure that a movement lias been in¬
augurated for paying honors lo the noble dead
who rest from their labors in this town and
surrounding country. A meeting was held
at the Christian Association rooms on Friday
evening last, at which committees were ap¬pointed to carry into execution this laudable
work, and we cannot but hgpe that our citi¬
zens generally, will render all the aid to these
committees that may be in! their power, ThtS
graves of these soldiers have been long ne¬

glected, not because there lros any want of

graves of Confederate soldiers in the surround¬

The publio having discovered on yeaferdaythat this Court was ii{ session, an interestedthrong comufer.ted pouring into the court¬

room two lioars before the hoar of conveningthe court, and when, at 11-o'clock, the Judgearrived, every available'spot vras occupied bydeeply interested spectators conversing in sub¬
dued but earnest tones regarding the proba¬ble disposition of the case of Mr. Davis..
The majority were ovidcntly of the opinionthat the trial would be postponed, but their
opponents argued carueslly that a postpone¬ment would be equivalent to the signatureof the death warraut of the illustrious pris*
oner, and could, not be persuaded that after
an imprisonment for more than a year, (du¬ring which time the Government had had
ample time to gain all information necessaryand make every needful preparation for a
trial) a dying man would be condemned to a
more protracted imprisonment.

Messrs. Brady, Iteed, Brown and thejuniorcounsel of Mr. Davis, were extremely sociable
and chattcd pleasantly with their Richmond
brethren of the bar, until the Judge, pale and
nervous, took-his Beat.his eye, as usual,
seeming to shrink from encountering the fixed
glances which were bent upon him. "

THE CASE QF EX-PRESIDENT DAVI8.
Major Hennessey, the Assistant U. S. Dis¬

trict Attorney, advanced to the clerk's table,and in a fidgety manner announced that he
would read a reply which he had preparedin reference to the caso of Mr. Davis, and
then proceeded to read from a paper the fol¬
lowing speech :

May it please your Honor, yesterday Mr.
W. B. Heed, one of the counsel for Jefferson
Davis, propounded certain questions to the
Court and to me, which in the absence of Mr.
Chandler, I at that time declined to answer.

Mr. Chandler is still absent., being, I regretto say, entirely prostrated by recent domestic
calamity, and as I promised, 1 to-Qay proceed
to reply to the questions of the learned gen¬tleman. .

That gentleman correctly says an indict¬
ment has been found in this Court againsthis client, Mr. Davis, and asks, " fs it to be
tried '( Is it to bo dropped, or is it to be sus¬
pended ?" So far as I am instructed, I be¬
lieve it is to bo tried, but it will aot be possi¬ble to do so at present, for a variety of reasons,
some of which I proceed to give.In the first place "Mr. Davis, although in¬
dicted in this Court for high treason, is not
now, and never has been, in the custody of
this Court, but is hold by the United States
Government as a State prisoner, at Fortress
Monroe, under an order of the President,signed by the Secretary of War.

lu the second place, even if Mr. Davis were
in the custody of the Court, it would not be
possible for the Attorney General, in view of
his numerous and pressing engagements near
the close ot the session, to come here now and
try this case, which, as a case ol great national
importance, ho would be expccted to do.

In the third place, if Mr. Davis is in the
delicate state of health suggested by Mr. Reed
it would be nothing less than cruel, at this
hot and unhealthy season, to expose him to
the unavoidable fatigues of a pro'racted trial,whic^i appears to be an inevitable result of
the a.rray of counsel, present and prospective,
engaged for the defence.

Neither this Court nor any of its officers
has any present control over the pcrsou of
.Mr. Davis, and until they have, itr becomes
impossible for the District Attorney to saywhen he will be tried ; but this I assure the
g««utlemen who represent him here, that the
hour Mr. Davis comes into the custody of
this Court, they shall have full and promptnotice when it is intended to try him, and,
so far as the District Attorney and his asso¬
ciates are concerned, <hey may Ce assured
their clieut will have a just and speedy trial,
without further '. barrier, let or hindrance."
This I say fur the special department of the
Court which 1 represent; but what the in¬
tentions iif the Government are with regard
to the disposition of Mr. Davis, 1 am no fur¬
ther instrue'ed thau 1 have said. .

I now move, may it please your Honor, that
this Court, as soon as the business before it is
disposed of, adjourn until the first Tuesdayin October next. By that time I trust the
heats ot summer will have passed away; the
weather will be cool and pleasant, and. should
we have the pleasure of seeing these gentle¬
men here again, they will hq more fitted for
the arduous labor which their profession con¬
stantly imposes on them. In th meantime
the " clirystalizing" process referred to bythe learned gentleman yesterday will be going
on, and his client will be enjoying the cool
breeze of the sea at Fortress Mouroe instead
of inhaling the heated and foetid atmosphereof a crowdcl court-room.

REMARKS OF MR. JAMES T. EliADY.
Mr. James '1'. Brady of New Yprk, one

of the counsel for Mr. Davis, (.lien said:
If your Honor please?, I did not expect to

say one word tins morning in reference to the
case of Mr. Davis, but some of tlie sugges¬tions contained in what my learned friend
has just read make it proper for me to state
that, if Mr. Davis be not technically subjectto your IIonor's jurisdiction, it is only because
no copy of this indictment, so far as I am
advised, has ever been served upon him ; nor
any list of witnesses, uor any other act done
of those which are required to be done bythe statute. It may be true that in this tech¬nical sense he is not now. nor ever has been,amenable to your authority; but my brother
Keed stated that Mr. Davis was not claimingthe benefit uf any-of the'e wants of forms,,J>ut that, on the coutrary, he was here to ex¬
press, from his owu lips, speaking through us,his ardent desire for au immediate trial, and
although it may be hot in Richmond, it is in¬
finitely worse where he is ; and so far as the
convenience of couusel is concerned, they
care nothing for that- convenience, impelled,
as tliey are, by a sense of duty. From myown experience in the city of Richmond,whose hospitality I have enjoyed, certainly I
would be happy to remain here, cither thro'
the heats of summer or the frosts of, winter.We can only say that we are entirely ready.We knr>w that we cannot control the action
cf the District Attorney. We thank him
for his polite response to our questions, and,of course, we leave this question for such ac¬tion as the Government may hereafter think
proper to take.

REMARKS OF JIDOE UNDERWOOD.

Judge Underwood then said: It only re¬
mains ior the Cuurt to say that the District
Attorney has correctly represented the views
of the Uovcrnment on this occasion. The
Chief Justice, who is expected to preside
upon the trial, has nuned -he first Tuesdayin October as the time that will be most con¬
venient for him ; and the Attorney Generalhas indicated that it would be utterly impos¬sible lor him, under the pressure of his manyduties, now greatly increased by tbe-troubles
on the Northern fvntier, on so short a notice,to give that attention to this great question,which its importance demands. Uudar allthe circumstances, the Conrt is disposed to
grant the motion of the District Attorney,and I think 1 r»ay say to Cjunsel that Mr.Davis will, in all probability, at that time bebrought before the Court, unless his ease shall

in the meantime be disposed of bj the Gor-
eniment, which is altogether- possible. It is
within the power of the President to do what
he pleases in theao matter*, and I- presume
li e -? .C0"nBel for Mr. Davis would proba¬bly find it for the-interest of their client io
make application directly to. the Government
at Washington. Bat this Court would not
feel justified in denying, at this time, this
application, which is in fact the application

The Execution of Antoine Probst.

A dispatch front Philadelphia, dated Jane
8th gives the following account of the execu¬
tion of Antoihe -Probst, for the murder ot the
Deering family:
At hall-past nine o'clock this morning theSheriff, a few of his special deputies, his jury,his legal advisers, and six representatives ofthe newspaper press, met by previous privatearrangemeut at the Assembly Building, andtalcing a special car at 10.45 o'olock on theTenth Street Itaiiway, the entire party was

soon within the walls of th« prison.After some necessary preliminaries, theprisoner was led from his cell, supported bythe Rev. Drs. Grandner and Carbon. Hehad a craoifrx in- his hand, whieh he repeated¬ly kissed on his way to the gallows. Onrcachiug the scaffold, Probst ascended withmuch firmness, kissing the crucifix frequent¬ly, and evincing devotion and much courar e.After engaging in prayer with the attend¬ing Priests the Sheriff haud-cuffed him andthe noose rope being adjusted the white capwas drawn over his hcack
At precisely fifteen minutes before eleveno'clock Sheriff Ifami It drew the fatal cordand Probst had paid the penalty of his crimes, .

The body fell about three feet and after aspasmodic jerking of the legs and hands whichlasted two or three minutes death had evident¬ly resulted.
Yesterday "afternoon the murderer askedfor writing materials, so that he might write afarewell letter to his family in Germany..They were furnished to him. and he wrote inquite good German, a letter, of which^he fol¬lowing is a translation. It was addressed onthe envelope as follows :
"Mr. Martin Probst, Uehlingen, Amt,Bondorf, Duchy of Baden, Germany."
FAREWELL LETTER TO 1118 PARENTS.

. Philadelphia, June 7th, 1866.
Dear Parents, Brothers and Sisters:

I do not know whether or not you received
my last letter in which 1 sent you the sad in¬telligence of ufy fate, I desire to write to youonce again to inform you how 1 have spentmy time here in the prison. 1 have now spenteight weeks in this cell and have endeavored
to prepare for my death as well ns I possiblycould, d'he clergyman has visited me ereryday and has instructed mo well. I have sev¬eral times confessed and received holy com¬
munion, besides this many prayers are offered
up for me throughout the enure city, and,therefore;- 1 urn now so chcerlul and consoledthat 1 cap gladly offer iny life as an atone¬
ment for my fearful crime. 1 trust that youalso will be consoled and cheerful as I am..The clergymen will send you nil the particu¬lars of my death. 1 only entreat you all to
pray for me. Have the holy sacriiice-of massottered up frequently for the repose ofmy poorsotfl. Joseph Wuechter has also visited me
several times during my imprisonment,. Ho
will send you uiy picture and a luck of myhair. The 81h of June has been appointedas the day of uiy death, ami on to morrow
will bo the 8th ofJuno on which I am rcaiiyto oiler up my life with greatest joy for uiysins. I trust to meet yon all in eternity in a
happ'er and a better place, and this hope makes
me rejoice with my whole heart. 1 will now
close' my letter with many thousand greetingsto all ofyou. I send n mot heart el t farewell.
May we meet again in a better world.
