Execution ef Andrew Leopold.
From the Shepherdstown Rrgitlex we copy

the following affectionate letter, written by
Andrew T. Leopold, of Washington county,
Md., to his mother, a few days previous to his
execution at Fort MeHenry, by the Govern¬
ment at Washington City, upnn the charges
of being a Confederate spy and murderer..
His remains were aftei*wardg interred in the
soldier's oemetery at Shepherdstown. The
letter was written in pencil mark upon the Qy
leaf of a book entitled "Glimpses of Heaven,"
presentod him by a minister :.

"A. T. Leopold derives a great deal of con¬

dolence from this little book. I hope it may¬
be sent to my mother. Any one who will
8ind this to my mother will confer a lasting
favor upon a lover of religion, and all that is
good. Slta resides uear Sharpsburg, Wash¬
ington conntv. Md. A. T. Leopole.
May 28; 1804.
"My Dear, Kind and Loving Mother.It

is with the deepest sorrow that yonr humble
son has to report to you the sad news of my
unfortunate aud much unexpected fate which
is doomed for me by man. but be of good
cheer. I have good grounds to think and
hope that I go to a better world, for I have
cast myself on the mercies of our God, and
look to the Cross of His Son Jesus Christ
who died upon the Cross that we might have
everlasting life by believing on him. I hope
to meet you and my two sisters in that bright
land where sin and trouble arc no more..

My fate is that of a felon, but I know not
the day of execution. I have the word of a

minister that I am not to suffer death on

"hangman's day," but that is poor consolation
to you, but it will be a consolation to know
that I feel willing and prepared to meet my
Maker. Moreover I die as a martyr for my
principles.

"Dear Mother, Sisters and Friends.do not
trouble yourselves about me, for I hope to go
to a better world. Prepare yourselves to
meet your Maker, and may (rod have mercy
on you all, and may we all meet together in
that blessed land. I have been refused per¬
mission to write to you, but I write hoping
you may get this book, and hope the gentle¬
man who finds it may send it to you. May
God bless and he merciful to you is the prayer
of your unfortuuaie son and brother,

A. T. Leopold,
C. S. A."
