How Common Window-Glassis Hnd;

* 1If youn ever visit Pittshnrg in Penpsylvania,
Fou must go into the window-glass factories
there ; you will find them very curions. Their
tarnace, in the first place, is built in the
ancient style; it has no chimney, and the
smoke from the bituminons coal they burn,
pours out in a cloud into the room. There are
openings in the roof for it to eseape through,
and'a continual dranght of air from the dvors
carries it upward, so that it is rot so bad for
the workmen as one would thiuk.

The first codieil to the will, dated June

survive my wife, Elizabeth, I design this
codieil to provide for such a contingeney, and
1 declare the devises and bequests countained
in this eodicil to be made only to take effect
in the event of my decease and my wife Eliz-
abeth not surviving me long enough to make
the distribution of it which [ have suggested
in my will or propose to suggest in this codieil.
