Tuesday Morning, Octeber 11, 1570,
FRANCE AND PRUSSIA,

From the condensed news column of the
Baltimore Gazette, we make up the fullowing
sumuwary :i—

TUESDAY'S NEWS.

The French are reported to have lostin the
fight of the 3Uth, belvre Paris, 1,200 iu killed
and wounded.

Coufirmatory reports have been received at
Tours of the excellent eondition off Marshal
Buazaine's army at Metz.  The priests are de-
nounced in Berlin as the source of the anti-
Prussian feeling io South German States, and
as the instigators of revolt, marder aud hostile
alliances.

Late advices from DPrussian headquarters
say that no effurt has so far been mado to
bombard Paris, but the army is quictly closing
around the city. A garrison of ten thousand
men has heen placed in Strusbourg. The
Times  believes that a considerable tiwe
must clapse before the reduction of Paris.—
‘The Prussian plan seems now to be rather to
starve it out than to bombard. Whey have
drained the Canal de L’Oureq with the view
uf reducing their supply of water.

WEDNESDAY'S NEWS.

Preparations are being mado in Paris for
the expected bombardment by the Prussians.
The books from the great libraries have been
placed in cellars aud the windows barrieaded
with bags of earth. An order is said to have
been given that no Prusaien prisoners are to
be taken, as {vod for them eannot be spared in
the city, and it is ndded that the Prussiso
commanders have been directed, in retalintion,
to tuke no prisoners. It is thought that the
pavigation of the Baltie will be safe by the
time that the German steamers which have
started from the United States can arrive.

Bitsche continues to be vigorously delended
and several sorties have been made, attended
with success, The garrison puwbers two thou-
sand men, and the fort is Lelieved to be im-
pregnable.

Judge Jumes I Fergusonw's Charge to a
Wiyne County Grand Jury, on the Fu-

s farcement of the Registration Luw and the
Dty of Liyistrars.

At the August terw (1SGD) of the Ciresit
Cuurt for Wayne county, Julge James I
Ferguson, in his ¢hurge to the Graud Jury,
referred to the registrativn law aud its adwiu-
istration, as follows :

There is a great deal of complaint about
the neeleet of resistration officers by which
men who ousht of right to be voters are not
upim the list and esnnat vote.  The registra-
tion law should be admivistered as carelully
and cvnscientivu=ly as any other law, and with
the rights and interests of all partics iu view.

It is o mistake to suppose the registration
law was (rawied only to protect the interests
of a political party.  The rizhts of eitizeus
are suarded, and penalties provided for oflicers
who, by acts of vmission or ol commission de-
prive a qualified citizen of his riche to vote.
Thie law is so framed as to protect both the
oflicer who administers the luw, aud the citizen
who claims thie right to vote under it.  The
voter who is wronged las his remedy under
the law us wueh us he has a rewedy for any
wrony under any law.  T'hie township regis-
trars and the wmewmbers of the county bLoards
of registration can be made to do their duty.
Any willull neglect by the township recistrars
in the perforwance of the duties of office, by
which citizens suffer in the rights of fran-
chize, is indictable aud punisbable under the
Luw.

Another wistaken idea which has become
common ig, that in the regi-trution of voters
whose loyalty is guestivned, the burthen of
proof is Ly luw foreed on the applicaut for
registration.  Suvwe county Doards of regis-
tration have been in the hubit of telling meu
whose pames they do not want-upon the list ;
“8ir, we say you aided the rebellion.”  This
is what their sctivn amounts to if they do not
suy it in these very words. No man ean be
required to prove by others what it is im-
possible to prove. It is Liard to prove a negu-
tive. Noue of us can prove that we did not
aid the rebellion.

The Coostitution and laws provide that
every white male citizen, twenty-one years of
age, not a puuper, of sound mind, not under
cunviction of treason or of bribery at an clec-
tion, &e., who has been a resident of the State
one year, and of the county one month, and
did not aid the rebellion, shall be cutitled to
vote. Now when the claimant to the rizht to
vote appears before the township registrar, he
must satisfy the registrar that he is entitled
to vote according to the provisivns just men-
tioned. And he has a right to show by his
own evideuce, and it must be such as will
satisfy uny reasonuble, unprejudiced mind.—
A respeetable man's statement, under oath, is
gencraily considered evidence that should
sutisfy any reasonable wind, nat prejudiced.

Then if a County Board vf Registration
potify him to appear and show cause why he
should not be permitted to vote, it amouuts to
the usscrtion that he is not gualifed to vote.
Those wha allege that he 15 disqualified must
prove it themselves.  If they charge that he is
disqualified by reason of having aided in the
rebellion, they must prove it bofore they have
any right to take his pame from the list.—
The County Board of Registration has no
right to strike 8 man’s name from the list
merely because charges hive been made
agrainst him.  He isto be considered innocent
until proven guilty of tho charze.

State oF WEesT VinGiNia,
ExecuTiVE DEPARTMENT,
CnarLesToN, Scp. 13, 1870.
To'the Doards of Registration :

Sinece the instractiouns to Boards of Regis-
tration and Towoship Registrars, issued from
this Departmert on the ‘15th day of June,
1870, a concerted and ~mischievous plot to
gubvert the plainest provisions of our State
law, regulating the registration of voters, bas
been iuauzurated in mauy counties. The
parties engaxed in it have seized upon the
act uf Uongress entitled *An Act to enforce
the right of citizens of the United States to
vote, &e.,” approved May 3lst, 1870, [cen-
erally known us the **Aet to enforce the X Vith
Awmendwent to the Constitution of the Uni-
ted States”’] and by fulse and violent con~
structions of its provisions, svught to convert
it into an instrument of terror with which to
intimidate the Registrars. Boards of Regis-
tration. and lilection Officers. So far has
this seheme been carried out, that the leg-
istrars in all the counties were threatened with
fine and imprisonment if they refused to do
ns these self constituted interpreters of the
law demanded. Io many eounties the Reg-
istrars were arrested and placed under heavy
bouds to appear befure the United States Dis-
trict Court, and in other couunties were lodged
in the common jails; all this because these
officers declined to violate the oaths they had
taken, by putting upon the registers of voters
the nawes of persons disqualified to vote un-
der the Constitution and laws of the State.

As soon as the violent proccedings thus in-
stituted could be brought before the proper
authorities, they were declared illegal, and at
onco ordered to be dismissed., Wlhen the
Attorney-General of the United States was
apprised of the prosecutions iustituted acainst
Rewistrars, he promptly ordered their discon-
tunuance as illezal ; the Grand Jury, at the
sossion of the United Stutes Distriet Court
held at Clarksbure, on the 24ih day of Aun-
gust, 1870, failed to find a single indictment
acainst the Registrars; while the decision of
the om lluzh L. Bond, Judee of the 4th
Judicial Cirveuit of the United States, in the
Mellwee furbeas corpus ease heard on the 26th
ult.., at Muartinsburg, swept away the last
shadow of a pretense remaining to those who
had  comnmenced proscentivns  against the
State officers. Dy the proceedings just ves
cited, it will be seen that the State wuthori-
tics have been [ully sustained io their con-
struction given to the “Euforcement Act” of
(Congress. and iu the instructions issued to the
Bourds of Registration and other officers whose
duty it is to exceeute luws of the State.

Your dui}'. I.|n;rc!]1rc, 13 }l]n;n. Exceule
the luw reluting to the registration of voters,
as formerly instructed, feavlessly and impar~
tinlly ; not permitting yourselves for a wo-
ment to be deterved by intimidation, threats
of prosceution or violenee; exelude no citi-
zen [rom registration who is entitled to vote ;
regisier no one who is not entitled 1o vote.—
[n thus honedly exceuting the law, you will
be sustained with whatever puwer is at wmy
command.

The attempted subvertion of the laws of
the State and the questions raized by it, make
it necessary that 1 shonld suggest a few ins
structions to Boards ol Registration in addi-
tion tu those already given.

Whenever the Board of Registration is of
opinion, ufter an examination of the registers
of voters returncd by the Registrars, that any
person whose name has been r‘-_-_:i:.lcrutl 15 not
u qualdied voter, for any cause wontioned in
seetivn 1, of artele 3, of the Constitution of
W. Va., the Jast clause of whieh provides,
that “wo person who, sinee the first day of
June, eighteen hundred and sixty-one, bas
given or shall give voluntary aid or assistance
to the rebellion awainst the 1. 8., shall be al-
lowed to vote at any cleetion therein unless
be has volunteered into the wilitary or naval
service of the United States, and has been, or
shull be honorably discharged therefrom,” it
will be the duty of the Board in every case,
as well where sueh person was required by
the repister to take and subscribe the oath
deseribed in section 3 of chapter 3 of the
Code of West Virginia, as where he was uot
su required, to cause a notice to be served at
Jeast three days before the return day thereof
upon such persons to appear at their regulur
weetingon the first Monday in October, toshow
canse il any he can, why lis name shall not
be stricken from the regster of voters.  Such
notice should be issued and served in con-
formity with scetions 84, 55 and 37 of said
chapter 3. If such person does notappear as
requested by said notice, or if appearing he
does not “prove to the sutisfaction of the Board
that he is a qualified voter in the townshipin
which he has been regisiered,” it will be the
duty of the Doard to »strike his name from
the register of wvoters” It will be per-
ceived that by section 35 of said chapter, the
Board Las a right to ask the party who has
been registered, and that they are of upinion
is not a qualified voter, any question the DBoard
may decwn necessary, and has also a right to
examine, upon oath, such wituesses as the
Board may decm proper, or, the party inter-
ested may produce for the same purpose ; and,
if' after hearing all the evidenee, the Board
“is not satisficd” that such person is a quali-
fled voter, either because hie was in the Con-
federate Arwy, or fur any other cause, it will
be the duty of the Board, vo matter what

also see that by section S0 of said chapter 3,
if the Board cannot get through at the said
reyulas meeting on the first Monday in Oc-
tober. or at any other mecting with the busi-
ness it has to do, it wmay adjourn from duy to
duy until the business is completed.
