leaves a wife and two children to mourn his
untimely death.

Suootino AFJfftAY.. From the" Gerards
town Timet we leara that a shooting offraj
took place in Darkesville on Tuesday overling
the 23d alt, between T. T. Vanmetre, of tbii
oounty, and Robert Stewart and 8on, of Berk'
eley. The following are the facta of the ease

as near as the Timet has been able to gfctbei
them. An old difficulty existed between tbe
parties, and Mr. Vanmetre on his return from
Martinsburg, met with David Stewart, eon ol
Robert, whom be accused of carrying con¬

cealed weapons for him, and would havo at¬

tacked him had he not been prevented bj
persons present. Toudr Stewart then wenl

home, but shortly returned, followed by hie
father. Vanmetre began to abuse Robert
Stewart, Sr., and followed him a short dis¬
tance, when Stewart wheeled bis horse and
fired two or three sbots, one of which took ef
feet in the fleshy part of the left thigh..
David Stewart camo up and fired two shots
from behind Vanmetre, neither of which
struck him. Dr. L. M. Sencindiver extracted
the ball, and Vanmetre went to his home..
The wound was not considered dangerous..
Vanmetre was not armed.

The Comet..For some time the scientists
have been promising us a comet, aud now

it is in sight, and can be found as follows :

At nine or ten o'clock the dipper is seen

with the handle iu the direction from the
horizon. " The two lowa.it stars in the bowl of
tbe dipper (furthest from the handle) aro

called the pointers, because thev point to the
pole star; the one nearer the polo being called
duhhe. The oomct forms nearly an equilat
eral triangle wilh dubho and the pole star,
being situated below them. The tail is above
the nucleus and inclined toward the pole star.

Professor ITenry M. Parkhurst, of New
York, states that on t':e 25tb of June the
tail of the comet was three million miles in
length, and he assumes an increaso of one-

tenth each day, arriving at the startling re¬

sult that on the 20th of July it will toueli
the earth. lie does not, however, anticipate
any appreciable physical effect, further than
possible electrical phenomena like the aurora.
