THE PROTEOTIVETARIFF.
The protective tariff that is kept in oper¬

atic in this country for tho benefit of a few
manufacturers, says the Alexandria Gazette,
has helped in no small degree to produce the

prevailing hard times, and if continued
must of necessity make them harder by eith¬
er preventing an iucrcasa in or seriously di¬
minishing foreign orders for American goods,
und consequently either preventing an in¬
crease in or'seriously diminishing tho labor
employed to supply these orders. Canada
already io consequence of this tariff has do
termined to establish a similar one, wbich
will of course reduce to a minimum the quan.
tity of goods exported from the United States
to that country, and the European govern¬
ments, for the same reasons, are comtcmpla-
1 tho imposition of heavy duties on Amer¬
ican products. This is not only natural but
tensible, and the wonder is that retaliatory
t .riff-' have not been imposed before. When
I hey shall have become general, as must be
the case if tho American tariff be allowed to

remain in force, tha balance in trade, now

permitted by their non existence to bo in fa¬
vor of this country, will bo likely to change
sides, and the depression in business on this
sid:> of the Atlantic be greater than ever..

Freo trade, not only io ships, but in every¬
thing else, is what this country wants to
stimulate its-industries, for American goods
ere the best and the cheapest in the world,
are sought for everywhere, and could be ob¬
tained wherever sought if it wero not that
the tarill laid on foreign goods in this coun¬

try prevents the importation of such goods,
and consequently deprives foreign merchants
cf that means of paying for what they would
otherwise buy here.

The
Ecutencc of death was that proscribed for this
criinc not only by Confederate law, but by
the laws of the European nations. lie had
no power to pardon such criminals, and, tho

Gen. Johnston says ho has
no reason to think the men exeouted were

Irishmen, and that long acquaintance with
the Irish as soldiers itnprcssad him with tho
belief that they arc interior to none in fidel¬
ity and courage.

THE NOVEMBER ELECTIONS.
Elections take plaee in thirty States to-

day, in all ot* which members of Congress
ore to be elected.two hundred and twenty-
four members of the [louse of Representa¬
tives. The States are as follows : Alabama,
Arkansas, Connecticut, Delaware, Florida,
Georgia, Illinois, Kansas, Kentucky, Louisi¬
ana, Maryland, Massachusetts, Michigan,
Minnesota, Mississippi, Missouri, Nebraska,
Nevada, New Hampshire, New Jersey, New
York, North Carolina, Pennsylvania, Ilhodo
Island, South Carolina, Tennessee, Texas,
Vermont, Virginia and Wisconsin. The
Republicans are making superhuman efforts
to carry PennsyIvania. Already thirteon
thousand fraudulent names have been striok-
cn off the registry liet ia Philadelphia, and
money is being used by thousands to buy
up votes. If the Democracy carry Pennsyl¬
vania it will be a triumph over fraud, cor¬

THE EFFECT OF USURY.

"Money is a legal representative, and
serves toJix an income, but not to produco
wealth. Loan it twenty or thirty times when
interest ia high, and every tiuio it is lent it
makes an income lor the leuder for a longer
or shorter period, which impovcrinhei tho
borrowers because they must sell their pro¬
ducts to pay the interest. The principal
borrowed must soon be returned to the lenders
in interest, and the interest is reloaned to the
people. These high rates of intorest serve to
make the peoplo paying them, tributary to
a few money holders among themselves and
in other States, l'cr a few years previous
to 1S51, the State of Wisoonsin made all
rates of interest legal ; that is, the rate of in¬
terest was a matter of agreemout between the
borrower and the lender. The consequence
was, that tho rate of interest varied from 12
to 100 per cent , per annum. Wo aro credi¬
bly informed that the highest rato was, in
many instances, cxactcd and good landed se»

curity obtained for its payment. Let us see

what effect certain rates of interest on money
borrowed abroad must have on the circula¬
ting medium of the State. If the rato of
interest were at one percent., and T., living
in New York, should lend §10,000 in Wis¬
consin at that rate, the borrower, at tho end
of the year, must send T. S100. Th*» people
of Wisconsin would have §9,900 of tho money
borrowed remaining among them as a circula¬
ting medium. Cut, if T. lend his money at
twelve per cent, the borrower must send T.,
at tho close of the year. SI,200, and but
S8,800 would bo left eircula'ing in Wiscon¬
sin. If he lend at fifty per cent, the bor¬
rower must duly send T. So,000 to pay the
interest, so uiat onu uair 01 liio oorroweu

money is returnee] to T. in New York, and
only §5.000 is left in Wisconsin. Hut it T.
lend the S10.000 at a buudrcd per cent.,
per annum, tho borrower must Bend T., at
the end of the year, 810,000, and not one

dollar of it is left in Wisconsin. Still the
borrower would bo indebted to T. for the
principal of S10 000. and, in another year,
would owo T. 510,000 mora in interest. It
would not take a very large amount ofmoney
lent at this and approximate rates by tho
citizens of Now York to those of Wisconsin,
to throw tho balance of trad* Against Wis¬
consin and in favor of New York ; cow, in
such a case, would it be strange that money
should be scarce in Wisconsin whilo it was

plentiful in Ntw York ?
' In the United Ststes, if interest were re¬

duced to one, or to one and one-tenth per
cent., useful productions would probably i*h>
crease from twenty-five to fifty per cent.
I he wealth, instead of heiiisr accumulated in
a few hands, could be distributed among its
producers ; a larze proportion of tho labor
employed, iu building jip cities, wonld be
expended in cult ion/My ami bctilitift/iv/ the
countr)/. Internal improvements woiii.I be
made to an extent, and in a perfection nn<

exam pled in tho history of nations. Agri¬
culture, manufactures, and the arts would
flourish in every part of tho country. Those
who are now non producers would naturally
become producers. The production would
be owned by those who performed the labor,
because tho Standard of distribution (which
is money) would nearly conform to tho natu¬
ral rights of man." " Kellog page 183 to 1S5.
