| SPIRIT OF JEFFERSON

Cranims Tows, Jarrsrsox Qousrr, W. Vi

TUESDAY MORNING. AUGUST 11,1505,

Charies Broadway Rouss.

It affords us great pleasure to re-
produce the following sketch of Com-
rade Rouss. It was prepared by one
familiar with his wonderful career
and who from long and intimate as-
sociation with bim can speak with the
freedom of truth nod suthority. The
record of Comrade Rouss’ service as
a gallant private in the Confederaje
army; his loyal devotion io his com-
rades and to the memory of the
cause that he served so well; his
bountiful and continuous, generosity
to the suffering and needy, and his
intelligent and earnest cfforts o
leave to posterity enduring proofs
of the courage, loyalty and devotion
to duty of the Confederate soldier™
are too well known to require repeti-
tion, and have deservediy womn dor
him the warmest place in the South-
ern heart:

The close of the war found Mr.
Rouss penniless. The accumulation
of induostry had been swepl away.
He returned to the old homestesd
and entered upon the only work
available to him. For one year, in
summer’s heat and winter’s cold,
this gifted man toiled in the field.
He now refers to his hard experience
in wordds of pathos that move lie
heart of one who hears them. The
physical Inbor, severe as it was, op-
pressed him the least. While his
busy brain, high ambition and rest-
less ‘energy inspired bim 1o seeR
another sphere of actien ; while hope
whispered night and day of success
to be achieved in the busy mart of
trade, of fame and fortune to he won
in mercantile pursuits, his kindred
with whom he dwelt took no part in
his enthusiasm. They did not seem
to have discovered those lutent abili-
ties which I'c was econscious of pos-
sessing, When he annonnced his
determivation of seeking a position
more in consonance with his tastes
and affording more scope to his abil-
ities, they attempted to dissuade
him. They werdpprehiensive of
his venturing ont into the world
awong strapgers and without a dollar
in his pocket.

trAllowances must be made for the
anxiety of that household. It was
not given to them to pierce the future,
The father, who had paid the penal-
ty of loyal service and devotion to
the Southern canse, by a long im-
prisonment in Fort Deleware, had
returned to his home. The secattered
members of his family were reanited
and all looked forward to & long,
quiet and peaceful home association.
It was but natural that there should
be general opposition to the disrup-
tion of this reunited family hy the
departure of one of its members.—
This opposition was intensilied when
Mr. Rouss announced that tie North
waus the chosen field of his future la-
bors,for the devastation of the Valley
of Virginin by the Union soldiers
had created a bitter feeling against
the section whence they came.

“‘Strong in his purpose and hopes,
severing home association with all
pearest and dearest to him, he set
his face Northward®and resolutely
pursued his way to that great em-
porium of commerce which his in-
telligence told Lim yielded an sbun-
dance of fruit to one who had the
energy, pluck and brains to gather
it. With scant supply of clothing,
weary, footwocn, friendless and
with no money in his purse he had
reached the great city of New York.
Then commenced the struggle for a
foothold. Daily he made the dreary
rounds seeking employment; grew
weary, but never despondent; suf-
fered disappointment, bnt never
lost hope; was bungry, bul never
flinched. With the wedge of per-
severance, the mallet of coursge snd
and the power of ambition he made
an opening in the strong wall of
commerce. Seccuring part of a small
shop in a side street, he commenced
planning a paluce ou Broadway. Fa-
wmiliarizing himself with existing
commercial law and usaga, he evol-
ved a system that showed hiow prac-
tically valaless were both. Assail-
ing the long established stronghalds
of credit with the catapult of spot
cash lie listened 1o long-winded dis-
sertations upon the importance of
organized charities and then gave
informally, freely and directly to
all the suffering and needy who ap-
pealed to him. With ten.zity born
of conviction he clung to the system
that he had created. Temporary
reverses did not impair bis faith but
stimulated his exertions and findlly
success, that should satisfy the most
sanguine, crowned his efforts.

*This extraordinary man is at
once an example and a study. His
life has been one of positive condi-
tions. In tender youlh, privations
and wagt. In young manhood, hard
labor, sacrifices and the sufferings
of army life. Later on, poverly, a
constant strogzle for a start in life
and disappointed hopes and ambi-
tions. In mature years a lifting of
the clouds—the dawn of prosperity
the opening of a vista of boundless
possibilities—the realization of hopes
the fruition of coustant, untiring and
intelligent labor and the accumula-
tion of an ample fortune. In this
countrv of wonderful individoal
achievements there is no instance of
success mare striking than of Mr.
Rouss. In all his struggles hie never
had a favorable condition that was
not of hiz own creation. He owes
nothing to eredit, for none was ex-
tended to him.
