Fort Delaware.

BY CAl'T. GEORGE BAYI.OR.

Lake Leman ties by Chilton's walls,A thousand foot tn.'depth below
It's uiiusM waters meet and flow.

Bvuos.
Fort Delaware is situated on an

island in the Delaware Bay and near
the mouth of the Delaware river. A
ferry boat during the war plied be¬
tween the island and the mainland
at Delaware City. During the time
I was a prisoner there, the Confed¬
erate officers were confined in the in¬
terior of the Fort. The rooms occu¬
pied by the prisoners opened 011 a
long hall, which ied to a broad stair¬
way leading to the ground floor. At.
the lu-ad of this stairway sentinels
were plaerd to confine 11s to the
apartments ab->ve. There was also
a stairway jeailing above lo the para¬
pet. From this parapet to the water
below was probably forty feet. The
windows of our apartments opened
pn the bay, and were secured with
iron bars. The rooms were comfor¬
table,though scant of furniture. The
prisoners had free access lo each
other, and visiting at all times was
allowed. The number coni'ned in
the interior of the Fort during my
slay did not exceed twenty or fall
below twelve. There was on dutyat the Fort a German regiment, and
those with whom we were thrown in
contact seemed clever enough..Rome of the Federal officers paid us
frequent visit9, and were, with a few
exceptions, kind and considerate..
Col. Perkins was commandant, and
his clerk, Gemmil, was in our quar¬ters daily and entered into many of
our sports. Through him our mail was
seut and received, it being inspectedby him in going out and coming in,
to prevent contraband matters. No
rations wore furnished 113, but, in
lieu thereof, a commullation of six¬
teen cents a day, with liberty to buy.We divided into messes, and our
mess had as cook, one of our men,held on some trumped up charge,and who was gla'd to get on the in¬
terior of the Fort, as those without
were treated very harshly. Our
townsman, J. Ogden Murray, was
our Commissary General, and with a
little aid to our commutation from our
individual means and the charity of
lady friends, lived comfortably, com¬
pared with those at other prisons.We varied the monotony of prisonwith cards, drafts, chess and back¬
gammon, which aided materially in
relieving the tedium. The few books
in our store were eagerly devoured,
and the Bible was not forgotten. At
times, pranks of various sorts were
played 011 each other. One of our
prisoners, Lieut. Tormey, of the
First Maryland, was quite a con¬
ceited youth and spent much of his
time in regaling us with episodes in
regard to his many sweethearts in
Baltimore. Murray and myself, bytreasuring up Tormey's revelations,
soon knew Tormey's sweetheart
about as well as Tormeyclicl himself,
and conceived the idea of personatingher and inditing to Tormey a fervent
epistle. With the aid of Gemmil,who readily entered into the scheme,
we wrote the letter, got Gemmil to
copy, stamp and deliver to Tormey.How Tormey's spirits revived on the
reception of it He was so full of it,he could not keep the secret, so made
us his confidants. He was kept busyseveral days composing an answer,
which he finally delivered to Gemmil
for inspection and mail. Gemmil
gave us a copy and mailed the origi¬nal, but whether the young lady re¬
ceived it or not, we never knew..
She certainly did not answer it, but
we did, keeping up a brisk corres¬
pondence for some weeks and doingTormey as much good as if the let¬
ters had been genuine. He did not
discover the cheat until a few daysbefore our departure, and, like a
good natured soul that he was, look
it all very kindly. Not so with
Lieut. Purvis, upon whom we played
a siiniliar joke, and when he found
us out. refused to speak to Murray,
my father or myself, until the day of
our departure, when he relented and
forgave us.

In my last letter I left off my
father's diary at March 10, and w?ll
now resume until the date of our
separation:
March llth.-Grouud eovcrcd with enow. No

news
March 12th..Cot. Perkins sent for nie to¬

day relative to the removal of all privates
from our quarters into the outer barracks. I
tried the mason on hitn to-dnj and he respond¬
ed promptly.
March 18th..Two of our officers left ns for

Fort Mclienry to bo exchanged, Capt. Cooper
and Went. Milam. They took leave of ns at
7 p. in. The remaining officers much dejcctcd
at being left behind.
March 14th..Arose about 7 a. m. Made up

my fire and bed, took a good bath and
dressed. Our house looks somewhat deserted
this morning. Wrote to Misses Heiskell a"ft
Clements, two ladies of Pbiladelph'a.who had
sent ine their photographs. Got a bottle of
Codlivcr oil and whiskey from surgeon.
March 15..My 18th Sunday in prison.

Snowing fast.
March 16..Received box from my friend,

MissCbceseborough.containing snit of clothes
for George, pair of shoes, traveling shirt, two
pair socks. 2 towels, chest protector, necktic
and ball of soap, and for me 40 paper collars,
2 silk handkercliiels, pair of suspenders, two
crash towels. 5 pair shoestrings, teapot, tea,
sngar. crackers, butter and jelly. Provost
Marshal Harris retained George's travelingshirt, necktie and eliest protector. He also
retained all the articles sent Murray. Ryle,Blanton.Marberry, Cooper, Milam and Purvis.
Capt. Marberry received a very nice box of
eatables from Miss Waruer.of Tennessee. Ke-
ceived letter from wife to-day.
March 17..Col. Perkins permitted Georgeto have the traveling shirt made for him byMiss Maria Checscborough. Wrote home.
March 16th..The lioys sold Lieut. Purvis

badly. He wrote to Mrs. IJeall some days agoand expressed much uBection for her. Theyanswered the letter fox him and feigned that.
it was a proposal of marriage, and that she
accepted his offer. He answered the letter,
explaining to her that she had miscoustroo-i

his language and Intentions, that they were
not those of love, but of esteem. After hia
letter had been forwarded Mrs. Beall, discov¬
ered it was a joke of the boys. Permission
was granted Morrison. Mnrray. George and
myself to visit Mrs. Weaver and Hays, from
Baltimore, at the Colonel's office, 1 did not
avail myself of the privilege. The others did.
The ladies brought them a box of provisions.
March 19..George wrote to Miss Maria

our rooms. My number 1b 6. Wo walked out
this evening on the Island.
March 20..Arose and made the fire as usual

and made up my bed. George and Murray in
bed asleep. Purvis received a box of tilings,eatables. &c., from Mrs. James, of Baltimore.
Received letter from my wife to-day. News
from my connty gloomy.
March 31..As usual had to make np myfire. George and .Murray in bed.
March 22..Wo walked out on the parapetin the afternoon. A beautiful day.
March 23..Arose aud made my fire.

George and Mnrray iu bed. Keceivcd a letter
from Mis. Eliza Cheescborough, of Philadel¬
phia. It breathes the language of true and
disinterested friendship. I cannot express the
deep grutitnde I owe to this stranger lady and
her two. daughters for their great kindness to
me since I have been in prison in this fort.
March 24..All bauds washing out room.

No news today. Walked out ou Island.
March 25..Suffering with rheumatism..

Held court today and convicted Murray and
Kyle of improper conduct. Keccived a letter
from my nephew, Capt. Thos,G.Baylor, from
Fortress Monroe. Btating that all prisonerscaptured before January 12th, 1863, would be
exchanged.
March 26..All lively this morning, buoyed

up with the hope of a speedy exchange. This
day has been set apart by President Davis as
a duy of Thanksgiving in the Confederate
States. I observed it here in my prison.March 27..Timo passes more heavily as the
days increase in length and the spring ad¬
vances, Wrote to Miss Choeseborougli.
.March 28.. Suffering with rheumatism aud

down in spirits. No news.
March 39..Still suffering with rheumatism.

My 15th Sunday in prison.
March 30..All bunds scrubbing out to-day,expecting a new commandant to take charge

to-morrow. All iu high spirits. The pupers
state an exchange of officers has been agreed
upon. George received a letter from Miss
Maria Clieesehorough.one from Mrs. Egertou.and one from Jennie Rutherford.
March 31..We were aroused by the arrival

of 23 additional prisoners to our number. Dr.
Jesse Stockcr, Mr. P. II Rouss, Dr.Robert A.
Lucas, Capt. James W. Glenn and Robert
Lucuo, Jr.. from Jefferson county. The others
are from Loudoun and Botetourte counties and
City of Baltimore. We took Dr. Slockcr and
Mr. Kouss into our room. Nine of the gentle¬
men joined our mess. About 13 ocloek an
order was received to remove all the prison¬
ers who arrived last night to other apart¬
ments. We parted with our friends with
much reluctance, knowing they will be
far less comfortable than tliey would
be with us. To-dav is inspection day.Our quarters were visited by the Colonel and
his staff.
The Colonel, as usual, was very polite and

told us that ho thought we would all bo ex¬
changed in a few days, and that he would
leave us for more aetivo service in a day or
so. Capt. Stanislaus McClowskis made me
a present of a nice silk tobacco purse and to-
liacco;tlie purse was knit by his wife. Capt. Mc¬Clowskis is a Prussian. Sent over fire blank¬
ets t>> our countymen in prison. Capt. Mc¬
Clowskis thought borne of our countymen had
lam bail pkyaiosiqucs.

April 1st..The prisoners sent to the Fort
yesterday are charged with being secret ene¬
mies, spies, horse thieves and traitors, and
ure kept in close confinement. Paid my mess
bill for month of March, cash 34.38. and com¬
mutation S4.90, making 49.29 each for the
mouth, Wu are all oxpectiug to leave.
April 2nd..The Adjutant came up this

morning and took down the names of all the
officers and privates here for exchange, and
notified me that I would not be exchanged..Very great disappointment to me. The order
lor my detention read as follows: "Cap:.George Baylor, (meaning Robert,) a prisoner
at. Fort Delaware, is charged with violating a
D ig of truce and murder, aud will be retained
in confinement." Geo. W. Purvis was also
detained, Thev all went off this evening in
good spirits. Purvis moved into my roorii..
We are left sole heirs of all the plunder. Col.
Perkins cuine up to see me this evening aud
promised to do what he could for me in Wash¬
ington. George received a letter from Julia
to-dav. I will answer it to-morrow. Tne
parties who went off to-day were Capt.'s
Price, Marbcrry and Morrison, Licut.'s Kyle,Blanton, Murray,Tormey and Baylor, and all
the privates. Purvis and myself p issed I he
night very quietly. Received from Mrs. Eg¬
ertou 1 box of cheese, 0 bams. 4 bcof tongues,1 doz. jars of pickles and 3 bottles of csscucc
of ginger. Wrote to Capt. Thos. G. Baylorby George.

April 3rd..A very fine day for the boys to
go down the bay. f made an earnest appculthis morning to Col. Bnehannou, (our new
commandant.) to have removed to our quar¬
ters Capt. Glenn. Mr. Rouss, Drs. Stockcr
aud Lucas and R. Lucas, Jr. He said he
would give my application a favorable con¬
sideration. Received a very kiud letter from
Miss Nannie Comegys, of Cbcstertowu, Md,

Before giving an account of my
journey after leaving Fort Delaware,
wish to explain a portion of my fa¬
ther's diary. It is very patent that
the expression for several mornings,
" George and Murray are in bed
asleep," was intended as a reflection
on our conduct. Filial duty may
have required me under other cir¬
cumstances to have risen early and
made the fire. but sleep was the
greatest comfort enjoyed in prison,
and often remonstrated with my
father for his early rising and begged
him to permit me to sleep away as
much of my prison life as possible. In-

our countymen were closely confined
on the exterior of the Fort, in mis¬
erable barracks, and very inhumanly
treated.
