Fifteen thousand non-combatants have
left Santiago and fled to Caney and oth¬
er towns within the American lines..
General Shatter agreed to give them a

limited supply of food.
The Spanish vessel Reina Mercedes

was sunk near the entrance of Santiago
harbor Tuesday night by the Massachu¬
setts and Texas. Admiral Sampson says:
"I am inclined to think it was the in¬
tention to sink her in the channel and
thus block the harbor entrance. If so.
this plan was defeated by the fire of the
ships,as she lies on the edge of the shore."
The Spanish fleet under Admiral Ca-

mara, which had been ordered to Manila,
started back through the Suez canal Fri¬
day, to defend the coast of Spain.

It is stated that, notwithstanding Ca-
mara's return, Commodore Watson's
squadron will surely be sent to Spain.
General Shatter cabled to Washington

Sunday that General Toral, in command
of the Spanish troops in Santiago, had
refused to entertain an unconditional
surrender, and that in consequence a

combined attack on the city had been
planned for 4 o'clock Sunday afternoon.
Later General Shatter sent another ca¬

blegram that about 4 o'clock the Span¬
iards had opened fire, but had been soon

silenced, though three Americans were
wounded.
Commodore Watson's fleet has been

directed to hurry its departure to attack
the coast of Spain, first seizing a base in
the Canary Islands.
The auxiliary cruiser St. Louis arrived

at Portsmouth, N. H., Sunday, with Ad-
miral Cervera, 53 Spanish officers and
638 Spanish sailors as prisoners. The
Admiral and his officers will be taken to

Annapolis.
General Miles arrived off Santiago yes¬

terday on the auxiliary cruiser Yale, in
which he left Charleston, S. C., Saturday.
A special dispatch from the army near

Santiago says that General Shatter, be¬
cause of the light firing Sunday by the
Spaniards, has a suspicion that Santiago
is already largely deserted and the Span¬
iards fleeing westward.
Wm. J. Bryan's regiment of Nebraska

infantry has been directed to join the
corps of Gen. Fitz. Lee at Jacksonville.
A Madrid dispatch to the London

Times states that Senor Sagasta, the
Spanish premier, tendered to the Queen
Regent his resiguation, and that of the
cabinet.

It is asserted in Madrid that the United
States demands, as conditions of peace,
the possession of Cuba and Porto Rico,
with a port in the Canaries; the payment
of an indemnity of $240,000,000, and the
retention of the Philippines as guarantee
of the payment of the indemnity.
