War Revenue Stamps.
The war revenue act went into effect Fri¬

day, July 1st, and since that date stamps
have to be placed on all legal documents as
follows: Deeds, leases, assignments, 25 cents
when the amount is between $100 and $o00,
and 50 cents for any fraction over $500..
Mortgages and deeds of trust, 25 cents when
the amount is between $1,000 and $1,500,and
25 cents for every additional $500 or fraction
thereof. Indemnity bonds, 25 cents. Power
of attorney 25 cents. Bank checks, drafts,
etc.. 2 cents for any amount. Promissory
notes, 5 cents. Telegraphic and telephone
messages, one cent for each ten words or

less. Receipts and bills do not require
stamps. The stamp tax falls heaviest upon
druggists and merchants who handle medi¬
cines. Everything offered in the drug line
must have a stamp placed upon it, such as

patent medicines, pills, troches or lozenges,
toothpowders, tonics, plasters, liniments,
salves, ointments, pastes, waters, essences,
spirits, oils or anything put up and offered
for sale us a special remedy. Colognes, face
powders, pomatums, cosmetics, chewing
gums, hair oils and perfumeries of all sorts.
Our merchants that carry in their stock
patent medicines, cough syrups, liniments,
pills, castor oil, sweet oil and sewing ma¬
chine oil, flavoring essences, borsepowders,
vaseline, &c., must bear in mind that they
will have to put on their goods,stamps rang¬
ing from i cent on a five cent bottle up to
four cents on a dollar bottle. They are per¬
mitted to do this with the stock on bund
when they sell it^ but a failure to do so in¬
curs a heavy penalty. The cost of the stamps
falls entirely on the retailer on all articles
on which the price is fixed by the manufact¬
urers.
