Rural Free Delivery.
Under this head First-Assistant Post¬

master-General Johnson, in his first an¬
nual report, says:
" At the date of this report there are ac¬

tually more applications pending than
there have been services established since
the first experimental rural free delivery
was started, at Charles Town, W. Va., on

October i, 1S96.
"The character of the service has risen

with its breadth of extension. Rural car¬
riers now register letters, give receipts for
money orders, cancel stamps and deliver
letters on their routes without their pass¬
ing through a postoffice.
"As the rural earner service approxi¬

mates tn its nature that established in cit¬
ies, it is deemed advisable that similar
rules should prevail. I therefore have
recommended that the carriers on rural
routes should be allowed 15 days' leave of
absence with pay each year, as are the car¬
riers iu cities. Their fidelity of service
under conditions of weather~and roads
which are often extremely trying fnlly
justifies, in my opinion, this conce»sion.
"Most of the arguments at one time ad-

vancod to prove that the expense of rural
free delivery would swamp the postal rev¬
enues and could never be counterbalanc¬
ed by saving in other service dispensed
with or bv resulting increase of postal
receipts have been refuted by the logic
of actual facts, of which salient illustra¬
tions will be found in other portions of
this report. In nearly every instance
where this demonstration is not made
clc;,r the result has arisen from confusion
ot jurisdiction, susceptible of remedy by
administrative or legislative direction."

Items of Interest.
One hundred and fifty houses are in

course of erection at Fairmont.
The census reports show thatClurke coun¬

ty has lost about 300 over last census. The
present population is 7,027.
A number of improvements arc being

made at the Hurt Hotel on North Market
street, which will make it one of the best
hostelries in the Valley. The hotel is
being lighted by electricity, and a con¬
tract has been awarded for steam heat.

Prof. William Royal "Storkes, Balti¬
more City bacteriologist and professor of
pathology University of Maryland, lias
just completed experiments which prove
that neither the dog nor cat. horses nor
cows, pigs nor mice, nor any domestic
animals can transmit typhoid fever to
man.

The West Virginia Central Railway
has completed a second track from Blame
to Harrison, and south-bound trains now
use the west track between thosestations.
A siding has also been completed be¬
tween Henry and Wilsonia. The entire
road will eventually lie double-tracked
by the gradual extension of sidings.
The preliminary report of the Isthmian

Canal Commission favors the Nicarau-
guan route and a canal 30 feet in depth
at a cost of about $120,000,000 It is
found that it will take less than 10 years
to build the canal and some of the-engi-
neers estimate that during its construc¬
tion at least 50,000 men will be given em¬

ployment in the United States and 011
the isthmus.
The Greenbrier Branch of the Chesa¬

peake and Ohio railroad has been com¬

pleted between Marlintonand Whitcomb
Junction, 59 miles. It is expected that
the entire line from Whitcomb to Durbin,
100 miles, will be completed by January
1. At Durbina Junction is formed with
the Coal and Iron Division of the West
Virginia Central and Pittsburg railway,
now under construction.
