Tho spot where the
murder was committed is tho most lone ly
and dcBolato imaginable, being surroun
detl by high hills, with no Imu'e near bul
tbe wretched cubin of McOce.

Narrow liscupc from belli# Burled
Alive.

The following statement is made of llio
narrow escapo of a wounded soldier
from being buiicd alivo :
