The Administration' have received an

important piece of official information
from Minister Halo at Madrid, staling that,
overtures liavo been made to him, as the
American representative, for the sale of
the United States by the new Spanish
Government of the Island of Cuba. The
matter was laid before the Cabinet to-<lay,
and as soon as it assumes a inure definite
shape it will be cuiuinunicatod to Con¬
gress ih advance of any stops looking to¬
ward a treaty in the premises. The price
intimated is raid to exceed twenty mil¬
lions in gold.

At a ro»cnt meeting of negroes iu
Washington City, to .appoint delegates to
a national, Su.flraga Convention, there
was much wrangling. The following
from thb iSlur's report shows what iiuita-1
tivo beings the blacks are, and how close¬
ly they try to copy after Congress:

"Cornelius Clarko attempted to speak,
when John Loudoun interrupted, where¬
upon lie (Clarke) turned arouud and re¬
marked to l/oudouti, 'You aro drunk,
sir, and had better go homo to bed. 1
mean what [ say, anil am responsible,
here or elsowhoio ' Loudoun, still on his
feet andtottcring, replied, 'I iuiputo that
to your ignorauco.' "

After many confercnccs between the

Virginia Commilfec and fls it'dividual
members with the Judiciary Committee
of tho Henato and House, it sectlls to be
pretty well understood' that u tinal and
deliuita arraugonicnt has been substanti¬
ally agreed to, following the precedent iu
tlio Missouri compromise', and the pro¬
ceedings upon the admission of Oregon,
Kansas and Nebraska. A bill will be
prepared authorizing the admission of
Virginia upon thu adoption of the propo¬
sed constitution, willmo obnoxious claus¬
es in regard to disfranchisement, tho test
oath, and probably some other objectiona¬
ble features, stricken out. When this
bill shall bo passed it is believed it will bo
followed by an amnesty bill, cither uni¬
versal or with abide few exceptions, to take
eficct on tlio ratification of tho Constitu¬
tion. It is said this adjustment meets the
approbation of General Graut, Secretary
Scliolield and a large number of tho most
prominent members of both houses of
Congress.

General C>illnui concluded his testimo¬
ny before the Keconstructiou Committee
on the 1.0th, iu tho Mississippi ease, lie
explained that tho rejected Constitution
was so stringently prescriptive of the white
race, that scarcely a corporal's guard of
the native whito population would sup¬
port it, and that many intelligent negroes
had voted against it for this reason. He
was emphatic iu his opinion that under
all tho eircumstanocs It would bo an out¬
rage to I'orec that Constitution on the
Stato. A carpet-bagger and u negro, tho
loiter one of tho radtcnl committee sent
line, were also examined by tho commit¬
tee. Tho latter strongly favored the ao-

ccptailco of tho present constitution, as,
according to his loyal ideas, it was best to
disfranchise tho whites. He told the com¬
mittee tho I'recdinen's Iluroau iu that
Stato had liecn miserably inefficient; but
this, he said, Was because General Uillem
was opposed to tho ncuroes, and the Itu-
reau (illicors could not art iu harmony
With him. General Gillcui's testimonyntiide n strong impression on the commit¬
ted. .
