Pic-Xlcs were among the fea¬
tures of the «flebration in many in¬
stances, and well filled baskets attested
how plenteous was the store of all
things tempting to the appetite in this
highly favored section of country. It
is not with our friends and neighl»ors
as it is with many of the poor and des¬
titute peojde further baek in the inte¬
rior, at the out-edge of the State, where.
four years of war have wasted away
the fruits of long toil- We hear of
many excellent little speeches and ad¬
dresses. made by old and young, citi¬
zens and soldiers, at the pic-nics. The
Sunday School children made music in
the woods at several places all the day
long with their hymns and patriotic
songs. It is fair to say that we have
heard of no such general and jubilant
observance of the Fourth of July for.
years. The people were happy because
of the close of the war, and because of
the belief that our days of sadness
have passed away like a cloud and left
us a sky nearly clear nnd bright.
ADVANCE Of*THE FIVE-TWEXTIES.
Five-twenties have advanced in the!

I^ondon market to 71M, and conse¬

quently the price tends upward in New
York. They are quoted in the dis-j
patches this morning at 105. It is al-'
together probable that they will con¬
tinue to advance in England until they
reach the par of Exchange, To us
Americans it is unaccountable that
they have not long since gone,
much higher thau present quota¬
tions, considering that money is loaned
at such low rates of interest in Europe.
The English capitalists, however, are1
the most timid of mortals, and in point
of sagacity, are far l»eltind the bankers'
of Frankfort and Amsterdam. These
latter have made a good deal of money
out of our Five-twenties, having bought
largely when gold was 275, thus realiz¬
ing then a round premium on their
exchange, and realizing now another
premium from the advance of their
bonds to 71 from 35 and 40. This they
did while the English were burning
their fingers with the rebel loan and with
Mexican )>onds. The London capital¬
ists now see their mistake, and arc

gradually awakening to the fact that
they have been very badly duped both
by what tliey did buy and what they
neglected to buy. The Ijondou Morn¬
ing JStor of June 20, explains the delu¬
sion nnd the awakening thus:
..The strong tendency of the English

nubile to Invest in American securities
which is now being exhibited, is the
natural result of the reaction from the
false mid distorted views which were
current tinring the war. The real oi
tl»«»sc who sought to damage the repu¬tation of a great nation Was overdone,
and the public have now found that ail
those wild assertions of anarcliv, col¬
lapse, exhaustion, tyranny, and everyother woe which could bofail a nation,existed only in the imaginationa-of the
writers who gave them currency. Tin
amount of misreprescntati6n to which
respectable and leading journals lent
themselves during the war was posi¬tively revolting, and the sufferers were
not the Americans, but Knglisli men,who were so grossly misled in business
affairs. We are quite aware that the
large transactions in all descriptions ol
American stocks, and especially to-dayin the Five Twenty lionds, are not
entirely attributable to Knglisli de¬mand.* The Frankfort dealers have
come in with considerable ordersand the the American houses also,
a Itor a short cessation, have againl>egun to take considerable quantities.Still there is a steady and growingdemand for this description of security
on the part ofthe genernl public, whichwill continue until the « percent: bondsof the next mast stable govcrmueut in
the would to our own reach a pricemore like their natural level."

VALUEOF SOUTHERN PROPERTY.
The Xew York Neicx thinks that,

owing to the disorganization of society,
the value of Southern lauded, property
is nearly extinguished by the war. »n/l.

limitations in the Amnesty Proclama¬
tion of the President will be much less
than supposed, or "quite insignificant
in the number of persons excluded^'.
We quote:
"The plantations that with the regu¬

lar and certain availability of negro
toil wore worth from twenty to fifty
doilars an acre, in the disorganization
of the labor front which they received
their value, are now worth in produc¬
tive capital the price of even ordinary
wihl lands. The improvements on
these estates, whether gins presses,
sugar houses, residences, are all of
hardly any worth in fact, since the con¬
dition of that worth has has been de¬
stroyed by.the disorganization oflabor.
TheValue of Southern property, then,
whatever it may be in poiject, is, under
the present conditions of production,
almost totally destroyed. The average
of the large plantations of the South
would not give a breadth of more than
about 400 acres of culture and perhaps
about 1,000 of forest. The present use-
lessnsss of both field forest and build¬
ing in the ease place the worth of each
of the great plantations of the South at
a value far below twenty thousand
dollars. The acceptance of the value
of the large properties of the late Con¬
federacy at their actual value at the
time of the issue of the President's
proclamation of uinneatv will thus ex¬

empt all parties from the operation of
the twenty thousand dollar restriction."
