in the closing scenes of his eventful
career.
Some rebel officer who left Richmond

with the Presidential party on the eve
of the evacuation, and who traveled
with Davis most of the time, has writ¬
ten out for the X. Y. Jlerahl a lengthy
account of the grand liegira, including

apture in Georgia. There is no

reason to suppose that his story may
not be substantially true. It reads
like a pretty straight forward narrative,
and from the dotes, references and inci¬
dents given, may be accepted as u basis
for public opinion hereafter.at least
until something more reliable makes
its appearance. The following extract
is the concluding portion of the rebel
officer's narrative:
At last he got information that his

own wife and family were in danger
from the assaults of military maraud¬
ers. Mrs. Davis, with her three chil¬
dren, and accompanied by her sister,
Miss Howell, had a wagon train of her
own, about twenty or thirty miles troin
her husband's party. She was veryanxious to go her own way, and l>e no
embarrassment to him. She felt equal
to tin- task or protecting herself from
reckless Confederates, and felt sure of
avoiding federals. Hot, no sooner da!
he ascertain that she was in danger,that two gangs had concocted a scheme
to seize all her trunks under the im¬
pression that she carried the rebel gold,than he resolved, at all hazards, to go
to her rescue. It was a fond husband s,
a fond father's infatuation. No remon¬
strance availed. lb' set out and rode
eighteen miles to meet the object of his
love and solicitude, lie met them, and
the first to rebuke him for his excess ot
fondness was the anxious wife and
mother. A tent or two was alreadypitched, and lie, weary to exhaustion,
went to sleep, intending to retrace his
steps before morning. Had he not gone
to assure* himself of his wife's safety,and had he not been excessively fa¬
tigued while there. Colonel Pritcliard
would be without the honor of captur¬ing him, for nothing was easier than
his escape, as Breckinridge and Wood
and the writer of this know, and bymeeting no interruption themselves
have proved. Their immunity mighthave been his.
But Davis ran his risks and took his

chances, fullv conscious of imminent
danger, yet powerless, from physicalweariness, to do all he designed doingagainst the danger. When the inuske-
trv tiring was heard in the morning, al"dim grav dawn," it was supposed tc
lie between the rebel marauders ancMrs. Davis* few camp defenders. Undet
this impression he hurriedly put on hit
boots and prepared to go out for the
purpose ofinterposing, saying :
"They will at least as yet respect me.'As he got to the tent door thus hast

ilv equipped, and with this good inten¬
tion of preventing an cttusiou of bloodl»v an appeol in the name of a fadingbut not wholly faded authority, he saw
a few cavalry* ride up the road and de-plov in front.
"lla, federals!" was his exclamation."Then you are captured," cried Mrs.Davis with emotion.
In a moment she caught an idea.siwoman's idea, and as <iuieklv as wo-

wen in au emergency exis-ute tlieir de¬signs, it was done, lie slept in a wrap¬per.a loose one. It was yet aroundhim. This she fastened ere he wasaware of it, and then bidding him adieuurged him to go to the spring, a shortdistance oil', where his horses oiul armswere. Strange as it may seem, therewas not even a pistol in the tent. Da¬vis felt that his only course was toreach his horse and arms, and com¬plied. As he was leaving the door, fol¬lowed bya servant with a water bucket,"Miss Howell jhtntj a .shawl over hi* head.There was no* time to remove it withoutexposure and embarrassment, and aslie had not far to go he ran the elianceexactly as it was devised for him. Int licse t wo art icles consisted t he woman'sattire, of which so much nonsense hasbeen spoken or written, and under thesecircumstances and in this way wasJctVcrsou Davis going forth to perfecthis escape. No bonnet, no gown, nopetticoats, no crinoline, no, nothing ofall these. And what there was hap¬pened to be excusable under ordinarycircumstances, and perfectly naturalas things were.
But it was too late for any ctTort toreach his horses, and the ConfederatePresident was at last a prisoner in thehands of the United States.What attended Ills capture vou haveheard in all its forms, and what follow¬ed it too; but tnauy things remain to betold and corrected, touching that andother events germaine to it.

While at Sailors-
creek tlie brunt of tlio engagement was
borne by Col. Capehart-s brigade,which, in every charge, was led by its
gallant commander.
At AppomattoxStation, the 8tli inst.,Col. Capeliart again rendered himself

conspicuous by his skill and bravery,ancl to him is uiueh ofthe credit due for
the successful termination of that ob¬
stinate engagement, which resulted in
our capturing twenty-four (24) pieces ofartillery beside a large number of pris¬
oners, wagons, Ac., to say nothing 01
the influence which this engagementhad upon deciding the fortunes ot the
following day.I earnestly trust this recommendationwill be favorablv considered.

One Citizen Killed and Another
Wounded.

| At about nine o'clock last night our
citizens were shocked by one of the
most startling catastrophes that has
befel this community for many years,,
resulting in the death of Mr. John List,
one of our most prominent and re¬

spected citizens, and in the wounding
of Major McPhail, Chief Paymaster of
the Department. These gentlemen, In
company with several citizens, were

Hitting in front of the store-room of
| Messrs. Matthews "List, and while
thus situated, a soldier, pursued by two
members of the provost guard, ran
down Quiney street and craped Main,
directing his course to thf^gj*© wherethese gentlemen were sitting. When
the pursuM-s reached Main street, some
one gave the order to lire, which order
was obeyed by one member of llie pro¬
vost guard. The ball took effect in the
thigh of Mr. List, cutting one of the
arteries.
After receiving the wound he walk-

ed a few steps and fell,when he was car-
ried into the counting room of Mat-
thews Co. Medical aid was called,
but before it arrived the loss of blood
had been so great that all efforts prov¬
ed unavailing, and he expired within
an hour after the fatal shot was tired..
The same ball struck Major McPhail
on the foot, inflicting a painful but not
dangerous wound. The distress of the
nfllicted relatives of the deceased can

hardly l>e imagined. We hope never to
see another such heart-rending scene-
pen cannot picture it.
