"Washington special says Major Ship-man. of the 1st Wisconsin cavalry, ar¬rived horo last evening from Macon,having in charge forty boxes of the
captured archives of the rebel govern¬ment. They consist, of a completerecord of the proceedings of the rebel
provisional Congress, held at Mont¬
gomery in the Spring of 1861. Thesedocuments were captured from Ilowell
Cobb, in whoso possession they hadbeen placed for safe keeping. The en¬
tire otlicial history of the rebel army of
Tennessee, comprising all its recordswhile under the command of Bragg,Johnston and Ilood, are part of the hit.Also books of the rel>ol Treasury De¬
partment were captured at Albany,Ga.,which point they had reached as 'apartof Jeff. Davis* train.
The success of the National Cemeteryat Gettysburg is inspiring the commis¬

sioners of the Antictam National Ceme¬
tery to a vigorous prosecution of their
work. The succes in identifying the
remains of the dead in that iield has
been very gratifying thus far. The;
names of regiments and States of 1,088have been ascertained, which are di¬
vided among the States as follows:
Maine, 72; New Hampshire, 25; In-!
diana, 80; Massachusetts, 190; Wiscon-
sin, GO; Rhode Island, 510; Connecticut,192; Michigan, 20; Ohio, 07; Minnesota,9; Delaware, 19; New Jersey, 7; Mary¬land, 13; New York, 480; Pennsylvania,394; West Virginia, 12.

jThe bodies of the four conspirators!executed on Friday, yet remain in
the graves within the arsenal grounds,
no order permitting their families to
remove them having been issued. It;
apnoars that 110 objection is mado to an
order allowing the bodies to bo deliver-
ed to their families and friends claim-
ing them for the purpose of quietburial, but tho authorities will not. con¬
sent to any demonstrations or regularfuneral, which it appears was intended
by the relatives of Mrs. Surratt, Har-
rold and At/.erott.
Miss Surratt to-day sent a note to;

Gen. Hartraupt, thanking him in most;heartfelt terms for the kindness she has
experienced at his hands, and the facil¬
ities he has afforded her for remainingin the society of her mother whilst in
prison.
The surgeons who examined the

bodies, state that they do not think the
necks of any but Nlrs. Surratt were
broken.
Among the papers of JetT. Davis cap¬tured, tho government has discovered

several documents of vital importancein determining the guilt and complicityof Jefferson Davis in the conspiracyplot. These documents are of such im¬
portance as probably to determine the
authorities in favor of the trial of Davis
before a militar3' commission upon the
charge of assassination. If, however,it shall bo determined to try him on the
charge of treason, ho will bo tried in
civil court.
Gen. Pope's plan for the treatment of

Indians in the North-west, of which we
made mention a few days ago, meets
with the approval of the President, and
Mr. Dale, Commissioner of Indian Af¬
fairs, will not now visit the several
tribes to make treaties as heretofore
proposed. Mr. Dale has resumed his
otlicial duties as commissioner. Gen.
Pope proposes to put an end to Indian
traders, and place trade in the hands of
oillcers of the government.

Manners. Morals, Hotels, ami Charac¬
ters of Mississippi.Delegation troin
Florida.
New York, July 10..One of tho Her¬

ald's correspondents, writing at Colum¬
bus, Mississippi, gives a picture of the
manners, morals, hotels, and charac¬
ters of Mississippi people, which is far
from llattering. lie finds among them
little of that chivalry to which theyhave so long laid claim. On the con¬
trary, he says the great majority of
them are exceedingly ignorant and de¬
void of enterprise, the poor whites in
these respects standing on a par with
the negroes. What little there was of
the institution called society in the
Stato before the war, was composed of
a few wealthy slaveholders and their
families, and now that slavery has
ceased to exist, the social establishment
is completely disorganized, and some
Yankee labor will be required to effect
its resuscitation.
The Herald's Washington specialsdys: The delegation from Florida,raaiied by Messrs. Brooks, of Anpala-ehicola, and Mr. Hopkins, ofTallahas¬

see, aro in the city, and hope to see
President Johnson concerning a pro¬visional Governor of that State. The
two gentleman are understood to favor
the appointment of lix-Judge Marvin
as Governor. Mr. Marvin was for over
20 years Judge of the United States Dis-
trict Court for the Southern District of
Florida. Although now residing in
the city ofNew York, he is represented
as a suitable person for the position,Florida has been the last State to applyfor assistance in reconstruction, and is
[the only one of the seceded States
without a provisional Governor.

Maver twice, in the arm and leg, andhe was followed by his mother who
struck Mayer a heavy blow with a
hatchet upon the head. Young Burns
and his mother were nrrested ami
Mayer was carried to his home, where
a threatening mob was only deterred
from resort to lynch law by tho pre-sencc of a strong police force. Mayerwas formerly an engineer on the Hud-
son River Railroad, butwas dischargedfor miscouduct. His son is said to be a
notorious bounty-jumper. Burns tried
to stab liim, but was prevented by a
policeman.
