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CaLICo, PRINTING.—On Saturday 'we
spent a very plessant hourin théCalico,
Printing establishment, of Messrs J. L.
Stifel & Sons. The process. of coloring
and printing the cloths/is very interest-
ing, and in many particulars, qujte dif-
ferent from what we had supposed, re-
quiring on the part of the managera
display of science and skill far beyond
what we had heretofore thought neces-
sary for the prosecution of the business.
The younger Mr. Stifel who, showed us
through fheir establishment, and ex-
plained the operations of dyeing and
printing, are thoroiugh masters of the
business, well versed in the,science of
chemistry, and the.art of producing
colors, and in eonnection with their
father, ‘have succeeded in establishing
for their goods a high reputation in all
the markets of thecountry.: They have
devoted their attention almost entirely
to the production of that particular class
of goods known as domestie blues, in
this branch they now excel, and their
prints are in such great request that
the Eastern jobbing houses send their
cloths to the Messrs, Stifel to be print-
ed, and from here have them shipped
direct to their western customers. Mr.
J. L. Stifel the senior member of the
firm, started the business in Wheeling
in 1835. At first he encountered all the
difficulties peculinr to new enterprises,
and which surround and harass a new
beginner, competing with heavy capi-
tal and old establishments. At first he
found difficulty in disposing ofhis goods
even by seattering them around among
the country stores on commission, but
by perseyering industry, and the pro-
duction of a superior article, finally
overeame all obstacles, and has estah-
lished & most successful trade. Heno
longer finds it necessary to go nbroad
to sell. His customers now scek the
goods, and make their purchases at the
factory.

The business for some time past has
been condueted by My, Stifel and his
two sons, who have become partners,
adding their thorough training and
seientifie knowledge to the skill and ex-
perience of the father. The prints of
this establishment are generally four
(quarters wide, printed on the heaviest
brown sheetings. This ecloth is put
throngh several different operations be-
fore it becomes ealico. The first is thut
of boiling. Tt isthrown intolargecaul-
drons and boiled until all greasy and
gummy substance remaining in the
cotton is removed. It is then taken out
and thoroughly dried, and next wound
on reels and carried to the press or
printing machine, by meéans of
which the figures or patterns are prin-
ted upon the white cloth. The ma-
terinl or dye stuil used for these
figures is of such nature as to resist the
effécts of the Indigo blue when the
cloth comes to be dyed in the whole
picee.  The printing machine is worked
Ly hand but is very rapid in its opera-
tions, printing at the rate of five hun-
dred yards per hour. After remnaining
a fow hours to dry the cloth is wound
upon reels which are suspended over
the drying vats into which they are
lowered and raised by a small wind-
Inss. The prineipal and most costly
ingredient used in the coloring is the
Indigo. The grinding of this article is
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French, son of Mr, John French:pf this
o ',-%':kﬂled.in‘tha.hhme.or New-

pose, owing to its gummy nature, The
article used for this purpose is a com-
mon iron pot without legs, In this pot
the Indigo and four iron balls are
placed. A man sitting on a bench with
the vessel before lim keeps rocking it in
such a manner as to give the halls a
cireular motion causing them to roll
around in the pot rapidly until the pul-
verizing process is completed, when it
is prepared and mixed for the dyeing
vats, having in the process heen
deoxydized, The reels on which the
cloth has been wound are lowered
into the vats remaining inunersed
about thirty minutes when they are
raised and remain exposed to the
air for some fifteen minutes, Thisex-
posure reoxoydizes the indigo in the
cloth and produces the desired colors.,
From five to seven dips are sufficient to
complete the coloring operation. The
cloth is then dried and again washed
and dried, after which it is bolted and
pressed, andthe printsare ready for
market.

The color of the figuresin these prints
is generally white or light blue on
deep Dblue ground. Other colors are
ulso produced, such as green, yollow
aud orange. The two first, however,
are those most %eneral]‘_v desired. These
colors ean be printed at onee on the ma-
chine used by this firm. These gentle-
men also manufaeture their own pat-
terns, a work which requires consider-
able taste and much mechanienl skil.
Visgitors will also find at Mr. Stifel's
specimens of colors,dye stufls, produced
from the residuum of conl tar and conl
o0il. These are known under the gen-
eral head of Amaline. Mr. Stifel, how-
ever, does not consider them as adapted
to his business, but better suited for
silks and fancy goods.
