Tlie TreHHon Trials in Ilrooke County.From the Wellsburg llerald.
A special term of the Circuit .Court ofthis county Whs held, comiheneitig 011ilie 13tli and terminating on tlie 15th*nst., to consider specially certain in¬dictments found by thelast Grand Juryagainst divers parties, for treason

against the State of West Virginia.The case of Alexander Campbell, jr.,came up lirst. He appeared in custodyof the SnerilV, and making applicationthrough his attorney. Gen. >\ heat, tobe allowed to give bail for his appear¬
ance at 9 o'clock next morning, on con¬
sideration the application was allowed.He entered into bond in the sum of
310,000, with Wm. K. Pendleton for his
surety, for his appearance at tho timestated.
On Saturday morning, savs the re¬

cord, "upon an indictment for treason,the defendant being brought to the bar
of tho Court.in^tlie custody of the Sheriff
of lirooke county, moved tho Court to
quash the indictment against him, for
reasons apparent 011 the face of the in¬
dictment (not being in usual form,) andalso for the reason that it was not found
or presented by the Grand Jury of this
county, upon the information of anyono or more members of their own
body, or on tlie testimony ofany Grniuljurors or of any witness or witnessesbilled on by tlie Grand Jury or sent toit, by the Court, und produced the evi¬dence of 11. W. Crothers and lloltertNicholls, two of the members of the
said Grand Jury, tending to prove the
trnid fact as alleged;" but the Court, af¬
ter hearing said evidence and argu¬ment of counsel, overruled the said
motion.
Thereupon, tho said defendant moved

the Court to quash the capias uponwhich he was held, upon a merely tech¬
nical ground.
The Court, however, being of the

opinion that both the indictments and
the capias were good, required tlie said
defendant to l»o arraigned upon and
plead to flie said indictment. Beingaccordingly arraigned, the said defen¬
dant, for plea, said: "That the said
indictment was not found or presented-1i'il against him by the Grand Jury of JIlrooke county upon Information, as
above recited, and that this ho was
ready to verify. This plea was in writ¬
ing and sworn to by the defendant. A
motion was then made to allow him to
give bail for his appearance for trial, 011
the lirst day of the next regular Term,which was granted upon his enteringinto recognizance, according to law, in
the sum of S10,000, with surety. Wm.
K. Pendleton went his surety in that
amount, and the case accordingly lies
over.
Henrv Burke, Bobert Bay and Wm.Miller,'indicted for same oiVences at the

same time, were similarly treated. The
first liauutl gave bail in the sum of
$'>,000, .lames and Henry Davis, of
Bethany, for sureties; Buy gave bail in
the sum of $5,000, with O. <4. Bunnell
for suretv, and Miller in the sum Of
310,000, with Bobert Miller, of Beech
bottom, for surety.This ends the treason triads for the
present. They are now in a good con¬
dition for prosecution', all informalities
being out of the way, and a fair open¬ing made for "eminent counsel" to dis¬
play their legal acumen. They are
important not only intrinsically, but
as procedents by which many similar
cases may be determined.

July 16,1805. JIn this morning's issue of the (Com¬

mercial T found the interesting article
from your "crop correspondent" at
Monongahola City, which is so appro¬priate to the crop'status of this regionthat I have eoncluded^o use it as a ref¬
erence in giving you a report of what
has already been harvested, and of the
prospect lor the yield from grain, yetstanding.
The wheat crop here, as in W aslnng-ton eoiintv, Pa., "was never known to

be better," and very little, if any, was
injured bv rust, orby the rainy weatherwhich so closely followed in the wake
of harvest. As to the oat, corn and!
grape crops, there could scarcely be 11!
better general prospect l'or abundant
yields. It is at present the one subjectof gratifying comment by our people,that kinti Providence is dealing most
l>ountifully with us in granting these
large returns from our fields and in
overruling the causes which have hith¬
erto deprived us of the requisite as¬
sistance to securo our crojw. Nearly
every farm In this county has been rep¬resented in tho army; but now, I mayadd, it is vice versa, the late army be¬
ing represented on nearly every farm
in the county. Fruit is here, too, just
as in Washington county. Very few
apples, a fair peach crop, and an unusu¬
ally largo yield in plums.1*110 grape, which is one of our never;
failing crojis, is expected to yield an,
average this year.

. IThe watermelons are badly injuredby the roeeut rains, aud. we aludl have
few for market. Favorable weather
may vet revive tho cautelope and,musk-melon vines, so as to insure an aver¬
age crop; but the favorable change
must come soon, orthere willboa scarc-
Ity of this class of fruits, Wool has
been selling in small quantities at
prices varviiig from 55 to 05c, andbuy-
ers very scarce. Aukicola.

organ, the Circular,: ...jV.
"The fruit la first suitably preparedby hulling, assorting, -or; paring studcuttinjr, iih the cage flenwnds; undf inmost instances, is imitifegfatoly placediu clean gloss bottles, filling tuero full;und wheu such fruit as peaches, penis,quinces, <fcc., nre cut in "large pieces, itis best to take some pains to crowd thefruit into the bottle.ottfgMviso the heat¬ing process "will not lciavd tho/bottleproperly filled witli fruity."Next prepare ivsyrujx.of melted re¬fined or wliitosngar, afid-pour into thebottles by the followlng[StUe:, Allowsix ounces of sugar ,fq. jirie quart of

pint of the syrup thus produced to one
qnnrt bottle or fruit. This rule isadapted to the strawberry, cherry,peuch and other similar fruits." Moreacid fruits, like the currant, require a
greater proportion of sugar. Sugar, for
a few years, and especially the presentseason, has been so nigh that the temp¬tation has been for those who put upfruit for sale to mako tho proportion of
sugar much less than the above rule re¬
quires, und some parties have acknowl¬
edged that they had reduced the quan-1tity of sugar to throe ounces for one
quart of fruit. Fruit put up air tight Iwill, of course, keep just as well with-out sugar as with it, but It Is thought;much better to heat the fruit in syrup, Jrather than to heat it in water and
apply sugar as it is us^<l for tho table."The tilled bottles die then placed ill'
a steaming box.best when made
throughout of wood.tho bottles rest
on a false bottom of narrow slats, co¬
vering the steam-pipe.cold water isthen let into the box until tho bottles;are two-thirds covered;,the fruit is grad-unlly hooted to a boiling point by lettiugsteam into the water, through a pipe:leading from the engine room in an-other portion of the building. It re¬
quires from fifty-five to sixty minutesto proper] v hoat or cook most kinds offruits. Tliey are commonly allowed to;boil live minutes, but in some instances

"Until last year tho Community usedfor sealing wax a compound of the fol¬

lowing proportions: lib. of rosin, 114 oz.fallow, o7.. beeswax; but..commonboat-nltch Is now used, and is found to
unswer quite as well, and is much;cheaper. It is prepared by first beinglk>!1ed a few minutes, and then healed
every time a batch of -fruit is to bo
*°"Tho fruit being sufficiently heated,tho corks steamed, and tho boat-pitchreadv, the bottles are taken successive-Iv to* a table and quickly corked. Tlio
corks may bo forced in by a blow from
ii mallet, or better by a small lever ar-
rnngonient, or best by such a machine
as that used here, and in other fruit es-
tablishments, which, worked by hand |und foot; performs this operation easilyand rapidlv. The portion or cork riw
muining anove the bottle is pared oil
with a sharp knife, and leJV in convex!
form. i"Some fruit preservers, at this stage, 1
pack their fruit away, hiving the hot-1ties down on the side and trusting to,
the cork, thus kept moist, to exclude
the air, and sealing the bottles when
they fill orders for the market, and
when they are less hurried; but the
Community have always sealed their
fruit immediately after it is corked^which is done by dipping the mouth ol
tho bottle in the melted sealing-wax, so
as to cover the bulb. Then transter it
to a basin of cold water, dipping to the
same depth, to cool the wax. If tho

Tho bottles are tilled directlyfrom the l>oilor.having I ?ecu previous-;lv heated in tho steam-box, so as to
avoid the danger of bursting.and are}then readv for sealing. ;"The steam-boiler is worthy of sep¬
arate mention. It is made ot copper,tinned on tho inner surface and costs
about sixty dollars. It lias a double)bottom for one-tliird of its height; and
steam being passed between the two
lower surfaces, anything placed in the |boiler will be speedily cooked. Appb'-
sauee is here properly cooked in fifteen
minutes. Vegetables, pudLugs. Ac.,
mav thus l>e prepared for the table in a
much shorter time than in ordinarykettles placed over a common tire.
"Tho coinmuuity have the present

sweet-corn. It was formerly thoughtdifficult to preserve this article oxoept,1>V drving. Here, the corn is boiled,fifteen minutes, then sealed means,'niul then boilod live hours.

Covenants and Discipline. Wo did notadopt it of.ourselves, but in consonancewith a revelation from God I was or¬dered. to enter into Plurality. [TheMormons invariably use this word in¬stead of PolVKi"«y.<torrespotHlentJ] So
were several of the other brethren.

dists, Presbyterians, and all other sects
are. We have no right to interfere
with your religion.only your practicewhen it violates civil law.

our religions liberty, and is unconstltu-tional.

,Colfax.It certainly violates no sec¬
tion of the Constitution, anil accords!
with the practice, of all civilized iia-
tions.
