Raleigh, the gallant
General Beeiley, was compelled toifiy
with his band of uffins, behind a
stream ealled Piney, where he was Bai:?i
as the late rains caused such a rapi
rise of this stream that footmen could
not cross it. Returning to Charleston,
the regiment svas put into a regular
camp, provided with tents, arms, ra-
tions, and clothin 5 and at once put
through regular B. s i

At s%nout. this time, (November, 1861,)
Major John H. Oley, now Brevet ‘Brig-
adier General,.joine& the regiment, by
direction of Gov. Peirpont, and at once
took command. Under hissupervision
the mass of nndisciplined recruits were
brought to a commendable state of or-
der. In December, 1861, the regiment
was ordered to winter quarters:nt Bafi-
alo, where it remained, recruiting,
rlrii]ing, and organizing, until "Apr
when it was ordered, by jor Genera
Fremont, to Parkersburg; and thence
to New Creek, W. Va., whereitcamped
for a while, and was put under the im-
mediate command of Col. Clusseret, of
Gen. Fremont’s Staff. ..

SERVICE OF THE REGIMENT,

The regiment participated with honor
to itself, in Fremont’s advance to
Franklin,May, 1861; the battle at Straus-
burg, June 1, 1862; at Harrisonburg,
June 6, 1863 ; * 1t - Cross Keys, June 8,
1802; ini the battle of Cedar Mountain;
August 9, 1862 ; in the action under. Si-

el at Freeman’s Ford, on'the Rappa-
ﬁannock,-Aug. 22, 1802; in the second
Lattle of Bull Run, Aug, 30 and 31, 1862
Returning with Milroy in''Oectober, to
the Kanawha Valley under the gallant
‘Gen. Cox,theregiment assisted in driv-
ing the traitors from their 6wn firesides,;
and again restoring quiet to this imme-
diate loeality, . g

In Janudry, 1863, while camped at
Conlsmoutli, the regiment was ordered
to report to Gencral Toor, at Buckhan-
non, W. Va., where it éncamped until
April, when two conipanies were sent
to .Builtown, under Muajor H. Slack,
and the remainder of the regiment went,
to' Beverly. It took partin the nction
at the latter place on the 24th of April,
1863, and in the campaign that immedi-
ately followed. ki . :

Undeér General Averill the regiment
was mounted, and immediately entered
active service. It was present at Bev-
erly about the 1st of July, 1863, in time
to scare Mudwall Jockson nway, he
having laid;seige, at two miles fistance,
to a small fort odeapied by a small Uni-
ion force. He was pursued up the Ty-
garth valley to ‘Huttonsville, when the
command . af once returned to Fefter-
man, near Grafton, where they were
placed on board the ears and hastened
to ,CGumberland, Md. As soon asthe
were unloaded, the men mounted their
horses and moved: by land to Williams-
sort, to assist in checking the retreat of
e¢, who was falling "back from Get-
sburg. ' It was engaged in numerous
cirmishes with the ¢avalry of the reb-
els under Fitz Hugh, Lee, Imboden, and
others. . Under .command ,of General
Averill, it eroased the Potomae at Cher-
ry Rum, 'and pressed the rear of the
rebels to Winchester. | Here the com-
mand moved to the right toward Pe-
tersburg, where it camped a few days,
shoeing horses and preparing for active
work." About the'18th of “Anpust, 1863,
it. moyed to. Frankling thence fo Hun-
tersville, where ‘n ﬁmvﬁl&e skirmish took
| placewith Bill Jackson’s thieves. From

untersville the regiment took part in
the march and fighting to Sweet Sual-
yhur Springs, wheag the ever movable

ackson of Parkersburg moved out of
our way. From SweetSulphurSprings
to Rocky Gap, near the White Su bhur,
the cominand moved rapidly:!at the
Intter plnce the enemy was found in
force, nnd a severe action took place.

The iron and nail market has been
dull forsometime past. The sales have
partnken pretty muech of a retail char-
acter. . Buyers took hold very spa.ri%-
ly on the aggpoaltion- that prices would
further recede. By this time they have
probably discovered their error. It
certainly. looks ‘ag if we have seen tho
lowest figures—nt least.-for 'some time.
Another fact should be borne in mind.
Pig iron has materially incrensed in
price. Iron that was a drug soine time
sinee has been  disposed of ‘at an ad-
vance of several dollars per ton. As
iron and nails are manufactured from
ig iron and bloo the reader can
w. his own infefénces. At a meet-
ing of iron. manutacturers held here
during the  week mothing definite was
agreed upon. Another meeting will
take place during the ‘coming week,
when' Tatters- will probably assume
anothor shape: ! In the meantime, if we
were in.want of the material, we would
purchase Dbefore that meeting takes
place. As the card rates have under-
gone no change we omit them in: the

present issue.
