dlKtributton'shoulrt speedily lie Inaug¬
urated. JTie eost to the government of

[til6 ailbidstenet* issued Is no small Item.
Tltepvll resulting from the injudicious
[distribution of the same cannot be es¬
timated, All persons who liavo hail
mnch experience In the distribution of
charities, especially In large cities, uni¬
formly testify that the most clamorous
for relief are" generally tho least enti¬
tled lo it. Patient, faithful iuvestiga-
tlim should always, If possible, precede
the ministration of relief. My jienion-
i(l Investigation of hundreds dr-nppli-
hiIIoiis for relief within my district lias
rcnulted in Justly wltbdrawlngthe gov
eminent support from a very largo ma¬
jority thereof. A-large number have
been to county, municipal and town
authorities. Another anil larger class
still, were In nowise entitled to or wor¬

thy of relief. The nation ought not to
bo running the 'poor houses, bf the
Southern Statwt. ..what there is down
tboro of cotton, bacon and corn, should
be made to support the inhabitants of
all classes and colors. Subsistence
ought not to be issuoil to applicants,
except upon the best of evidence that
the applicant is actually destitute and
worthy, and that uo town, city,
county or State hus the ability
to afford relief. It should be
niiulo a difficult, rather thnn an easy
thing to obtain subsistence from the
governmout. Nearly every family In
somu suctions of Georgia and Alabama,
regardless of its ability, is drawing ra¬
tions from the government, and claims
It us a right; and alsd too many think
it no wrong to resort to any Jiieini
trick to more than duplicate the
quantity they would be outitled to If
round worthy. I will give you an In¬
stance of inanv that has come to my
knowledge. Three of the first families
of Tennessee, following tho fortunes of
the Confederacy, had .taken up tlioir
residence In Alabama, far from the
kcooqm of strife, walling tlio attainment
of their 'rlghtirtn the territories.' They
all hud money.one of them was form¬
erly a banker, and currlod vrlthjilm
largo deposits of coin. Whon the end
came, and" we commencod feeding
Instead of fighting our misguided
brethren, the three worthy heads of
this Joint family learned of the ration
movement, and immediately posted off
to,the nearest military post for their
share, and each one drew for (he whole
numlier in the threo families. Tims
for tivo days seventeen persons received
two hundred and tiny-live rations, in¬
stead of eighty-live. I have reported
tills case u> the proper authorities for
investigation, and trust that the rascals
will lie punished.
"The number actuully destitute anil

worthy will be large, and they must lie
cured for.but each town, city, county,
anil Statu, should, as far as possible,
provide for its own poor. Wo have the
willows and orphans of our brave nun,
whoso lives have gone out for liberty
aud Union, to provide for. Xlitlrm anil
decrepit colored mtlzeiui leau upou the
government for their dally bread.
These are of one household, and we
must not ba made liable to the charge
of Infidelity by not providing for them.
