dictory paper we receive from the
South. It is chiefly devoted to bighfa-
lutin eulogies on the character of the
people of Virginia, and to secreting all
suspicions and imputations on their
perfect trustworthiness in any matter
whatsoever, especially in regard to
their Union professions. We can af¬
ford to pardon all such talk as In the
nature, perhaps, of a local necessity.
At the same time we remember that it
proceeds from a paper lately suppressed
for want of fidelity to its own Union
professions. And also from a paper
that publishes approvingly the follow¬
ing article:
Gen. Robert E. Lee..The Staunton

Spectator says:
On Friday last tho trustees of "Wash-:

ington College, at Lexington, unani¬
mously resolved to tender to Gen. Lee:

should now receive a fostering influence
from hisown immortal fame. And that
as they after their long'service in the
tield was over, doubtless found comforti
in the thonght that they rendered far¬
ther patriotic service liy endowing a.

college for the youth of their country,;
so we hope that Gen. Lee, now, that the
toils of war have ended, may find his
great influence still renderinghis coun-
try service in advancing that college to
greater usefulness, finding a soothing*
repose for himself amidst its peaceful}
shades.

The Department of State has received
advices from the United States consul
at Bremen, in which it is represented
that during the "first six months of this
year, from January 1st tip to June last,
1865, the emigration to the United;
States through the port of Bremen
amounted to eighteen thousand seven
hundred emigrants, in fifty-six vessels,
against fifteen thousand six hundred
and sixty-three in sixty-two ships, in
1863.
During the first six months in lftfluj

the emigration through Hamburg
amounted to fifteen thousand six hun-i
dred and nine emigrants, which gives
a total addition to our population of
nearly thirty-four thousand six hun-jdred souls in six mouths, and from
those two ports only a far larger emi¬
gration to tho United States is expected
this fall and llC^Ct spring, and an tin-1
usual number of vessels have already
been chartered for that purpose.

"disclaiming all intention" to make
itself a party to the discussions on ne¬

gro suffrage, warns all good and truo
men not to let their views (unmolested
as yet) concerning what is best to be
done in the South, run ahead of their
coolest possible discretion.

Some fault lins been found with the

Treasury Department for keeping the
public in the dark respecting the exact
condition of the Government finances,
but tlio full, frank and clear statement
made by Mr. McCullocli of the condition
ofthe national budget up to the last day
of July removes all cause for complaint
on that score. We now know the worstand the l>est of the financial situation,and must make the best of it. It isworth remarking that so satisfactory toall commercial and financial minds isreliable knowledge, even though it beanything but favorable in itself, thatthe statement of the full amount of ourpublic debt, great as it proves to be, hada stiffening effect upon public confi¬dence. Secretary McOtillocli reportsthe sum total of our national debt atthe close of July to be $2j7»7,253,27i»Against which he holds in

cash Ui),7I59,l!-"2
Balance of debt overcash.. $2,040,513,Gjl3And this enormous sum, which tran¬scends the capacity ofan ordinav mindto comprehend, we expect will befurther increased until the sum total ot
our indebtedness as a nation will belull three billions. And that vast sum,which we have expended in less thanlive years, must be paid In full. Buthappily it has not got to be paid imme¬diately, and still better, we know thatevery day will better enable us to payit. It isna?dly worth while to terrifyour imaginations by dwelling 011 theenormity of our "national blessing,"because its burdens are rather imagi¬nary than real. What we have got topity, and from which there is no. pos¬sible escape, is the interest 011 this sum,which amounts to only some one hun¬dred and fifty millions a year; and tomise this comparatively small amountannually we have already, in our pre¬sent crippled condition, and income ofabout three hundred millions. Ourcurrent expenses for maintaining the:government, provided we remainat peace with our foreign rela-turns, vrtll not exceed two hundredand any mUllon. . year; and,,nt this rate, we shall have a surplus re-mainder ol full fifty millions for the cre¬ation of a sinking ftiud toW applied to ithe extinguishment of the principaldebt.* This statement Is strictly withinthe truth; but there are close calcula¬tors who estimate that our governmentexpenses will be considerably underour own estimate after the army and
navy shall have been put upon a peace-footing, And that,when trade shall havebeen fully restored in the late rebelStates, all our financial requireme-ments may be fairly met, a sinkingfluid.provided, and the rate of taxationbe reduced full fifty per cent. Possiblyit may be. But, at all events, \fe knowthe worst that can happen, and thereis nothing in the worst dismay us, or,to cause even a fluctuation in the valueof our national bonds. The sum which

the Treasury Department-will probablj*
demand of Congress after the close ol
the present fiscal year will probably be-
about three hundred millions of dol¬
lars. This soundavery large when com¬
pared with the thirteen millions a yearduring the presidency of John Quincy
Adams, who used to be denounced for
his extravagancies, but it is only a trifle
more burdensome to the industry of the
people when the changed condition of
our affairs is taken into consideration.
The most interesting and startling part!
of the treasury statement is that relat-,
ting to our circulating medium, which'
shows how rapidly the greenback cur¬
rency has grown up in four years. Of
legal "tenner" afloat there is not quite
seven hundred millions; but over two
hundred and fifty millions of this con¬
sist of notes on interest, which have
therefore been mainly hoarded for pres¬
entation when due. Practically, the
amount ofour greenback currency does
not exceed live hundred millions, to
which add the national bank notes in
circulation,- and the -aggregate is less
than seven hundred uiilHqns. ,
The monthly statement of the exact

condition of our national is of the
highest imiiortance to business men,
and especially to bankers ; it allays all
fears and speculations based 011 reports
and rumors which interested, operators
continually set afloat by means of bo-
uus dispatches from Washington, and
baseless calculations. It lias ueen.sug¬
gested that the Secretary of the Treas¬
ury should publish a daily bulletin of
the actual amount of specie on .hand;
and, if such a thing could bo done, it.
would unquestionably have a most ben-;
elicial influence upon the speculations
in gold. -If .it were practicable to do
this, it Avotilfl be conferring a great ben¬
efit upon the Commercial'^community,while no detriment from it would re¬
sult to the Government.

KflW-ts oftlic War on the Soutli.
Under this heading the Nashville

(Tenn.) Jh'jtpulch gives an account lVom
otlicial and other sources, of the losses
of the South in men and wealth by the
war:
"Provisional Governor Parsons, of

Alabama, has published a proclamation
relative to the re-organization of that
State, from which syme astonishing
facts are developed concerning the loss
of life sustained by it during the late
war. It appears that Alabama fur¬
nished one hundred and twenty thou¬
sand soldiers for the rebel army, of
which number seventy thousand.more
than one-half.either are dead or have
been disabled bv the casualties of war.
This is a frightfnl proportion of killed
and disabled, and is certainly far in ex¬
cess of the lossas sustained by northern
States. If the ratio of loss was the same
in the other southern States as it ap-

Iiears in Alabama, the aggregate rebel
ossduringthe war,in dead and disabled
soldiers, could not have been less than
six hundred thousand. From these fig¬
ures we learn, also, the full extent of
the depletion of the able.bodied male
population of the.South during the war.
The white population of Alabama in
1800 was nine hundred and sixty-fourthousand two hundred and one. The
number of men who entered the army
was therefore equivalent to one in seven
and a fraction of the population.
"Ifwe apply the same ratio of enlist¬

ments in the other States that held out
during the war, and make an approxi¬mation of the numbers sent out
from the remainder of the slave States,
we shall have the following interesting

Richmond. It seems, therefore, fromthis verification of the-solution of the
problem, that Governor J'arsons was
not far from the truth. And that weliave
made about the proper allowances in
tilling up the table.".
