A letter just received in this city, an¬
nounces tnat Mr/Charles Russell, of
Wheeling, West Virgin in, late a mem¬
ber of the Confederate House of Rcpre-,
sentatlves, has ljoeii pardoned by the
President, and will hereafter reside in
Baltimore. Before the war Mr. Russell
was the Attorney for tlie Baltimore and
Ohio railroad, at the west end of the.
road. He was twice elected to the < 'on-
federate House of Representatives, the
second time by a small and inixinl co^-,
stituency, consisting of about a dozen
West Virginians, who were entitled to;
vote, and alKiut three hundred of
Gregg's Texas brigade, who were not,,
but being encamped near the polls,east
their ballots by way of diversion. In
the Confederate Congress he was the;
leader of the Davis party, and was rec-l
ogr.ized as the mouth-piece of that tunc-
tionary. After the grand collapse, ho
went to Canada, where he was at last
accounts. His iiardou is said to havet
been obtained through the intluence of
the officers of the Baltimore and Ohio
railroad.
Humors of the above report have been

circulating around.Wheeling for some)
time, but the statement of the Republic}
is the only thing in print we liavo seen
on the subject. The pardon of Mr. Bus-
sell opens very wide the door we should j
say to all other applications; for if
there was any prominent person en¬

gaged in the rebellion who had less
excuse than any other, we should say
that Chas.'W. Russell was the man. |
Ho is to-day the most offensive man
to the people of West Virginia that
went out from their midst. Hejoined!
the conspiracy in cold blood, and in
pursuit of gratification solely for liisj
political aspirations. He became an

active and intense defamer of all that
loyal men loved and revered in con-!
ncction with the Union, and did not

hesitate, in his speechos, and in his
committee reports, to use every artifice
to embitter the struggle, and prejudice
the final success of our arms. He was,
and is, a chiefsinner.a sinner without
justification or pretext, and altogether
ono of the most unlit subjects for clem¬
ency we know of.
