Virginia, to the People of Fre«l.
erlcltwburg, Where he la iu Coin-
mand.
At the general meeting at Spottsylva-nia Court House, VaM on Monday oflast week, Gen. T. M. Harris, U. S.~ A.,delivered a speech, of which the fol¬

lowing are the main points, as given inthe Fredericksburg Jiegister. He said:It is not the purpose of the govern¬ment to hold your people under mili¬
tary restraint any longer than it will
be necessary to do so in order to secure
the great results of the unfortunate
war through which we havejust passed.But the government would be recreant
to its high trusts if it failed to secure
the results of the contest. I will pointout to you, said the general, the rocks
that lie in your course, and on which
you may, if ignorant, dash your bark.
There are some who will tell you that
the contest will l>e again transYerred to
the field of politics. This, said the
general, cannot be allowed. Where
any contest has been submitted to the
arbitrament of arms, that decision
should be final, because there is no
other tribunal to which it can bo ad¬
journed. And it would be wrong if the
government should again allow the
contest to be transferred back to the
field of politics, with the probabilitythat, after many years of varying re¬
sults, it would again lead to bloodshed
and strife.
