A. very large majority of both branohes
of that body, however, were of a dlffer-
ent^opjnion, after hewing the whole
question lengthily and ably, discussed.
There has been more.or less grumbling
about the law ever since in quarters
whore It was likely to pinch. It' is said
that prominent gentlemen in the Ka¬
nawha country have ventilated opin¬
ions that the law is not only unconsti¬
tutional but that it is, therefore, .not
binding on the officers of election to
enforce the oath prescribed when de¬
manded; and we hear that a similar
game is being attempted by disaffected
persons In Hampshire county. In view
of this state of things and the approach
of the regular fhll election, the follow¬
ing opinion given by Judge Harrisoq
of the Greenbrier Circuit, is most time¬
ly, as it is most clear and unanswer¬
able. The correspondence shows the
immediate occasion of its expression,
but we are glad to see that it has been
printed in circular form, and is being
distributed in the region referred to, by
way of repairing the mischlofset afoot.

The adoption by a convention in

Mississippi of a resolution for the
amendment of the^pon^tituttbn of that
State, to declare the inaUttfljon of alar
very abolished, and,to forever prohibit
its fbture exiftpnoa, isa notable ^ryent^
however natural to tiia present fltua-
tion of affairsjtiad however unsurpris¬
ing the great revolution in America has
made it to us. Mississippi, which now
leads by this act the returning steps of
her sotrtherflnIlrtft#*i'om their treason¬
able wanderings astray, was the second
among them to abandon the family of
the Union,,Tour years- and a half ago,
and none, South Carolina not even ex¬

cepted, exerted more of the baneful' in¬
fluence whichmaddcnedu great section
of the republic, and plunged a happy
nation into the horrors of civil war.
She gave to the rebellion its civil leader
in the person of Jefferson Davis.
Before the artillery of Beauregard

had opened upon Fort Sumter, she had
establisheda blockade of the Mississip¬
pi, and lier guns, at Vicksburg, had
broken the silence of the nation'speace
by firing upon passing steamers. In
every respect she bore a leading part in
the rebellion. Her "chivalry" was the
most fiery of the fire-eating order; her
planters, the haughtiest of the slave-
holding caste; her lynch-law the most

thoroughly codified and systematic; her
tar kettles and her feather bags, the
readiest for abolitionists; her bowie
knives of the longest pattern and 1he
heaviestblade.
And this Mississippi it is whose State

Convention has just now pronounced;
by a vote of 86 to 11, for the Constitu¬
tional amendment:
The institution of slavery having

been abolished in the State of Missis¬
sippi, neither slavery nor involuntary
servitude, otherwise than in punish¬
ment of crime, ofwhich the party shall
have been duly convicted, shall hereaf¬
ter exist in this State, and the legisla¬
ture at its next session, and thereafter
as the public welfaremay require, shall
provide for the protection and security
of the person and property of.the freed-
men of this State, and guard the State
from the evils that may arise from their
sudden emancipation.
So perishes slavery iu Mississippi,

and with it disappear into the limbo of
things infamously remembered, caste,
"chivalry," lynch law, bowie knifo, linA
all that was characteristically Missis-
sippian in the old barbaric days. The
now Free State will presently recognize
herself as little In the records offormer
times, as ^lie Lombards of a third gen¬
eration in Italy were able to recognize
the savage portraits of their grandfa¬
thers, who conquered the sunny inher¬
itance for them.
It may be that ascheme of something

not wholly honest lurks in the conclud¬
ing paragraph of the amendment us

quoted above; but against all such there
must lie had that security whic his pro¬
vided in the amendment to be made to
the national Constitution. That nation¬
al abolition and prohibition of slavery,
guaranteed by powers vested in Con¬
gress, the country will insist upon
having.
We had the pleasure of meeting, yes¬

terday, with General T. M. Harris, of
Ritchie county, in this State, recently
in command at Fredericksburg, Vir¬
ginia. b:o cncpecTBTo leuvo .mb army
very soon now, and return again to the,
pursuits of civil life. At the breaking
out of the war ho was a physician at
Glenville, in Gilmer county, from
whence he was called to the command
of the gallant10th regiment. He served
all through the West Virginia cam¬

paigns from Cheat Mountain to the
Valley, and on through with the Army
of the James until the surrender of Lee
at Appomattox Court House. Our
readers are familiar with his name in
connection not only with the incidents
of the war, but also the ever memora-
bleSMilitary Commission that tried the
assassins at Washington. The Gonehd
has made a record to be proud of hi the
war, and he returns among a people
whom we are sure will ever hold his
services in grateful recollection.
Thirtern thousand of our soldier*

died at A.ndor»onYille.and Surgeon
John E. Bates testified on Friday that
seventy-five per cent, of these deaths
might have been prevented "had the
patients been properly cared for.'-.
When he first-visited tho prison hospi¬
tal he was so shocked at' tho condition
of affairs that he wrote p report to his
superior.who reprimanded him se¬
verely. He visited his patients as a
physician, hut they begged him for
food.for a bone, for the "sifllngs" or
waste of corn meal, or for any scraps to
eat! He was Ostensibly sent there to
make them well.but he fonnd tho best
medicine was a potato, a piece ofmeat,
or some bread; and, surgeon as ho was,ho had to carry In these scraps secretly.It was forbidden torelieve our starvingand dying meny even wltli a morsel of
food!

have beon the condition ofthings in the
prison-bonndsT A hospital is common¬
ly supposed to.be provided to help the
sick to get well.but ji)r. Bates testifies
that this was only a pest-house-: .,

"Tho effluvium from the hospitalwasvery offensive; if by accidentmy handswere abraded, I would not go into thehospital without putting a plaster overthe affected part. H persons whosesystems were reduced by, inactionshould perohancestump a too or scratchthe hand, the next raportto me wasgangrene. The prisoners were morethickly confined in the stockade, likeants and bees.

End or IIIp Rebel Organ In lomion.
Dying Hpeecb and, Confession of Uie
"Index."

The notorious' rebel sheet, the. Lon¬

don Judex, has Xollowed the fate,of tho
Confederacy and has given up tlie
ghost. Its Jhrewell is thus worded:
"This Is the last number ofthe Index.

Many, >ve doubt riQt, will sympathize
with the regret we reel In making the
announcement. We deem it our duty
to set forth jvhy the publication of the
Index is stopped, and also to say a law
words of'farewell*.
"This Journal was established on

May 1, 1802. Its promoters thought
that apaper representing in (in especial
manner the common Interests of Eng¬
land and the southern States would be
nsefnl and prosperous. In-May, 1802,
the prospects of the Confederacy seem¬
ed gloomy. New Orleans had fallen,
and Gen. McClellon with a vast,and
splendidly equipped army was march¬
ing oh Richmond. The south fought
campaign after campaign, and gained
brilliant victories. The names of Loo,
Jackson and Stuart became household
words In Europe:, Lqter, the names of
Grant and of Sherman also became fa¬
mous. For more thUi three years the
war In America nearly engrossed the
attention of the, civilized world. No
wonder that the Index became more
and more, absorbed in the'great strug¬
gle. 'Hie blockade of the south render¬
ed it necessary for the representatives
of the Confederate government to have
some nvowed channel of publication;
and, naturally, that position devolved
upon this journal. Under such circum¬
stances, thongh we regretted,wehad no
right to complain, that in Europe we
were looked upon as the mere organ of
the Confedeato government, and that
we were described in the United States
as 'the rebel orean,'"Richmond lell.'General Lee surren¬dered, Texas gave up the contest, and
the Confederacy was a thing oftlie past.It did not, and indeed does not occnr to
us that the downfall of the Confedera¬
cy deprived us ofa field of usefulness.
On the contrary, we thought, and still
think, that thero are many problems In
course of solution in America in which
such a journal as the Index might assist
by disseminating information. We
thought and still think that the Index
would be ofsome advantage as a me¬
dium for commercial Intercourse be¬
tween England and the States. We
therefore, continued our labors. Un¬
fortunately wo find our usefulness mnr-ed by the general Impression that this
journal had been nothing moro thnntho Confederate organ. Wo might havebattled against this impression and re-
moved:it, butcircumstances have como
to our knowledge which forbid the at¬
tempt. It is impossible not to see that
the public on both sides of tho Atlantic
regards the Index as a kind of protestagainst the decision of Providence and
as the organ of a new secession party.It Is needless for us to declare that such
assumptions aro entirely false, but wo
are unable to add that they are mani¬
festly unreasonable. To snppose that
tho continued publication of the Index
has a political significance, and that it
must needs be hostile to the United
States, is natural, and almost inevita¬
ble. Wo have then no choice. We have
sought to do the South good, and we
cannot harm her to further our own
views. Wo, therefore; suspend publi¬cation. The Index Hlnill not be tho ex-

thejilanaiblo oxcnHe. forperpetu-
vnto tho miseries of the conquered anddisarmed. . . . . .
"We ar© stongly tempted to address

a few last words to our Southern read¬
ers. But, alas! what words of ours
can express the regret wo feel at their
disappointment and suffering T Wo
may, nowever, finally declare that in
our opinion the long agony of the
South will not be-without a reward.
Though defeated, the South is not dis¬
honored. Tho history of her indepen¬dent existence does not exceed four
years, but it is a complete and brilliant
record that will endure bo long as vir¬
tue and heroism^¦are venerated. The
South is not a separate nationality, butshe 1s a part or a vast and powerfulfederation. The South has been* con¬
quered and is afflicted. but as long asshe preserves the tradition of her glorysho cannot be enslaved. The SouthernConfederacy has fallen, but her gallantsons have not died in vain. Whateverflag waves over her capltols the Southwill be free. Under whatever govern¬ment her peoplelive theirinfluencewillbe felt. As yet the Ihud is desolate. Asyet the women mourn for those whohave died for their country. But timewill obliterate the ravages of the fierceconflict, and the South, chastened bythe will of God and exalted by herchastening, will yet be happy and pros¬perous:ns in bygone days. To nations,as to individuals, tribulation is oftenthe horald of blessings. We are confi¬dent ft will be so with' the South, andtherefore it is with a good heart,though with personal pain, we bid ourSouthern friends farew-ell."
