We received the New York papers of
Saturday last by the Baltimore road
last evening. We presume this is a
new arrangement East. Since tho War,
with one or two short intervals, the'
Eastern mails have reached us vial the
Pennsylvania Central and Cleveland
and Pittsburgh routes.

The Sistersville, (Tyler county) -Ar¬
gus, gives notice that it has changed its
position from a neutral to an independ¬
ent paper. We are glad to see our co-
temporary throwing off its original
hermaphrodite character, and asserting,
a disposition to take proper coguizance
of passing events, political and other¬
wise.
Gen. Duval is announced in the

Wellsburg Herald as a candidate for
the State Senute from this district, sub¬
ject to the action of tho Senatorial Con¬
vention.
The delegates to this convention from

Ohio county will be selected to-morrow
evening.

Lieut. Henry J. Johnson is also an¬
nounced in the Herald as a candidate
to the House of Delegates from Brooke.
The Postmaster General, on Friday

last, awarded tho contract for carrying
the United States mails between Lees-
burg and Winchester, Va., to Robert
Orrick, a colored citizen of the latter
town, at a salary of {523per annum..
This is the first iust-iuce of similar
award being made to a colored man by
tho Government. Tho respectability
and trustworthiness of tho contractor
aro vouched for by the Hon. John S.
Galliher, formerly State Senator from
tho Winchester District.

We were glad to meet Mr. J. H. Diss
Debar, our State Immigration Agent, in
tho city, on Saturday. Mr. Debar has
been until a few weeks past in New
York, and will return thero this tall or
winter before tho spring immigration
tide seta in. He hopes to bo able to set¬
tle a great many picked and desirable
foreigners on our West Virginia lands
within the next year or two. As yet
his correspondence and efforts have
been upon a small scale, but tho expec¬
tation is to greatly increase them. Omr
West Virginia people are aa much in¬
terested in this scheme ns any on
footanywhere.
Gov. Piorpont has been much abused

for tho re-appointment of some old
judges in Virginia, but the Washington
Chronicle states that all these judges
were appointed to office before the re¬
bellion, and none of them had ever
taken the oath of allegiance to the rebel
governmenL Judges Thompson,Field,
Parker, and Marshall were as distin¬
guished for their opposition to the pas¬
sage of the secession ordinance us for
their judicial ability. Judge Meredith
was selected by the military authorities
soon after the evacuation of Richmond,
and he, as well as Judge Coleman and
Judge Gregory, have been active in
their efforts to assist in the greatwork
of tho reconstruction of tho State upon
a thoroughly loyal basis.

ginia again. At Winchester they have
already three.one more than usual we
believe.viz tho Journal, JJem and
Times.'

Rockbridge county, Gazette of tho 6th,
a very creditable paper in all respects.

Thk leading men at the Southhavo it
in their power to at once restore the ro-
covared States to their former footing
in the Uniou, or to keep them out in
the cold Indefinitely. The Southern
musses have shown by tlie manner in
which they wont into the secession
movement that they are easily inllu-
onced and eontroUed. If the Southern
politicians will now do everything in
their power, both by precept and ex¬

ample, to restore order, awaken a fra-
ternal and friendly spirit, and to de¬
velop a respect for and obedience to
those in authority, the great difficulties
in the matter of reconstruction will l)o
readily and quietly overcome. Grout
responsibility rests upon them, and it
is now their privilege no less than their
duty to atone for the errors and mis¬
deeds of the past.
An address from one of the Charles¬

ton. S. C., candidates to the approach¬
ing State election, breathes the right
spirit, and we wish might bo perused
and reflected upon all through tho
South. Mr. O'Connor says to the poo-

destructive, the next that she will soonhave to undergo will 6c tranquil ana
easy, if the people choose to make it *o.
At the holding of her Convention, ordermust spring out of political chaos, «nu
upon the ruins of former greatness willbo founded a new anil, I trust, more en¬during prosperity. Her Constitutionwill be reanimated and awake to life
again; her laws again proclaimed fromher temples of justice, aud where mili¬
tary authority now holds away, lawand justice once more will reign su¬
preme.

. ,Unfortunntelv, so tenacious are we ofold tenets, tliat'wo are prone to exclude
all new light and pass sentence of con¬
demnation upon a policy before it hasbeen fairly tested, we have, none of
us, the girt of prophecy, and the wisestof us can onlv speculate about the fu¬
ture; but if we take the experience ofthe past as our guide, and compare our
progress with that ofother States, thereis much in the subject to raise a doubtwhether emancipation will prove in theend an unmixed evil, or a future last¬ing benefit to the South. Tho decree of
emancipation has «one forth, and we
caunot annul it. Whether my theorybe right or wrong, the practical fact
stain's us in the face that slavery inthese States is gone.forever and irre¬
trievably gone.A sound philosophy, then, shoulddictate the propriety of adapting our¬selves to its abolition, and working out
our prosporitv without tho aid of slave¬
ry. This is the surest way of counter¬acting the evil, if it be one. Bv the en¬
couragement of immigration, the diffu¬sion of education, and by fosteringhonest industry, agriculture, with theaid of science, will maintain its formerimportance. Manufacturers will growud and keep pace side by side with itssister branch, and our commerce beex-tended. These will invite population,and population in return will engenderthem. Population is the wealth of the
State and the power it exercises. It isthe grand foundation upon which the
greatness and prosperity of a nation
rests.
A new era now dawns upon us. Eachhas to be the architect of his own for-

tune, and the fortunes of all constitutethe fortunes of the State. Ix»t not de¬spondency corrode our aspirations orimpede our efforts; nor indifference andblind despair l>ccomc the handmaid of
our.continued degradation.

It is by the display ofsuch a spirit asthis that our deluded countrymen may
expect to secure their former rights and
privileges, and see military give way
to civil authority.
Tuk Treasury Department doos not

anticipate, it is stated from Washing¬
ton, raising any money before the com¬
ing session of Congress. The receiptsfrom internal revenue alone, front July1st to the 1st proximo, will probably
amount to from one hundred to one
hundred and ten millions of dollars,while there will be no falling off of cus¬
tom's duties, as heavy orders for for¬
eign goods are known to have goneabroad for supplying the exhausted
markets of the South and West. The
receipts from the sale of war material,
now no longer necessary, will also con¬
tribute in no small degree to the liqui¬
dation of the public debt.
The government is at present en¬

gaged in the sale of eighthundred first-
class locomotives, an immense number
of freight cars formerly in use on its
military roads, besides four hundred
and eighteen river steamboats and
steam-tugs at the South and West, and
a large number on the Eastern sea¬
board. Five thousand horses and ten
thousand mules will also be sold this
month, together with six thousand tons
of railroad iron at City Point and Alex¬
andria, Virginia.
Evert schoolboy is familiar with theparadoxical problem of two points for¬

ever approaching each other, and never
meeting. The Atlantic cable, as inter¬
preted by its friends, presents a similar
problem. It constantly faifc, and everytrial, ifwemay trust the sanguine anti¬
cipations of its promoters, brings it'
nearer to the seemingly impossiblepoint of success. The deeper the cable
sinks into the ocean; the higher rise the
hopes of its projectors. They never felt
certain till the first cable broke; the
breaking of the second again encoura¬
ged them, and as it gave out, another
aud another time, they professed that
all doubts were removed. The pickingup they regarded as an experiment till
they tried it three times and failed, andafter that, they gave themselves no fur¬
ther uneasiness on the subject. The
English papers treat the subject with a
general concurrence which gives a sus¬
picious indication of a common originto tho articles. Theylook like productsfrom a mill for the manufacture ofpub¬lic opinion. It does not seem to have
occurred to any one that the weight o^
a tariff of five dollars a word helped to
sink down the cable; yet it is plain that
no respectable cable would wish to show
its head above water with such a chargeresting upon it.

Speaking of business in Philadel¬
phia, the North American says; "Thebusiness now done is not only a verylarge but a very healthy one. The
terms are cash, or very short time,which is equivalent to cash. The com¬mission houses, of course, give some¬what longer time to buyersof undoubt¬ed solvency, but goods are so scarcethat manufacturers get theirown terms,and all who buy them must be pre¬pared for prompt payment. Countrymerchants for some time past havebeen replenishing Btocks every thirtydays, instead of laying in a three or sixmonths' supply, as they did in formertimes, when tney bought upon creditand squared accounts at ofleuest threetimes a year, nusiness now is healthy,as it needs to be. The walks of tradewere never so free from moneyless ad¬venturers."

TheRichmond Republic of Thursdaylost comes to us containing a supple¬ment,and publishesover thirty columnsof notices by the U. 8. Marshal, con¬cerning property libelled for confisca¬tion.

1 thluk you would earn unci receive
tho thanks of many of your loynl Wral
Vtrglnln readers by laying before them
tho following extracts, showing tho m-
istlng status of rebels In the grout Stato
of Missouri, which Is now awakening
like a giant refreshed with now wine,
anil shaking offthe lethargy of slavery
and ita concomitants. Perhapssome of
our mistakenly tender hearted people
may find an example here not unwor¬
thy of partlid imitation.

I ijuote feoin tho "Constitution or
Missouri, as revised, amended and
adopted in Convention, begun and hold
In tho city of Saint Louis, on tho Oth
day of January, 1885:"

AnTtci.it II.
. ....*

**Snc. 8. At any election held by the
people under this Constitution, or in
pursuance of any law of this State, or
under any ordinance or by-law of any
municipal corporation, no person shall
bo deemed a qualified voter who has
evor been in armed hostility to the
United States, or to the lawful authori¬
ties thereof, or to the Government of
this State; or has ever given aid, com¬
fort, countenance or support to personsengaged inanysuch hostility; orhaseverin any manner adhered to the enemies,foreign or domestic of tho United States,either by contributing to them or byunlawfully sending within their lines
money, goods, letters or information;
or has ever disloyally held communica¬
tion with such enemies; or has ever ad¬
vised or aided any person to enter the
service of such enemies; or has ever
by aet or word manifested his adlie-
reuce to the cause of such enemies, or
his desire for their triumph over the
arms of the United States, or his sym¬pathy with those engaged in exciting
or carrying on rebellion against the
United States; or has ever, except un¬
der overpowering compulsion, submit¬
ted to the authority, or been in tho ser¬
vice of the so-called "Confederate States
of America;" or has ever left this State,and gone within the lines of the armies
of the so-called "Confederate States of
America," with the purpose ofadheringto said States or armies; or has ever
been a member of, or connected with
any order, society, or organization, in¬
imical to the Government of the Lnlted
States, or to the Government of this
State; or has ever been engaged in
guerrilla warfare against loyal inhabi¬
tants of the United States, or in that
description of maurauding commonlyknown as "bushwhackingor has ever
knowiugly and willingly harboured,aided or eonnteuanced any person so
engaged; or has ever come into, or left
this State for the purpose of avoidingenrollment for ordraa into the militaryservice oftho United States; or has ever,with a view to avoid enrollment In tho
militia of this State, or to escape tho
performance of duty therein, or foranyother purpose enrolled himself, or au¬
thorized himself to be enrolled, by or
before auy officer, as disloyal, or as a
Southern sympathizer, or in any other
terms indicating his disaffection to the
Government of the United States in its
contest with rebelliont or his sympathywitli those engaged in such rebellion;
or, having ever voted at any election
by the people of this State, or In anyother of the United Suites, or in any oftheir territories, or held office in this
State, or in any other of the United
States, or in any of their territories, orunder the United States, shall thereaf¬
ter have soughtor received, under claimof alienage, the protection of any for¬
eign government, through any Consul
or other officer thereof, in order to He-
cure exemption from military duty inthe militia of this Suite, or in the armyof the United States: nor shall anysuch person be capable of holding inthis State any offiee of honor, trust, orprotit, under its authority; or of beingan officer, councilman, director, trustee,or oilier manager of any corporation,public or private, now existing or
hereafter established by its au¬thority ; or of acting as a pro¬fessor* or teacher in any educationalinstitution, or in any common or otherschool: or of holding any real estate orother property in trust for the use of
any churcli or religion* society or con¬
gregation. But the foregoing provi¬sions in relation to acts done againsttho United States, shall not apply to
any person not a citizen thereof, whoshall have committed such acts whilein tho service of some foreign countryat war with the United States; andwholias, since such acts,* been naturalized,or rnav hereafter be naturalized, undertho laws of the United States; and theoath of loyalty hereinafter prescribed,when taken by any such person, shallbe considered as taken in such sense."
Section four of the same article pro-1vides for a registration of voters, and

section five provides that,
"Until such a system of registrationshall have been established, every per¬son shall at the time of offering to vote,andbefore Illsvote shall be received,takean oathfinthe termspresclbed in thonextsucceeding section. After such a sys¬tem shall have been established, thesaid oath shall be Uiken and subscribedby the voter at each time of his regis¬tration. Any person declining totake said oath, shall not be allowedto vote, or to be registered as a qualifiedvoter. Tho taking thereof shall not bedeemed conclusive evidenceofthe rightof tho person to vote, or to bo registeredas a voter; but such right may, not¬withstanding be disproved. * » *

Section 6 prescribes the oath refer¬
red to in the foregoing ; which is callcd
the "Oath of Loyalty," and is in thefol¬
lowing terms;

"I, A. B., do solemnly swear that I
am well acquainted with the terms ofthe Third Section of tho Second Articleof tho Constitution of the State of Mis¬souri, adopted in the year 1865, and havecarefully considered the same; that 1have never, directly or indirectly, doneany ofthe acts in said section specified;that I have always been trulyand loyally on tho side of theUnited States against all enemiesthereof, foreign and domestic; ThatI will bear true faith and al¬legiance to the United States, and will
support the constitution and lawsthereof, as the supremo law ofthe land,any law or ordinance of any State totho contrary notwithstanding; that Iwill, to the best of my ability, protectand defend the union of the UnitedStates, and not allow the same to bobroken up and dissolved, or the gov¬ernment thereof to bo destroyed: oroverthrown, under any circumstances;if in my power to prevent it; that Iwill support the constitution of theState of Missouri, and that I take thisoath without any mental reservationor evasion, and hold it to be binding onme."
Section 7 requires incumbents in

office to take the foregoing oath in GO
days after the constitutionbecomesope¬rative; and failing, their offices are
vacated.
"Seo. 8. No vote in any election bythe people shall be cast up for, norshall any certificate of election begranted to any person who shall not,within 15 days next preceding suelielection, have taken, subscribed ;andfiled said oath."
Tho same oath is required of all offi¬

cers not elected by a vote of tho people;of all attorneys and counsellors at law,after sixty days from the constitution
becomes operative; of every bishop,priest, deacon, minister, elder, or other
clergymen,ofany religious persuasion,sect, or denomination, before ho is per¬mitted to teach, preach, or solemnize
marriages, and of every grand or petit|uror. And any person holdinnr nr

cisJug any of "the officcs, positions,trusts professionsor functions'specified,in violation of the constitution are sub-'
jected to punishment "by fine not
less than five hundred dollars or
by imprisonment in the county jail
not less than six months, or by both
such fine and imprisonment." And
taking the oath falsely is made peijury,punishable by two years in the peni¬
tentiary.
Section 23 provides for the relief from

the disqualification named in section 3
of the class of persons relieved by the
proposed amendment to our own con¬
stitution, viz: those "who have volun¬
tarily entered the military service of the

United States, and haveboon honorably
discharged therefrom," Ac.

Tlie 25th section authorizes the Legis¬
lature, after five years, "to suspend or
repotd any part of the 3d, 6th, and 6tli
stations of this article, so far as tho
same rolato to tho qualifications of vo¬
ters, but no further." And alter five
years moro, to "wholly suspend or re¬
peal tho 3d, 4th, 5th, Oth, 8th, 9th, 10th,
11th and 12th of this articlo, orany part
thereof".[thoso not quoted from rela¬
ting to details.] But tho suspension or
ropoal is not to dispenso with tho taking
of so much of tho beforomontionod oath
as follows tho word "domestic."
Tho legislature is also authorized to

remove, at any time, any such "suspen¬
sion or repeal," and reinstate tho pro¬
visions suspended or repealed, in full
force and effect as part of the Consti¬
tution.
