"From Georgia."!Again the President expressed tlie hope,still holding his hand, that he would
recover. "No," said the vouth, "I shall
never see my mother again.I tdiall
die." The President still held his hand,and fervently ejaculated, while he wept,'and his tears mingled with those of the
sufferer, "may God bless you, and re-
store you to your mother and your
home." 1

companied with universal suffrage.Since you know my private inelInn-1
tlons as to what terms should be grant-etl to the south in tho contingency men-tioned, I will here tidd that if our sue-
cess should thus bo realized, followedby such desired .results, I>eon't see, if]universal amnesty is granted, how. rin-der tho circumstances, I can avoid ex-acting in return universal suffrage, or
at le:tst suffrage on the basis of intelli¬
gence and military service.. How tobetter the condition of the colored race;has long boen a study which has at¬
tracted my serious attention; hence 11think I am clear and decided as to what
course 1 shall pursue in tho premises,r«*gardlug it a religious duty as the na¬tion's guardian of theso people, whohave so heroically vindicated theirmanhood on the battle-field, where, inassisting to save the lift} of the repab-lic, they luive demonstrated in bloodtheir right to the ballot, which is butthe human protection of the Hag theyhave so fearlessly defended."
