Rise and ProsTCMN oT our River Trade
..The Various Uuw of the Pwt and
l'reNcnt.

(SpecttUlu writtenfor the InteUlgencer*)In the foil tide of prosperity wo nro
prone to forgot tlio day of small things,-und to look upon the present as thoughIt had always existed thus. Yet noth¬
ing is moro pleasant qr profitable'to tl*°
impiiring mind, than, to revert to the
early days of any prominent interest,
and from to little beginnings to trace
its varying fortnnes in its growth to its
present proportions. Thcao thoughts
suggested themselves to us one day as
we occupied u seat in frout of Booth,
Ibatelle & Cb.'s boat-store, looking at
tlio boats whioh wo are proud to claim
as "Wheeling's own, and wo resolved
that an article on the steamboat inter¬
est of Wheeling wOuld be iuterosting,
even to the men who have spent many
years and untold amounts of money in
building it np, as well as protitnblo to
thoso who, like ourselves, have little
idea of the timo. and cost at which our
present prosperous steaml»oat interest
has been secured. "Wo looked al>out us
for a man whoso head' contained all1
that we desired .to. know, and from
whom we could get the facts necessary
forour contemplated article. We found
a gentleman whoso connection with
this Interest from his youth up was a
guarantee for his knowledge, and.whoso
well known obliging disposition war¬
ranted us In trespassing upon his timo
sufllciently to acquire tho much desired
and necessary information. Our con¬
versation with him soon opened our

eyes to a very largo mistake, which wo
tlnd not only ourselves but others, who
havo not lived a thousand years, have
been laboring under. We havo l»ecotne
so used to hearing comparisons made
