THE START.
At twenty minutes pant two o'clock,the boats being in line, they were asked'

from thejudge's bout. "Are you rentfyf"The rwiKinw, "Yw," being given byall, Colonel Kaye tired the gun,and the
contest commenced.
The first stroke orthe Xentlm finishedher connection with Utu race, us GeorgeSneer's oar snapped ussuudcr, thus ut-terlv disabling her.tho New York and Friendship, in

setting out, presented n magnificentsight. Roth crews appeared to be brim
full of vigor, but it was very easy to
distinguish between the styles of row¬ing. The crew of the Fricudship ap¬peared to be every bit as active uud en¬ergetic as those of the New York, butthere was not the same demonstrationof muscular devotion. The New York
took much longer strokes, and shot
away ahead of the Friendship in the
first dozen strokes. While the action
of the NewYorkers drew down the gen¬eral admiration of the spectators, there
were those who looked upon it as too
spasmodic to hold out through the race,On the other hand, the Frteudsbip crowbegan their rowing very modestly, uttheir usual rate, not appearing to make
extraordinary exertion. The course of
the two boats down tho river did not
vary much, until they reached the
point, where the New 'York was still
about n boat's length ahead, and ap¬peared to be striking across the bow of
tho Friendship. So strongwas this im¬
pression made, that some persons went
so far as to believe that the New York¬
ers did make this movement.
This impression was made by the

faulty steering ou the jmrt of the* fNewYork, no doubt u cause for some loss of
time. By the time both boats reached
the stake Itoat, off Cork Knn, the
Friendship had gained a little more
jtbuuu length 011 the New York, and
turned the buoy first. Tills fact was an¬
nounced by persons on the rlver,and the
news sped like lightning that the Pitts¬burgh lxmt had turned first. This was
tho augury to those engaged in the en¬
terprise of betting that, what they hadrisked on the New York was lost.
Again, the boats came in sight, their

approach being Signtdcd by the most
enthusiastic shoutingand cheeringfromtho bridge, the wharf, aud the ntvrindof Ihmiis on the river. As they neared»the bridge, the Friendship crew beingabout two lengths ahead, for the first
time mado a demonstration, and pulled
up under the bridge at a greatly Jn-creased speed, of course increasing thedistance between the boats. The
gun on thojudo's boat announced the
arrival of the first boat, the plaudits ofthe crowd weredeafening! The Friend-ship was declared the wiuning boat,having made the course in thirty-twoj minutes and twenty-six seconds. Hie! time of the New York was thirty-twominutes and thirty-one seconds.

The l»oat which tho New Yorkers,
rowed oh Saturday is named the "New
York/' She was built by Jewctt, of'
London; is forty-two feet six inches
long, twenty-two and a half inches
wide, and eight inches deep; and weighs
ono hundred and forty pounds. She isthe same boat in which tho New York¬
ers rowed at Pouglikecpsie, and beat,tho Twilight, of Pittsburgh, in 1S64.
She was then called "George J. Brown."It is said that tho Manchester crew have
purchased her for $250. Sho is certainlya beautiful craft, and with good oars¬
men, is capable of doing some running.

FUBGIC FKKI.1NO.
The people of Pittsburgh nnd vicinityindicated by tho numbers in which theyturned out on Saturday, that they were

Pll Hole, vh. Wnl Virginia ami Ohio,
Editors Intclligcnccr :
Wo have often heard the assertion

After paying a bonus of from$5,000 to $10,0o0, they give ouo-lmlf ofthe oil royalty, and then, not only boreat n cost, of *5,000, but soinrtimnt get«x*enliaUy bored tAemxflt*.* by uot yd-ting niore oil there, than at some otherplaces. And now wo will contrast theWest Virginia and Ohio regions withthe above, without embellishment, or
pinkey hifalutin statements, but sltnplygiving facta ns they are. We may takethe wolls tlrst, tit ilumiug Springs,which were the largest producing oil
wells, until they were stopped by the
guerrillas, but now bciug operated us
largely and successfully as ever, pro¬ducing un oil, the uniform gravity ofwhich is -10°. When compelled to cartthis oil from the wells. tl»> cost Is $2 00'
per barrel to the station on tho N. W.
R. It., but when sufficient water is luthe Little Kanawha, it is brought outjby 1>oat at an expense of less titan $1 00i
per barrel. Take next the petroleumworks of Hnndlln, Ford A Co., which
produce the- finest quality of lubrica¬
ting oil, now selling under contract at75 cents per gallon at the station, andwhich otherwise would, at the presenttime, readily command $1 per gallon.Next the new welLon -Walker's Creek,(owned by Col. linthbono «fc I^otigmoor)which yields one* hundred barrels perday, and commands SO cents per gallonat the stotiou, making the liand-
somo little sum of $3,000 per dav,and decidedly one of tho larg¬est paying wells in the county.Next the wells on French Creek, ownedby tho Goodwin Oil Co., und FrenchCreek and Newells itun Oil Company;also, the Rolnnd and Faulkner wulls,on Newell's run, and others iu that vi¬cinity, where it costs but 25 cents perbbl. to cart the oil to tho Ohio river,aud place it on boats, and where itfinds a ready market either up or downtho river. The freights from any of theabove poiuts to Wheeling or Pitts¬burgh runKe from SO to 75 cents perbarrel. The light oil of West Virginiaand Ohio commands Jn the market 4
and 5 cents pop gallon more than PitHole oil; tho lubricating oil of WestVirginia and Ohio brings 75 cents to$100 per gallon. Taking into consid¬
eration the above facts it is greatly sta¬
