Ttae Constitution of Sooth Carolina.
A nummary of Its Provisions.
New York, October 3..The Charles¬

ton Courier or September 29th, publish¬
es the complete revised Constitution or
South Carolina as adopted by the State
Convention on the 27th ultimo.

A representation is placed, as hereto¬
fore, upon the joint basis or the amount

under the old system, according to afixed, unequal and arbitrary estimate;

Charleston, which has thus naid nearlyone-third in the past in the Suto.

cia! district, except in the judldrf Uta-
trict or Charleston, which constitutes
under the present arrangement two

The circular addsthat the knowledgeof any urgent demand In any particu¬lar locality fbr specific branches oflabor, willenable that Bureau to securetho supply needed.
It occurs lo me that I can best elicit4the desired information by publishingthese inquiries in' your columns, incompliance with your kind and repeat¬ed invitation to the use of the same forofficial purposes. Tho answers may bo

directed to me at this place, aspromptlyas possible.
In alluding to my official labors in

your is&ue of tho 12th ult,, you state
that my efforts have so far been on a
small scale, but are proposed soon to
be extended. This is probably moro
correct in regard to the remits than the
efforts, which the following data will
better substantiate in tho minds of
those of your readers interested in tho
subject.
Siuce tho date of my appointment.March, IS64,1 have written, in all. 378

official letters In three different lon-
l two-thirds of which wero di-
to Europe. I have written, andtranslated Into Geruian, an eight-pagepamphlet,descriptive of WestVirginia,and distributed 8,000 copies of tho same,besides 300 copies of our State constitu¬

tion, 400 to 000 other public documeuts,
as many newspapers containing arti¬
cles on West Virginia, and 5,000 officialcards. I. have further written and
caused tobo Written or translated, up¬ward of 50 newspaper paragraphs, and
published over 20 diflbrent advertise¬
ments, some of theni for three and
four mouths at a time. About 60 ofthe letters written we're in reply to in¬
quiries from variousStates oftho Union,[ihave also distributed directions for
West Virginia to several hundred me¬
chanics and laborers Just landed at the
port orNew York, many of whom will
find' their way here, so soon as theyhave earned the means to pay their
fnre. All of this was done at a total
expense of about $S25, while gold and
European exchange ranged from $1.40to $2.20. About 9780 of this amount
wore contributed from various sources,official and private, the balance was
advanced by me, and about $150 of out¬
standing cluims remain unpaid.Ofthat class Of immigrants who, be¬
sides their skill and labor, bring with
them means sufficient to purchase a
home, we may expect our full sh&rc
from tho next year's immigration,when, it is hoped,' the prevailinginflation of the price of land,forming stock and implements,provisions and tho scarcity of inland
conveyance, will have materially sub¬
sided. All advices from Europe pointto a most encouraging prospect imme¬
diately before us, and attribute the de¬
crease of emigration for tho current
year to temporary causes similar to
those above named, and equally conse¬
quent upon our late civil war, now hap-"n* ended.

[uch remains to bo done here in the
way of procuring and suitably prepar¬ing large tracts of land, for tho success¬
ful establishment of tho first colonies,and in this labor I shall be activelyengaged between now and next
spring. Owing to tho disordered cir¬
cumstances of many of our prin¬cipal landholders opportunities aro
afforded for capitalists to assist our en-
terprize with entire safety, and certain¬
ty of a fair profit on their investments.This matter is now under serious con¬
sideration before parties in the east and
in Europe, anil would linvn rcachcd a

satisfactory issuo before this, but for
the unappreciated wisdom of our cor¬

Emigration from Germany.
A Berlin letter by tho last steamer

says: The unsatisfactory state of thingsIn Germany is likely to give an im¬
mense impulse to emigration. The
people are fairly worn out by the reac¬
tionary system that prevails through¬out the "Fatherland," and especiallyIn Prussia,and begin to think that theyhave no chance of preserving a nucleusof liberty for tho future beiore anothermillion or two of Germans have emi¬grated to tho United States, where, Inconnection with the numbers of theircountrymen already settled there, and,who, despite their sincere attachmentto their new home, continue to tako alively interest in tho welfare of theirnative land, thoy would co-operate to¬wards it by their influence on tho Na¬tional Government, and by the proudposition they occupy as adopted cltlzonsof the greatest and mostpowerful com¬monwealth In tho world. For this rea¬son emigration to the United States Isnow almost universally looked uponwith a favorable eye by the liberals ofGermany, while with the emigrantsthemselves it is the only direction infavor. There has been a controversyon this point in the German press, sus¬tainedwith characteristic patience andendurance for the last five and twentyyea.a, in which nearly every part ofthohabitable earthhaditsadvocates. Con¬sonant with this public feeling in Ger¬manywas a short lettor lately writtenby President Johnson to Mr. Geo. P.-Comfort, of New York, who has beenresiding for- some time In this city,which was reprinted in every paper ofGermany, excepting the Prussian offl-cial journals, some of them remarkingthat it contains more of promise to theveterans of Europe in nine lines (thanall the former presidential 'messages ofmors than nine columns,-'
