Two men, one each to the mill and
boiler, can mako about SO gallons,
or. four boilings a day. The mill
is run by home power. Thla ia the
cheapest manufacture of the inoiassm
wj Kuow of.the molassesselling readi¬
ly for 51-00 a gallon. The steam ia fur¬
nished by a small steamboat iwller, 11
feet in length, which consumes about
three bushels or coal per day. Mr. Dil¬
lon has had the machino in operation
about a week,.and It has been going
constantly with perfect success. Ita
original cost was about $100. Mr. Dil¬
lon is prepared at bis shop in thla city
to exhibit to any one his plan,and will
Mulsh and set up for anyperaonwant-
ing it a machine similar to the one we
hare described. We were also shown
a specimen of the ntolases manufacture
od by this machine. It was very clear
and remarkably pleasant to the taste
One or the greatest advantage* in thill
way of manufacture Is the totalabsence
of any danger of burning in tbo boiling
operation. It is imposible to burn-as
very frequently occurs in metal boilers.
With this molasses, also, was the ab¬
sence of a burnt taste or smell, peculiar
to the other manufactures.
