Only four more working days remain
until the election in this State. Union
men, are you fully prepared for the
contest? Have you made arrange¬
ments in every township to get every
loyal mail to the polls?

Tli03' mean to do this through the con¬
nivance or intimidation of tho otllcers
of election, and In some localities, fail¬
ing in these expedients, they propose to
break up theelection altogether. Start¬
lingns theassertion may seem to ninny
of our readers, who accept implicitly
the professions of penitence and good
faith ntndo by these persons, there is
tho best of reason for asserting it to be
truo.

If men disqualifiedby reason of their
treason against the United States are to
be allowed to vote next Thursday, in
open defiance of law, law-abidiug citi¬
zens have a remedy, and it Is this: Sta¬
tion men at every precinct to challenge
the vote ot all persons offering to vote
who are known or suspected of being
disqualified under the law of this
Suite, passed February 25, 1863.
If the supervisor and inspectors, in vio¬
lation of that la.v, permit such persons
to voto without first taking and sub¬
scribing the oath therein prescribed,
let tho names of all such persons vot¬
ing be taken down in a-list of "Persons
whose votes wero challenged at 1
in county, at the electiou held on
the26th day of October, 1885." Let such
caro be taken that the persons making
these lists will be prepared to swoar to
their correctness; and they will consti-
tnte proper evidence beforo tho boards
ofsupervisors in contesting the election
of any county officer, or before cither
House of tho Legislature in contesting
the seat of any person elected to the
same, or in any other case provided for
in tholawrcgulatingeontestcdelections,
passed November 27,1S63. In any con¬
test every vote thus proven to have!
been cast in violationofthe law of Feb¬
ruary 25,1SG5, will bo thrown out pre¬
cisely as if the person casting it had
been disqualified by any other provi¬
sion of law.
Are wo willing to take this trouble to

preservo the purity of our election.
We trust so sincerely- Better contest
the seats of half the Legislature than
have men sit thero by virtue of the suf¬
frage of those whose hands are yet red
with the blood ofour loyal soldiers,and

Democratic XmIIok Trlndelpbt*.
Importedfor the Intelligencer.

The grand rally" of the Democracy at
Triadelphia took place yesterday, as

announced In the Democratic organ for
several days past. An extra train was
provided to carry out the city faithful,
and we with a small sprinkle of the op¬
position went along.
The train waited nearly three quar¬

ters of an hour beyond the appointed-
time of starting, and after much
blowing of the whistle succeeded in
gathering up some twenty five passen¬
gers. At nearly three o'clock the meet¬
ing was organized by calling Benoni
Good Esq., to the chair. We counted
noses on the first organization of the
meeting, and there wereJust forty-nine
inclusive of all parties, creeds and col¬
ors. Enough came in afterwards to swell
the number to about seventy, of these
thirteen were of the Union party..
Some twenty five from town and the
balance from Triadelphia and vicinity:
GARRISON IS, INTRODUCED AND SPEAKS

UIS PIECE.
Mr. Garrison being introduced, com¬

plained of serious indisposition, but
could not resist the desire of his fellow
citizens to hear his sentiments. He
then proceeded for fifteen or twenty
minutes to lay before his fellow citizens
his views on the issues of the day. We
confess that we were at a loss to under¬
stand Mr. Garrison's position. Part of
the time itwas evident in the faces ofthe
true blues of his audience, that to their
minds his speech did.not have the true
modern.domocratic ring, and we actu-
ally thought he was going to bolt the
party principles straight out. Again he
went so far to the other side that we
come to the conclusion he was
neither fish nor fowl, nor even good red
herring. lie talked much about the
innocent men who had been dragged
from their homes to prison, while their
sons wore in the army fighting for the
Union and denounced military arrests.
He said he was in favor of colonizing
the negro, to seo ifhecould be developed
sufficiently^ for solf government. He
said ho did uot favor the present sys¬
tem of taxation: he believed that the
men who had the money ought to pay
the debt. He believed in paying the
debt, of the country, that it was a just
obligation, but could only be paid by
taxing the whole resources of the peo¬
ple. This reporter rather thinks that
those who read attentively Mr. Bing¬
ham's remarks on the subject of taxa¬
tion as published in this morning's is¬
sue, will not like Mr. Garrison's posi¬
tion much. After many promises to
serve his constituency faithfully if
elected, Mr. Garrison sat down.
MR. RICHARDSON FOLLOWS WITH HIS

PIECE.
Mr. Richardson was then introduced,

and entertained his hearers for about
an hour and a quarter. We have heard
Mr. Richardson speak many times and
never heard him speak to so little ad¬
vantage to himself; he seemed at u loss
for an issue upon which to plunt him¬
self fairly and squarely. So low has the
stock in trade of themodem Democrat¬
ic party run that thero is scarcely a

point upon -which they can make a

stand, or an issuo upon which they cau
successfully rally. Wo did not wonder,
therefore, that Mr. Richardson dwelt
largely and long upon our position in
the eyes of the world, the glory of the
American people and the glorious priv¬
ilege of Aiueilean citizenship. All that
ho said in this part ot his speech pleased
us much; wo uelieve in it, and even
thought him eloquent as he warmed up
with his subject. The country hud been
restored toitsoriginnl position; its con¬
stitution stood intact, und our nation¬
ality wus fixed as the rock of ages. Here
Mr. lticliardson'» eloquence ended; he
was beginning to tread on dungerous
ground, and he must leave it lest ho in¬
volve the party, whoso champion he
there stood, in inextricable difficult}7.
He could not claim that the modern
Democratic party had done much to¬
wards putting down the rebellion; the
speeches of the great modern Demo¬
cratic leaders were too fresh in the mem¬
ories of his hearers; their refusal to give
a man or a dollar is too well known,
and lias been too irrefutably proved for
him to draw heavily upon their war
record as a supporting cordial in the
present election; hecould not even have
the poor privilege of claiming that the
war had ended under the admin¬
istration of a man who had even once
belonged to the Democratic party when
it occupied a very different posi¬
tion from the present bastard
affair that has been trying to lay hold
of the coat tails of some rcsj>ectab1e in¬
dividual who might bo induced to con¬
fer respectability upon it by acknowl¬
edging any relationship with it, because
it is yet too fresh in the memory of
men under whose administration and
under what party domination this
monstrous rebellion was crushed. The
most ho could claim was that somo ot
the great generals of the war had been
Democrats. We could not see that there
was much consolation for the reorgan¬ized Democracy in that fact as not one
of thosegreat generals would deign to
own any connection with the miserable
latter day affair. Mr. Richardson
might have enumerated as the gonuine
typo of the. reorganized Democracy the
Messrs. Lee, JelT. Davis, Ac. The onlynational question upon which Mr.
Richardson touched wus in deliv¬
ering himself on Mr. Lincoln's
proclamation of emancipation. He
did not believe in it then and did not
now. He believed it would have
been better to have left the slaves in the
hands of their masters to take eare of
them, ratlior than to be upon the hands
of the Federal Government. Mr. R. for¬
gets that thegovernment is feedingthou¬sands on thousands more or the white
rebels than it isof the negro population.Neither could Mr. R. see thata hundred
thousand negroes with muskets in their
hands addetTany thing to the militarystrength of the government.
Mr. Richardson on the test oath ques¬tion said that he believed that it should

not bo regarded by any supervisor or
judge of election. In reply to a <iues*
tion of Mr. Ticlinell as to who was to
be the jydgo of the constitutionality of
the law, he replied that any.man occu¬
pying any official position had the right
to sav whether the law was constitu¬
tional or not.
Mr. Richardson dwelt a littlo on the

speech of Mr. Bingham at the court
house on Thursday evening, but was
careful to state that he was only speak*ing from hearsay; that he had not at¬
tended the raeetiug and could not vouch
for the truth of it; that he had been in¬
formed that Mr. Bingham denounced
with bitterness and profanity all the
resolutions of the convention which
met at rriadelphia and nominated him¬
self and Mr. Gairlson. As the speech
appeani in this morning's issue we will
let It demonstrate the malicious false¬
hood of Mr. Richardson's Informant.
Mr. R. here closed his remarks and

soon nothing but theshadow of the bhr
meeting remained.
