has ordered that the organization and

State Convention are mostly of a strongUnion character, and strongly endorse
tho policy Indicated by Governor Mar-
rin. Judge Burnett was elected dele¬
gate from Jacksonville district.
Strong efforts are being made to in-

duce tho President to release ex-Senator
David L. Yulee, of Florida, from Fort
Pulaski, whore ho is now confined. Air.
Yulee is President of the Jacksonville
and Tallahassee Railroad, a man of
wido influence in the political and ma¬
terial interests of the State, and his re-
lease is greatly desired by tho people of
Florida, in order that ho may exert
himself for tho restoration of business
prosperity in that State.
A delegation from Florida is hero

urging the suspension of the order of
General Howard as to the occupation of
the sea islands. They want tho freed-
men kept there temporarily till all ur-
rangements can be made for their
transmission to tho Shite of Florida,where their labor is much needed by tho
planters.

Col. John W. Fairfield, of Loudon

county, and chief of tho rebel Gen.
Loucstreet's staff, who received specialpardon from the President a short time

They allegethat Moseby, although a rose 'colored,gentlemanly sort of a vllllau. was guil¬
ty ol guerrilla utrocities which would
have made Champ Ferguson blush,.
They claim to havo names of ex-rebel
officers among the listof witness where¬
with to prove inhuman crimes upontho Virginia partisan.
In consequence, perhaps, of the rais¬

ing of money and other organized ef¬
forts to prevent the mustering out of
the veteran reserve corps by the next
Congress^ it hr said the authorities havo
fully decided to dispose of tho corps be¬
fore that body meets. General Fry and
other friends of the corps seem to have
over reached themselves and to have
precipitated, by their own conduct, the
very action they desired to prevent.
Mr. Stanton's answer to a recent appli¬cation for a commission in that corps
was, that before tho commission could
be made out and forwarded to the ap-

glicant tho corps would cease to exihU
eneral Grant is also understood to fa¬

vor the muster out of all troops ex¬
cepting thp regular army. If this shall
prove inadequate to the exigencies of
the future, Congress can increase it
from time to time. A controlling rea¬
