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Tbe Election* Ycslerdajr.
At this writing (2 a. m.) we have re¬

turns enough from all the States in
which elections were held yesterday/
viz: New York, Kew Jersey, Massa¬
chusetts, Illinois and Wisconsin, to
show that the Union ticket has been
everywhere successful. The democra¬
cy, soldier nominees and all, have been
swept off the boards. Their entire cam¬
paign has been a failure. The people
have not been deceived by their change
of front. The record of the war was
not forgotten. In every State, even in
New Jersey, the home of Nasby, the
democracy have been repudiated.
We can see plainly in the difference

of disposition manifested by the suc¬

cessively "reconstructing" States ofthe
South the mischievous effect which
even a demonstration of the Northern
"Democracy" towards the reacquisi-
tion ofpower has had upon the South¬
ern mind. Two months ago, when the
Mississippi Convention sat, there was
exhibited a spirit which surprised and
delighted the North, by the cordiality
of the acceptance of the conditions im¬
posed by the war, and by the manly
earnestness with which it turned from
all the shattered delusions of the past
and set the face of the Stat<f toward a
future of loyalty and feedom. A little
later Alabama held her convention,and
although she followed in the footsteps
of MiHsissippi it was with reluctant feet
and a more grudging demeanor. Tho
submissive and acquiescent disposition
manifested in Mississippi showed signs
of waning, and a reaction began,
which has displayed itself more signifi¬
cantly since in every successive move¬
ment of the reorganizing States
North Carolina was only deterred
from affirming the legitimacy and
obligation of her rebel debt by a sug¬
gestive message from the President.
Georgia required a still broader intima¬
tion from the National Executive to re¬
strain her from the same action, and
her Convention has shown ugly recal¬
citrancy upon every question involved
in the reconstruction of tho State. It
has simply repealed tho ordinancoof
secession, and refused to declare it null
and void, and it has passed an ordi¬
nance of emancipation withtho reserva¬
tion of a claim for national compensa¬
tion. In addition to these man¬
ifestations we see how narrowly Sonth
Carolina missed electingWado Hamp¬
ton, Governor, tho bitterest rebel per¬
haps in that State.the man who re¬
fused to surrender with tho balanco of
Johnston's army. No one can misun¬
derstand these manifestations. They
liavo been stimulated and encouraged
by tho utterances of sympathizers in
tho North. It is to be hoped that tho
recent elections will open the eyes of
tho South to the delusiveness of anyho|>cs founded oil tho triumph of North¬
ern Democracy.
Tiikrk has been great excitement in

t lie New York stock market for the last
two days. What are called "corners"
have been made in the Prairie Du Chlen
and Cleveland & Pittsburgh roads, and
the shares have been run up far beyond
their usual selling rates. In tho for¬
mer, on Monday, there was a variation

. in the course of two hours of mora
than 75 per cent; in other words, from
J40 to 220. The excitement is said never
to have l»een equalled at the Now York
stock exchange, not oven in the days of
tho celebratod Harlem corner, and
heavy failures aro expected and pre¬dicted. A "corner" is a swindling op¬
eration greatly relished by stock gam¬blers and practiced by them whenover
an opening presents itself by reason of
what are called "short" salos. In the
Prairio' Du Cliieu stock there are, it
It seems, but 2t»,000 shares, all told,while some 00,000 shares were sold for
future delivory> or, in other words,sold "short." Hence the "corner."
The monthly report of tho Depart¬

ment of Agriculture for October, shows
that tho wheat crop suffered less than
was expected from tho wot weather.
The Increase in tho oat crop in 1805 is
noarly fifty millions of bushels, and of
tho hay crop more than five millions of
tons. The fall crops are abundant, andthe yield or corn will be the largest everknown in the United States. Tho corn
crop is equally good in tho Southern
States, and its planting there is somuch
greater than ordinary, that that section
can consume but a portion of the
amount grown. It can therefore, givetho next crop season to a greater pro¬duction of cotton.

The Creed or John C*l*in-The Apo*-
tolle Creed.Interesting Hem Mis¬
cellany.
We presume very few of our readers

have ever seen John Calvin's "exposi¬
tion" (as it is called) of his own views.
An old newspaper reader fnrnishes It
to one ofour exchanges, as follows:

..Predestinationwe call theeternal de¬
cree of God, by which he hath deter¬
mined, in himself, what he would have
to become of every individual of man¬
kind. For they are not all created with
a similar destiny; but eternal life, is
foreordained for some, andeternal dam¬
nation for others. Everyman, there¬
fore, beingcreated for one or the other
of these ends, we say he is predestina¬ted either to life or to death. Election
is the immutable purpose of God; bywhich, before the foundations of the
earth wore laid, he chose, out of the
whole human race, a certain number of
men to salvation in Christ. This same
election is not made from any foreseen
faith, obedienceof faith, holiness or any
other good quality and dlapoaitlon, aa a
pre-requlsite cause or condition, In the
man who should be elected."
The New York Express asks, "how

many people know the origin of the
Apostolic creed?" It then follows the
question with the following Informa¬
tion:
The precise origin of this simplestand most ancient of all the creeds, is

involved in some uncertainty, and has
long been a matter of dispute amonglearned theologians. It is at last cer¬
tain that its universal use in tho Church
may be traced back, if not to the Apos¬tolic age itself, 3'et to that immediatelysucceeding; and there is a very old tra¬
dition that each of thetwelve articles of
thecreed was composed by an Apos¬tolic author. It Is said the Twelve as¬
sembled In council before dispersingthemselves to preach the Gospelthroughout tho word, to frame the
symbol or watchword of tho ChristianChurch; and it will bo interesting to
many of our readers to know the Apos¬tle to whom each article is ascribed.The tradition is as follows:
St. Pktbb."I believo in God thoFather Almighty, Maker of heavenandearth:"
St. Andrew."And in Jesus Christhis only Son our Lord:"
St. James the Great.'"Who wasconceived by the Holy Ghost, liorn oltho Virgin Mary:"St. Joiin."Suffered under PontiusPilate, was crucified, dead, andburied:"
St. Thomas."Ho descended intohell;" [nr, "Ho went into tho place oldopurted spirits," which are considered

as words of tlio same moaning,] "thethird day ho rose from tho dead:"
St. Ja3iks tiir Le>»."Ho ascendedinto heaven, and sitteth on the rightband of God tho Father Almighty:"St. Philip."From thenco he shallcome to judgo the quick and the dead:"St. Bartholomew."I believe in theHoly Ghost:"

.St. Matthew."Tho Holy CatholicChurch, the Communion of Saints:"St. Simon."Tho Forgiveness olSins:"
St. Judah TnADDEUs."Tho Resur¬rection of the Body:"St. Matthias."And tho Life ever¬lasting. Amen:"
A writer in tho Times and Witness,who seems to havo been behind tho

A writer in tho Christian Mirror,whois traveling in England, gives an ac¬count ofsome ofthe remarkable locali¬ties in and aboutLondon. He says:"I went down to Bunhill BuryingGrounds, where in a spaceof less thanfour acres one hundred and seventhou¬sand persons were buried between 1718ind 1832. There were the graves of Dr.Watts, Daniel De Foe, John Bunyan,

Georgy Fox, Wesley's mother, and a
